A Theology of Marriage in the Malankara Catholic Church

One of the beautiful institutions created by God for human kind is marriage.

“Then the Lord God Said, “it is not good that the man should be alone; I will

make him a helper as his partner.”. Therefore a man leaves his father and his

mother and clings to his wife.” (Gen.2, 18-24). Family is a complex reality. As

St. Thomas Aquinas rightly put it, when human society becomes more and

more advanced and civilized, the complexity in the society become stronger.

Family life in the contemporary world is experiencing this stress of complexities

of modern society. As the Society is increasingly vulnerable, the microcosm of

society, family is also becoming vulnerable, to the modern challenges.

The Sacrament of Marriage in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church

It is a matter of pride that marriage is viewed as a covenant in the Syro-

Malankara Catholic Church (Hereafter SMCC). Therichness of oriental

theology and canon law reflected in the life of the faithful. For Malankara

Catholic faithful, marriage is not a mere contract, but a covenant, a Divine

Mystery. His Beatitude Baselios Cardinal Cleemis, the Head and Father of the

Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, while speaking about the mystical aspect of

marriage, explains, “As we reflect on the basic constitutive element of the

Church and Society, that is, the family, the very first thought comes to my

mind is that we are reflecting  on a divine mystery that is entrusted to human

participation.” SMCC and her faithful thank the Almighty Father always for

helping her flock continuously to livethe mystery of marriage.

It must be asserted that, when family is increasingly encountering serious

challenges, all over the World, not only in the ecclesiastical realm but also in

the secular, cosmopolitan communities, SMCC faithful  are living a life of

witness by living faithful to call to family life. The negative impact of secularism

and excessive personal liberty which we find in various geographical and

cultural areas are almost absent in the SMCC. The tender feeling of “desire to

form a family” is very strong among the young generations. As the traditional

magisterium of the Church points out, human kind is habitually inclined to

form family, when this habitual, natural inclination diminishes in many parts

of the world, SMCC faithful, remain faithful to the traditional values of creating

new family assiduously when they are still young. Postponing marriage for

career and other consideration are absent amongthe faithful of SMCC.
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The third Extra Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Bishops’ held

in Rome in 2014, intended to define the “Status Quaestinis” and to collect the

Bishop’s experiences and proposals in proclaiming and living the Gospel of

the family in a credible manner,highlighted the following challenges faced by

the contemporary family. The preparatory document articulated the challenges

thus: concerns which were unheard of until a few years ago have arisen today

as a result of different situations, from the widespread practice of cohabitation,

which does not lead to marriage and even sometimes excludes the idea of it; to

same sex unions between persons, who are, not infrequently permitted   to

adopt children. The many situations requiring the Churches attention and

pastoral care include; mixed or inter-religious marriages; the single parent

family; polygamy; marriages with consequent problem of  a dowry; sometimes

understood as the purchase price for women; the caste system, a culture of

non-commitment and a presumption that the marriage bond can be temporary;

forms of feminism hostile to the Church; migration and reformulation of the

very concept of family; relativist pluralism in the conception of marriage, the

influence of media on popular culture in its understanding  of marriage and

family life; underlying trends of thought in legislative proposals which devalue

the idea of permanence and faithfulness in the marriage covenant; an increase

in the practice of surrogate motherhood (wombs for hire); and new

interpretations of what is considered a human right.

The response of the Malankara Catholic Church to the challenges faced

by the families

The beauty of the biblical image on the family has its roots in the creation

of man and women both made in the image and likeness of God, (cf; Gen1:

24-3/2: 4-25). Pope John Paul II says in Familiaris Consortio: “God created

man in his own image and likenesscalling him to existence through love, he

called him at the same timefor love. God is love (cf. 1 John 4:8) and in himself

he lives a mystery of personal loving communion…. Love is therefore the

fundamental and innate vocation of every human being. (FC,11).

The teachings of Magisterium on family is well instructed and the faithful

are well aware of the basic principles and Dogma. It  is not only through the

magisterial pronouncements that  SMCClive theGospel of the Family, but also

through the living traditions and customs of the community fortified with the

rich Indian culture and strength of oriental spirit. Thecatechetical formation in

the SMCC is well established. The Syllabus includes all the essential and basic

tenets of the mystery that is the family. It is also worth mentioning that adult

catechism is also systematically administered to the elderly people. Through

all these activities, the meaning and value offamily life is well instructed. It is

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not the deficiency in knowledge and conviction but a handful of external factors

that are affecting families in their authentic journey forward. The 21st century

work culture and media are the two stumbling blocks   for the family. Owing to

the current work culture, the familyfails to grow as a community, i.e., community

life is missing in many families. Members of the family are forced to work in

different shifts which results in very awkward timetable for the family. Thisalso

results in decrease in filial bonding among the members of the family.

It is fortunate that, the Indian context, culture and tradition are in tune

with the teachings of the Church on family. Unity and indissolubility of marriage

are given utmost importanceinIndian culture. Polygamy and child marriage

are considered as crimes. Living in relationship outside marriage is considered

a taboo.The approach of SMCC towards people with irregular relationship is

based on the principle of equity. Equity means justice coupled with charity.

Universal order governing all men and inalienable rightsof the individual

are the two basic principles of Natural Law. It is to be highlighted that, SMCC

believes and promotes the Natural Law principles and its approach is based on

the universal brotherhood and equality of mankind. The right of human beings

to get married is recognized in SMCC and it is very well promoted. Every

human being has the natural inclination to unite with the other sex. Marriages

are solemnized in SMCC with pomp and glory, always witnessed by a

considerable congregation. All the possibilities are laid open to the faithful by

Canon Law like option for mixed marriage and disparity of cult marriage are

found a place in the ecclesial life.  Even a non-practicing Catholic, if he requests

and possesses the attitude and disposition of an ordinary believer, his marriage

is solemnized in the Church.

Pastoral care of the family

Syro-Malankara Catholic Church is very keen in providing pastoral care

to the family. From cradle to coffin, a faithful is accompanied by the pastors of

the Church, not onlythe bishops but also priests anddeacons and other trained

Catechists. Aspirants to get married are prepared for the same. All those who

receive the Sacrament of marriage are required to undergo a thorough training.

It is conducted according to a specific syllabus approved by the Bishops’

Conference. It is fortunate that, the basic values and faith formation required

for marriage are acquired by young couples through this program.

Prayer within the family, prayer meetings in family groups, retreats for

couples, general Biblical conventions are some of  the ways by which the

SMCC helps the family to withstand life’s complexities and today’s culture.

One of the exemplary ways practiced inthe SMCC is the house visits of

Mission Theology of the SMCC
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‘SuviseshaSangam’ (Group of trained and specially deputed group). A group

consisting of atleast a priest, a nun and spirit filled lay volunteers visit all the

families and spend time with them and pray for them. They also give guidance

to the family when they are in need. In spreading a credible and holistic idea of

the couple and Christianfamily today, some families come forward to give

birth to more children. This is a new trend in the SMCC.

Pastoral care in difficult marital situations.

Fortunately, cohabitation adexperimentum is not a pastoral reality in SMCC.

Because of the strict laws and effective judiciary, unions which either religiously

or civilly recognized only exist in the territorial boundaries of SMCC. Situations

contrary are very rare. In SMCC there exist a 3 tier adjudicatory system to deal

with matrimonial reliefs. The diocesan, metropolitan and Major-Archiepiscopal

tribunals administer justice to the couples in need. Situations which are so

serious and contrary to the explicit teaching of  the church are only left out.

In the proper territory of SMCC, unions of persons of same sex is almost

absent. Thelaw of the land also does not recognize such unions because they

are contrary to natural law. In SMCC, children born out of irregular marriage

are not at all discriminated. All are given equal opportunity to grow and educate.

Openness of married couple to life in SMCC is alsomost 100%. All families,

except becauseof natural reasons those couples who cannot beget children,

give birth to children and nurture them. It is highly appreciable to note that

young couples, knowing and understanding the teachings of the Church,

voluntarily abstains from artificial family planning methods.

Conclusion

In short, marriage is lived in its proper ways in SMCC. The basic faith

formation regardingfamily life is adequate in the SMCC. There are certain

factors like post-modernism, new work culture, shift of priorities, influence of

media, lack of authentic models, lack of zealous pastors etc. pose serious

challenges   to family of today. The Church of today must strive hard to give

God to the families. Most of the families are filled with possessions. They

forget to possess the Almighty. Family fails to play its role when deep sense of

belongingness and communication among  its members are reduced. People

don’t interact with natural hearts, but they increasingly interact with electronic

equipments. Such equipmentsmake our hearts like rocks. Let us pray to the

Lord to give all of us a heart of flesh.

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THE OPENING MESSAGE OF HIS BEATITUDE, THE CATHOLICOS

September 2014. The Holy Episcopal Synod (HES) began at 9.00 pm. on

Saturday, 20 September 2014. It was after the conclusion of the 84th Reunion

Day Celebrations and Sabha Sanghamam that the Bishops of our Church

gathered together for the Holy Episcopal Synod.

The HES began with a prayer.

The members present at the Synod were: Moran Mor Baselios Cardinal

Cleemis Catholicos (President of the Synod), Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos

(Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev.

Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios, Most Rev. Joseph

Mar Thomas, Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulos,

Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas OIC,  Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios OIC,

The Synod Fathers approved the proposed agenda with the above additions.

Presentation of Reports

The Report and Decisions of the Fifteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod

convoked from 10 to 14 March 2014 was read out. Observations of the members

and corrections proposed by them were recorded. It was pointed out that, for

publication the report should be edited and shortened. The report and decisions

were proposed to be passed by Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas. The proposal

was supported by Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios. They were passed

with applause by all.

Points Arising out of the Report and Decisions

Decision no 2 : the study to reschedule the courses/credits in St Mary’s

Malankara Seminary, by the Academic Council – it was pointed out that it

should be completed soon.

16th Holy Episcopal Synod
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Decision no 4 : concerning the value of goods to be alienated, the clause,

“This is applicable for a period of two years” should be deleted. It was suggested

to add the clause, “The HES can revise this from time to time”.

Decision no. 6 : on Thukkasa, it was pointed out that the particularities or

differences in the rubrics as practised in the Eparchy of Marthandom shall be

redacted by the Eparchial Bishop and published.

Decision no. 7 : “The priestly ordinations shall not be conducted in the

afternoon” – it was suggested to add, “As far as possible”.

Decision no. 14 : As per the earlier decision of the HES, trained deacons,

brothers and religious sisters can be given the mandate, according to CCEO c

709 §2 and CPCSMCC c 490, for helping the distribution of the Holy Qurbono.

The Eparchy of Marthandam and parishes in serious need in the Major

Archieparchy of Trivandrum can try this” - change the usage “can try this”.

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participated. Such visits would open up our Church to the Universal Church

and its voice heard in the world.

The HES is inspired by the growing fervour and devotion of the faithful

who participate in the Padayatra to the tomb of Mar Ivanios. The increase in

the number of faithful who participate in the Padayatras organised from various

places is a sign of the spread of the fragrance of sanctity of the Servant God.  It

is this fervour and devotion that lead to the occurrence of miracles. It was

suggested that the main Padayatra from Perunadu on the second day could be

rerouted in order to avoid the extra distance covered that day.

The Synodal Commissions – Byelaws and Action Plan

His Beatitude the Catholicos asked Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios,

the Curia Bishop who is also the co-ordinator of the activities of the Synodal

Commissions, to present the topic. Mar Anthonios brought to the attention of

the HES the various meetings of the Secretaries of the Synodal Commissions

to revive their functioning. In the last such meeting, the Secretaries had agreed

to draft a working guideline for their respective commission and present it for

consolidation by the co-ordinator and to present it to the HES for its approval.

However, except two or three Synodal Commissions, no one took it seriously

and did the work. In this circumstance, Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulose, Most

Rev. Samuel Mar Irenios, Most Rev. Philipos Mar Stephanos and Most Rev.

Thomas Mar Anthonios were asked to draft the general guidelines and the

specific guidelines for each of the Synodal Commissions and present it to the

next HES.

Synodal Commission for Social Action and Caritas Malankara

The proposal and the byelaws of “Caritas Malankara”, an umbrella

organisation to co-ordinate the activities of all the Social Services Societies of

our Church was introduced by Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios. The HES

studied the byelaws and proposed the necessary amendments. The HES also

asked the commission to find an alternative name for the umbrella organisation

as the prefix “Caritas” can create relational confusion as there are many

nationally and internationally interrelated social service organisations which

bear the same name. The final approval to the draft of the byelaws is pending.

Charter of Priestly Formation

The proposal of the last Holy Episcopal Synod to prepare a Charter of

Priestly Formation for the formation of our Seminarians was taken up for
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discussion. The sharing of the members of the HES gave further orientation to

Most Rev. Bishops Mar Julios, Mar Ignathios, Mar Stephanos, Mar Eusebios

and Mar Koorilos who were named members of the board to draft the Charter

and present it in the HES to be convoked in February 2015.

Proposed Canonical Provision for the ETRI

His Beatitude the Catholicos presented to the HES the iter of the proposal

submitted to the Holy See for canonical provisions for the pastoral care of the

Christian Faithful in India outside the territorium proprium of our Church.

Since we could not obtain a response to the proposal through the dicasteries of

the Holy See, it was proposed that the proposal should be submitted directly to

the Holy Father. It was foreseen that it could be done in October 2014 when

His Beatitude the Catholicos will meet the Holy Father during the Synod of

Bishops at Rome.

Accounts of the Financial Year 2013-’14; Utilization of the Common

Collections

Rev. Fr. Thomas Parakkal, the Finance Officer of the Major Archiepiscopal

Curia, was called in to the HES for the presentation of the accounts of the

Curia. He presented it and the HES accepted the accounts after necessary

discussion and clarifications. Most Rev. Samuel Mar Irenios proposed that the

accounts can be passed and it was supported by Most Rev. Philipos Mar

Stephanos and it was passed with common acclamation.

Thereafter, the topic “utitlization of the common collections” such as the

offerings on Laity Day and Youth day was discussed. The following guidelines

were agreed upon on the mode of handling the accounts and its utilization:

1. The offerings of the Youth Day and Laity Day are earmarked for the

apostolate of the Youth and Laity respectively in our Church. It is not

earmarked for any particular association / organisation though it could

be allotted to them. No association has an exclusive claim on it.

2. The offerings are received into the account of the Major Archiepiscopal

Curia with the specific purpose as said above. Hence the money can be

transferred only to an account operated for the same.

3. The respective Synodal Commission is the recipient of the offerings

transferred to an account operated jointly by the Chairman and the

Secretary in the name of the Commission. The Chairman in consultation

with the members of the Synodal Commission allots the money for the
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functioning of the Synodal Commission and the various associations that

are coordinated by the same commission. The decision is to be executed

by the Secretary of the Commission.

4. The bank account of the respective Synodal Commission is a subsidiary

account of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia. The income and expenses of

the Commission is also part of the income and expenses of the Major

Archiepiscopal Curia. Hence, the respective commissions are to submit

their accounts to the Finance Officer of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia

for inclusion in the general account and to be submitted for audit according

to the norms of civil law.

5. The Secretary of the Synodal Commission is to maintain the proper

accounts of the Commission.

6. Money can be allotted to an association / organisation as per the above

norms. However, the income and expenses of an association or

organisation is not to be mixed up with the accounts of income and

expenses of a Synodal Commission.

The observance of the Year of Consecrated Life

How do we observe the year 2015 proclaimed as an Year of Consecrated

Life in the Church by the Holy Father Pope Francis on the occasion of the

golden jubilee of the promulgation of Perfectae Caritatis, the Decree of the

Second Vatican for the up-to-date renewal of religious life?” The HES

welcomed the decision of the Holy Father in the context of the fall of vocations

to religious life in the Universal Church and its corresponding influence in our

local context. The HES called upon everyone to find Religious Life as the

treasure of the Church as was understood from the early centuries of the Church.

The following are suggestions of the HES to observe the “Year of Consecrated

Life”.

1. Issue a common pastoral letter by the Father and Head of our Church

welcoming and introducing the  Year of Consecrated Life in the Church

2. On 30 November 2014 the year shall be inaugurated in the SMCC. All

Eparchial Bishops, the Exarch and the Apostolic Visitator are to

inaugurate the Year of Consecrated Life in their respective Eparchy/

Exarchate/ETRI celebrating a Holy Qurbono in the Cathedral Church

to which the Religious and other Christian Faithful are invited.
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3. An ecclesial-level gathering of the Religious with other Christian

Faithful shall be called together along with the 85th Reunion Day

Celebrations and Sabha Sanghamam to be hosted by the Archieparchy

of Tiruvalla.

4. The Religious of each Eparchy/Exarchate/ETRI shall be gathered

together by the Eparchial Bishop/Exarch/Apostolic Visitator in the

respective level for interaction, coordination and dialogue to promote

the apostolate of the Religious and vocation to religious life.

5. The parents of the Religious shall be honoured.

6. The apostolic activities of the Religious who are engaged in foreign

countries shall be recognised and praised.

The Progress of the Suvisesha Sangham

Rev. Fr Antony Kakkanat was invited to the HES to report on the progress

of the Suvisesha Sangham. In his report he highlighted that the SS tries to live

in depth the spiritual patrimony of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. The

present members experience deeply the presence of the Holy Spirit when they

live the spirituality of the Church and gather together to break the Word of

God. The members of the SS recite fervently the canonical Prayers of the Hours,

observe fully the nombus (lents) that together count 114 days a year, read the

Word of God in the morning and evening and avail themselves in front of the

sacrament of reconciliation. Persons experience conversion and growth in the

Spirit. There is an increase in diligence to assume ministries in the Church. In

the parishes where the SS is formed, the fragrance of the Gospel spreads and

there are others who recognise this. In some parishes adoration and prayer

meetings are held once in a week under the leadership of the parish priest.

Rev. Fr. Antony expressed satisfaction at the overall spread and growth of the

SS. However, he pointed out that at the parish-level the SS should be implanted

and become active.

Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas, the Chairman of the Synodal Commission

for Evangelisation, complimented Rev. Fr Antony for his relentless commitment

and leadership for the SS. His Beatitude the Catholicos expressed the same

sentiments and urged the Synod Fathers to nurse the SS and take the lead in

implanting the SS in their respective Eparchies.
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Thukkasa and Prayers of Sleebakkalam

The recently published book of rubrics (Thukkasa) was presented in the

Holy Episcopal Synod. The HES suggested that in order to introduce the text

and conscientise the clergy of our Church of the need to follow the Thukkasa

in the celebration of the sacraments and the sacramentals, a meeting of the

clergy and the members of the religious communities be held in each Eparchy.

The Chairman of the Synodal Commission, Rev. Fathers Thomas Panicker,

Kuriakose Thadathil and Isaac Parappallil can give them an orientation on the

same.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, the Chairman of the SC for Liturgy,

brought to the attention of the HES that the translated text of the night prayer

of the Sundays of the Sleebakkalam has to be finally approved. The text was

posted for study and approval later.

Some Liturgical Matters

Some interpolations and deletions in the celebrations of the Divine Liturgy

were brought to the attention of the HES. It was noted that the intercessory

prayers of the Blessed Virgin Mary was introduced in the Holy Qurbono in the

place of Basmalkho. The HES directed that this should be stopped. Similarly it

was pointed out that all six Thubdens should be recited in all celebrations of

the Holy Qurbono.

Proposal to Amend Certain Canons of the Particular Law

It was pointed out that there is need to amend certain canons, for example

c 146, of the CPCSMCC, as they do not correspond to the de-facto situations.

However, the HES opined that a thorough study should be done and

comprehensive proposals should be presented for amendment. Hence the topic

was posted for consideration by the next Ordinary HES.

The Birth Centenary of Archbishop Mar Gregorios

We enter the birth centenary year of Most Rev. Benedict Mar Gregorios

(1916-2016), the second Metropolitan Archbishop of the SMCC. It was

suggested that the year should be observed with programmes and plans that

would benefit the common good of the society.

In this context, it was pointed out the venerable memory of the other prelates

like Mar Theophilos should also be given due importance in the life of the

Church.
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Other Matters with the Consent of the President of the HES

1. Request to relieve Rev. Fr Thomas Parakkal from the Office of the

Finance Officer of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, Archbishop of Tiruvalla, requested the

HES that Rev. Fr Thomas Parakkal of the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla, who is

presently serving the Major Archiepiscopal Curia as its Finance Officer be

relieved from the office, as his service is indispensable for Pushpagiri Medical

College as its Finance Officer. The HES granted the request.

Most Rev. Mar Koorilos proposed that Rev. Fr. Varghese Angadiyil,

presently Parish Priest of Chakkupallam and Anakkara of the Archieparchy of

Tiruvalla could be appointed as the new Finance Officer of the Curia. The

HES accepted the proposal. It was told that Fr Thomas would be relieved of

the office by the beginning of January 2015 after Fr Varghese gets acquainted

with the office work.

2. Membership of the KCBC Bible Society

Most Rev. Samuel Mar Irenios, the Chairman of the Synodal Commission

for Bible Apostolate brought to the attention of the HES that very few Malankara

Catholics have taken membership of the Bible Society under the auspices of

the Kerala Catholic Bishops´Council. It is often pointed out to us by the Society

that the membership drive must be promoted among the Malankara Catholics.

The HES urged all the Eparchial Bishops to do the needful.

As Rev. Fr Devdas Thenguvilayil, the Secretary of the Synodal Commission

for Bible Apostolate is from the Eparchy of Marthandom in Tamil Nadu, he is

not able to represent our Church in the KCBC Bible Commission. Hence Rev.

Fr Kurian Valuparampil has to continue to represent our Church in the said

Commission.

3. Directory of the SMCC

It was suggested that a new Directory of the SMCC should be published.

The last directory was published in the year 2011. It was recommended that

the new Directory could be published in June 2015. Most Rev. Thomas Mar

Anthonios, the Curia Bishop and Chancellor, was entrusted with the

responsibility.

4. Assessment of the Major Seminary

The life, functioning and the present disciplinary status of St Mary’s
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Malankara Seminary after the appointment of the new Rector Rev. Fr Daniel

Manikulam was reviewed by the HES. The Faculty of Philosophy comes to a

closing stage this academic year. The pastoral experience programmes are

streamlined. There are some ‘populist approaches’ which should be evaluated

thoroughly. The role of the staff in the formation programme was also assessed.

5. Pastoral Course 2014 for Deacons and New Priests

The deacons of St Mary’s Malankara Seminary and Bethany Ashram

Pune, the Seminary of the OIC, complete their Theology with final exams by

the end of November 2014. Taking into consideration the convenience of the

deacons and their proposed sacerdotal ordinations, the Chancellor who is in-

charge of the pastoral course for the deacons and new priests of the Church

suggested that the course could be arranged from 1 to 5 December 2015. The

Synod Fathers also found the dates convenient.

In this context, the Synod Fathers opined that an organised on-going

formation for the priests of our Church is essential. Hence, a team of Bishops,

Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar

Chrysostom and Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, volunteered to arrange the

course for our priests ordained during the last three years.

The Seventeenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod

It was decided that the Seventeenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the

SMCC be convoked from 23 to 27 February 2015 at the Major Archiepiscopal

Curia, Pattom, Trivandrum. The Synod will begin at 9.00 a.m. with a

concelebrated Holy Qurbono on Monday 23 February and end at 4.00 p.m. on

27 February 2015.

CONCLUSION

His Beatitude gave the concluding message in the last session of the Holy

Episcopal Synod that began at 4 p.m. on 22 September 2014.  His Beatitude

thanked the Synod Fathers for their participation in the Synod in spite of the

heavy schedule of activities of the previous days. His Beatitude recalled the

apostolic mission of the Holy Episcopal Synod as successors of the apostolic

college. His Beatitude also recalled the dynamic and charismatic leadership

given by his Holiness Pope Francis. “Caritas Christi urget nos” – These words

of St Paul is the driving force behind Pope Francis’ apostolate in the Church

today.
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His Beatitude continued: “The Synod of the SMCC too is a succession of

the apostolic college for our Church. Hence it is qualified as holy. It is not the

holiness of the members of the Synod that makes it holy but the living presence

of the Holy Spirit in the Synod and the presence of the apostolic succession in

the Synod that make the Synod holy”. He added that, it is because of this that

we could dynamically and enthusiastically move forward and could lead the

Church. His Beatitude also pointed out that our people love us and it was often

pointed out by the visiting prelates who were overwhelmed by the enthusiasm

of our people. We also experience within our community, the loving care of

the Holy Spirit. This is the only reason why we are happy and not worried in

spite of the heavy load of responsibilities we shoulder.''

Recalling the divine interventions in the life of the Church, His Beatitude

requested the prayers of his Brother Bishops. "God never retracts from his

promises that he made to our Church. Jesus Christ is the same for us yesterday,

today and forever. This is the strength of the Synod Fathers. My dear venerable

brothers, I acknowledge that your prayers strengthen me and I request your

continuous prayers. "

His Beatitude thanked Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, Bishop of

Bathery, at whose residence the HES was in session after the successful

celebration of the 84th Reunion Day and Sabha Sanghamam. His Beatitude

praised profusely Mar Thomas for his magnificent leadership to the Eparchy

of Bathery. His Beatitude placed on record the whole hearted cooperation and

commitment of the priests, religious and laity of the Eparchy of Bathery for

making the celebrations a grand success. "The event has inspired and motivated

the Eparchy of Bathery and the entire Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. I also

remember with gratitude the personal care shown by Jospeh Mar Thomas to

each one of the Bishops, priests, religious and laity. I am happy to say that Mar

Thomas inherited the unbroken lineage of successful leadership  from Most

Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, the former Bishop of Bathery and now

the Bishop of Puttur and from His Beatitude Cyril Mar Baselios, the first

Catholicos of our Church who was the first Bishop of Bathery. On behalf of

the HES, I convey gratitude and appreciation to each faithful of the Eparchy of

Bathery."

His Beatitude the Catholicos thanked the Blessed Virgin Mary, the

Mother of the Malankara Catholic Church for her unfailing intercession for
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our Church to Jesus Christ, her Son and our Saviour and invoked the blessings

of the  Holy Trinity on our Church. His Beatitude declared the Sixteenth

Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod closed.

The Sixteenth Ordinary HES ended with prayers and the final blessing

imparted by His Beatitude the Catholicos.

The Year for Consecrated Life

Your Grace, Your Excellencies, Very Rev. Corepiscopoi and Rembans,

Reverend Fathers, Deacons, Religious and dear Faithful in the Lord,

Holy Father Pope Francis announced that the year 2015 would be dedicated

for the promotion of the Consecrated Life in the Church. The year will begin

on 30 November 2014, with a special day of prayer. The Year will conclude

on 02 February 2016, the World Day of Prayer for Consecrated Life. During

these 14 months various observances and meetings will take place with the

objective of highlighting the various dimensions of consecrated life.

There are three objectives for the declaration of the Year for Consecrated

Life: Firstly, this Year is an occasion for gratefully remembering the recent

past in the context of the 50th anniversary of the decree Perfectae Caritatis on

the renewal of consecrated life given by the Second Vatican Council. Secondly,

this Year is the time of grace between the Council and today, to embrace the

future with hope. Thirdly, the consecrated persons become well aware of this

hope and live the present passionately.

As we are at the threshold to observe the Year for Consecrated Life, the

Holy Father says, “The joy of the Gospel fills the heart and lives of all who

encounter Jesus. With Jesus Christ joy is constantly born anew.” Apostolic

Exhortation Evangelii gaudium, n. 1). The Pope then tells the consecrated

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people, “I want to say one word to you and this word is joy. Wherever

consecrated people are, there is always joy!”

The Consecrated Life in the Church

The Second Vatican Council invites every  Christian faithful to heed the

call to holiness (LG Chapter 5, nn 39-42) and thereafter places consecrated

life (LG Chapter 6, nn 43-47) within the heart of the Church. The Council then

invited the consecrated people to a radical renewal of religious life through its

decree Perfectae Caritatis and gave clear directives for it. Religious life is

considered, as the blossoming of baptism (LG Ch. VI) and religious profession

is a special consecration that is deeply rooted in their baptismal consecration

and is a fuller expression of it (PC n. 5). It incorporates a person into a religious

institute and into the mission of the Church (ET n. 38). It indisputably belongs

to the life and holiness of the Church. This means that the consecrated life,

present in the Church from the beginning, is one of her essential and

characteristic elements that express her very nature. This is clearly seen from

the fact that the profession of the evangelical counsels is intimately connected

with the mystery of Christ, and has the duty of making somehow present the

way of life which Jesus himself chose and indicated as an absolute

eschatological value (Vita Consecrata 29) .

Summing up the teaching of the Church since Vatican Council II, the Code

of Canons of Oriental Churches in canon 410 describes religious life as “a

stable form of living by which the faithful, following Christ more closely under

the action of the Holy Spirit, are totally dedicated to God who is loved most of

all, so that, having been dedicated by a new and special title to his honour, to

the building up of the Church, and to the salvation of the world, they strive for

the perfection of charity in the service of the kingdom of God and, having

been made an outstanding sign in the Church, foretell the heavenly glory.”

The Consecrated Life in the Church is not something half-way between

the hierarchy and the laity, but a way of life which draw from both. It stands

alone as a special gift of Grace for the Church. “The consecrated life is at the

very heart of the Church” as a decisive element for her mission, since it

“manifests the inner nature of the Christian calling”… (Vita Consecrata 3). The

Church guides the religious by teaching and setting out laws which will help

to make them conform to the true ‘image and likeness of Christ.’

Religious life is formed, grows and is nurtured in the Church. The

magisterial teaching on the relationship with the hierarchy of the Church is

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also well laid down. Religious institutes have an internal organization all their

own (cf. CD 35, 3) which has its proper field of competency and a right, even

though in the Church this right can never become independence (cf. CD 35, 3

and 4). The correct degree of such autonomy and the concrete determination

of competency are contained in common law and in the Rules or Constitutions

of each institute (MR 13). The liberty and concern accorded to the religious

life is not meant to distance itself from the hierarchy or communion in ministry;

but to make available plentifully the experience of the sanyasa of the Church

The Consecrated Life in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church

Religious life has its origin in the Orient. St Anthonios (251-356), St

Pachomios and St Basil are considered the fathers of monastic and religious

life in the East. From the East it was transferred to the Western Church by St

Benedict (480-547) and St Scholastica. Religious life, especially monasticism,

became the spiritual source of the life of the Church. The liturgy of the

Antiochene Church is replete with references of “churches and dayaras’ that

live the Christ-experience and contribute to the spiritual life of the Church.

The liturgical life of the Church has its origin and sustenance in monastic life.

Though a particular monastic movement did not originate in the Indian

Church of the early periods, through its liturgical life it was rooted in the

monastic spirituality of the Oriental Church. India is very much renowned for

its ascetic heritage and monastic traditions. The St. Thomas Christians integrated

these Indian ideals and promoted them into the Christian monastic lifestyle.

The ascetical practices and the Christian witnessing that existed in the early

Indian Church were very much appealing.

Inheriting the St Thomas Christian heritage, there were no monastic

communities in the Malankara Syrian Church too. There were Antiochian

monks who were known as ‘Rambans’ in the Malankara Church, following

the rules of St. Anthony of the desert and according to the Syrian tradition. In

due course, the Malankara Church fell into a sort of ‘spiritual apathy.’ In the

beginning of the twentieth century, it was a great spiritual concern for Fr P T

Geevarghese (later Mar Ivanios). Through prayer and penance, Mar Ivanios,

recognized that one must undergo a personal spiritual renewal in order to elevate

the Malankara community from its spiritual slumber. (Louis Moolaveettil, The

Spiritual Life of Mar Ivanios, 23). Thus Religious life had its institutional

beginning in the Malankara Church with the foundation of Bethany Ashram

and later Bethany Madhom by Mar Ivanios with the aim “realisation of God
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(Daiva sampadanam) is nobler than the service of God (Daiva sevanam)” . It

is with the same vision that he promoted the Congregation of the Daughters of

Mary in the SMCC. Mar Ivanios firmly believed that only people with deep

God-experience, religious life of prayer and penance, can renew the Church

and effectively proclaim the Gospel in India (Cyril Malancharuvil, The Syro-

Malankara Church, 190).

This unique vision of the Servant of God Mar Ivanios on sanyasa was

inspired by and identified with the monastic vision of St. Basil and the Indian

sanyasa. Sanyasa for him was a radical following of Jesus the Messiah, who

was “the first Sanyasi who appeared on earth… The origin, founder, and ideal

man of Sanyasa is Jesus” (Mar Ivanios, Sanyasajeevithasahai, 17-19). In his

vision of the role and relationship of sanyasa communities in the Church, he

anticipates the teachings of the Second Vatican Council. According to him a

religious community is a small church within the Church… The accepted goal

of Christianity is the cross. The Church, which daily follows Jesus, freely

carrying the cross - the Church within the Church - the small “Church,” which

is the heart of the holy Church, is the Religious community (Mar Ivanios,

Sanyasajeevithasahai, 17-19) .

The religious communities of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church

follow the genius of the Oriental monastic life and Indian Sanyasa founded on

the charism of the Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios. Through the

Reunion Movement the Malankara Church came into communion with Catholic

and was transplanted into the bosom of the Bethany Sanyasa. Today the Church

is nurtured by the religious congregations founded or promoted by the Servant

of God and about 25 other religious communities, both of men and women,

including monasteries.

The Observance of Year of Consecrated Life in the SMCC

May all the religious communities of our Church take note of the

observances of the Year of Consecrated Life to be organized in Rome and take

part in them as per the decisions of the respective religious communities.

At the outset, I draw your attention to the fact that the Year of Consecrated

Life is observed to promote the charism and role of consecrated life in the

Church. It is observed by the clergy, religious and the laity, the people of God.

It is observed to increase awareness of consecrated life in the modern world

and renew consecrated life to respond to the challenges. The observances should

lead to greater awareness of promoting vocations to religious life. It is not a

matter of extravagant celebrations and investing honours.

On Year for Consecrated Life
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 According to the decision of the Holy Episcopal Synod convoked from

20-22 September 2014, the inauguration of the Year of Consecrated Life in the

SMCC will be on 30 November 2014. Each Eparchial Bishop / Exarch or

Apostolic Visitator, on behalf of the Church, inaugurates the Year of Consecrated

Life in his Eparchy / Exarchate / Region inviting all the Christian faithful to a

concelebrated Holy Qurbono in the Cathedral Church. A sanyasasammelanam

of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church will be organised at the venue of the

85th Reunion Day Celebrations and Sabha Sanghamam to be hosted by the

Archieparchy of Tiruvalla. The Synodal Commission for the Religious shall

plan other relevant common programmes at the ecclesial level.

At the Eparchial level, the Bishops shall bring all the religious together

for a gathering along with the clergy and other faithful of the Eparchy. Other

programmes can be also chalked out. Measures to strengthen the functions of

the Malankara Religious Conference (MRC) at ecclesial, Eparchial and unit

levels shall be promoted.

Similar gatherings shall be also organized at the ecclesiastical district level

and the Protopresbyters shall see to it. In accordance with the need and

circumstances of each parish, and taking into consideration the religious

assisting in the parishes, parish level observances can be planned and executed.

Each religious community, according to the decision of the Major Superiors

and Superiors and their respective Councils, should plan their programmes.

The Clergy and other Christian faithful can be invited to these observances to

ensure greater awareness of religious life in the Church.

The Eparchies and Religious communities are to send a report of the

observance of the YCL to the Synodal Commission for the Religious, so that a

consolidated report could be presented to the Holy Episcopal Synod in due

time.

Conclusion

There are symptoms of a crisis that exist in consecrated life in the Church.

There is a drop in vocations to priestly and religious life. The Pope calls for the

observance of the YCL at a time when the SMCC also feels the pinch of the

fall of vocations to religious life, especially to the vocation of the religious

sisters. Through the observance of the Year of the Consecrated life, the People

of God obtains as witness untainted dedication. Vocations to sanyasa should

increase. It should motivate us to love and serve the Church more.
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Two important facts need to be cleared about the situation of crisis. In the

first place, religious life has gone through several periods of crisis in the past

and has come out of them transformed and strengthened. Secondly, a crisis is

not a purely negative phenomenon. As an individual’s life is periodically subject

to critical stages of transformation from infancy to childhood, adolescence

and successive steps in adulthood, the religious life will evolve itself to emerge

strengthened with self-awareness to respond to the challenges of the modern

time.

 As the whole Univesal Church is observing the Year of Consecrated Life,

I invite the faithful children of the Church to participate and cooperate in it

sincerely. May the realization of God deepen so as to proclaim with new vigor

of the Good News, through this Year of Consecrated Life.  Let us prayerfully

try to realize what Servan tof God Archbishop Mar Ivanios bequeathed to the

Church through his charism. I invoke on the entire Church, especially the

religious, the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary the Mother of the Church,

the Mother of the priests and religious, in the Year of Consecrated Life. May

God bless you all abundantly!

May all these be fulfilled through the prayers of the Blessed Virgin Mary,

the Mother of God and the communion of Apostles, especially of our Father

and Apostle St. Thomas and all the Saints. Amen.

MESSAGE ON YOUTH DAY – 2014

A Circular from Most Rev. Dr. Vincent Mar Paulose,

the Chairman of Commission for Youth

of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church,

on the occasion of the Youth Day 2014

“Trust in the LORD, and do good; so you will dwell in the land, and

enjoy security. Take delight in the LORD, and he will give you the desires of

your heart”   (Psalm 37:3-4).

Dear Reverend Fathers, Reverend Sisters & my beloved young friends,

My hearty greetings and prayers to all my dear young friends in the

name of our Lord Jesus Christ, on occasion of the Youth Day that we celebrate

in our Church on 5 October 2014, the Sunday after the Feast of St. Francis of

Assissi, the Patron of the Youth of our Church. With gratitude and prayers I

also greet all who are engaged in the Youth Ministry of our Church.

On this Youth Day, attuned to the Extra-Ordinary Synod convened by

the Holy Father Pope Francis on the theme “The pastoral challenges of the

family in the context of evangelization”, I call upon the Youth and all the

faithful of our Church to reflect on ‘the role of the Youth in the context of the

Family.

Family: The Primary Context for Young People

Family is the basic cell of the Church and society. It is the context

where we get formative and community experience. Saint John Paul II, in one

of his homilies said, “The family is the domestic Church”. The meaning of

this traditional Christian idea is that the Home is the Church in miniature. The

Church is the sacrament of God’s love. She is a communion of faith and life.

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She is a mother and teacher. She is at the service of the whole human family as

it goes forward towards its ultimate destiny. In the same way the family is a

community of life and love. It educates and leads its members to their full

human maturity and it serves the good of all along the road of life … In its own

way it is a living image and historical representation of the mystery of the

Church. The future of the world and of the Church, therefore, passes through

the family (Pastoral Visit in Australia, Homily of St John Paul II, Number 3).

For the young people, family is the place where faith is handed down

and taught. Often they learn how to listen and respond to God in the context of

the family. From the family they learn to relate the Gospel messages to their

daily life. Parents remain the most influential people in the life of the Youth.

They are the principal youth-ministers and catechists of their family. Family is

the context where the social, emotional and spiritual growth of the young people

is nurtured. Christian family that pursues God’s presence is holy and sacred

and stays together in the ordinary and extraordinary events of family life.

The young people build the world. Their contributions in technology,

media, education, scientific inventions, committed social actions, etc shape

the world today. Their involvement in violence, conflicts, addictions,

individualism, discrimination and divisions determine the destiny of

humankind. Recently Pope Francis addressed the Youth of Asia, and said,

“Together with young people everywhere, you want to help build a world where

we all live together in peace and friendship, overcoming barriers, healing

divisions, rejecting violence and prejudice. And this is exactly what God wants

for us. The Church is meant to be a seed of unity for the whole human family.

In Christ, all nations and peoples are called to a unity, which does not destroy

diversity but acknowledges, reconciles and enriches it” (6th Asian Youth Day,

Korea, August 15th 2014).

Value the Values

Family is at the heart of God’s plan for the world. Family life is built

through the values often passed down from previous generations. It is

discouraging to note that today family values are eroding even in our traditional

Christian families. As it is felt so powerful today, it is called a Cultural Tsunami.

In the name of Cultural Revolution the very structure of the humankind, that is

the family, is attacked. Fragmentation in the family, loneliness and abandonment

of the elderly, emotional troubles and suffering of children in ‘single parent’

families, academic failures, professional disorientation, suicides lead young

people to seek refuge in drugs, violence, satanism, loss of cultural traditions

and faith, etc. This is the consequence of the degradation of the family values.
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The modern man looks at the family from a different perspective. We have

moved from families to couples, from spouses to partners, from marriage to

free love, from happiness to wellbeing and quality of life, from parental authority

to children’s rights, from self-giving to ownership of one’s body, from

conscience to free choice, from interpersonal communion to the fusion of

nameless and faceless individuals, from culture of life to a culture of death,

parents to reproducers. This is really a Cultural Tsunami happening due to the

deteriorisation of Christian family values today. The effects of entertainment

media often encourage a pleasure seeking principle.

Who can change this situation? The young people with dynamic Catholic

faith can make a fast change. Only the young people who value the values can

make a change. Therefore, we need a family based youth ministry.

Life Giving Spiritual Habits

A dynamic Catholic youth who really longs to become a disciple of

Jesus Christ needs to develop life-giving spiritual habits.  Here we consider

three of them.

a. Walk with Jesus – The first habit is to walk daily with Jesus. It means

a daily commitment to prayer. Paul called it “prayer without ceasing” (1

Thes.5:17). To walk with God is to go through each day completely receptive

to God’s presence, doing everything for the greater glory of God. Positive

ways to walk with the Lords are: a) the practice of the presence of God - to

be ever conscious of the life of God within my soul. b) praying in the

Presence of the Lord - Eucharistic Adoration. c) contemplating  the face of

Christ - prayer. We can walk with Jesus with these simple, moving and

practical prayers. People like St. Francis of Assisi, who have reached the

heights of sanctity, always wanted to walk with Jesus.

b. Pray the Word of God – The second spiritual habit for a dynamic Catholic

youth is praying the Word of God, to learn more about faith. A real disciple of

Jesus has to sit at the feet of Christ to learn. Pope Francis in his Apostolic

Exhortation Evangelii Gaudium emphasized the study of the Sacred Scriptures.

“The study of the Sacred Scriptures must be a door opened to every believer...

Evangelization demands familiarity with God’s Word, which calls for …

ongoing study of the Bible, …” (no. 175). The Holy Father wants to tell us that

it is not simply reading the Bible but praying the Bible. As we pray the Word of

God we greet the Lord in prayer and Scriptures. Gospel must be a motivating

force to pursue a life orientation. The greatest tragedy in life is not death or

destruction but a life without purpose.

On Youth Day
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c. ‘Go where Jesus would go’. This phrase points to the Spirit of Service and

Evangelization which is the consequence of the first two. Consider what Jesus

risked when he went to heal his friend Lazarus. He was venturing within five

miles of Jerusalem where he was ‘a wanted man’. The disciples knew this; in

fact Thomas says, “Let us

also go, that we may die with him” (Jn.11:16). At great personal risk Jesus

went to embrace the broken family of a close friend. Jesus wanted to share the

love of God with everyone.

These habits are inter-related. If we pray two pages of the Holy Scripture, our

prayer life would improve and we will talk about it with others. This is

Evangelization. When we know God more we love our neighbours intensely.

These habits should determine the character and destiny of the modern Youth

Let us celebrate this Youth Day more meaningfully with the aim of

achieving life, giving spiritual habits. The common Youth Day programme of

our Church will be held at Pirappancode in the Major Archieparchy of

Trivandrum. I wish to remind all concerned to remit the offerings of the Holy

Qurbono of this day to the eparchial finance office. The offerings are used for

our Youth activities at the Eparchial and Ecclesial level.

On this Youth Day, I assure all the youth and who are dedicated to the

ministry to the youth, that the Church appreciates their valuable service in

building up the youth and the Church. Let us all together empower the youth to

be architects of their life by providing them youth-friendly platforms at the

grassroots.
