Editorial

ARCHBISHOP MAR GREGORIOS
A PRELATE WHO WALKED AHEAD OF HIS TIME

“And I will give you pastors according to mine heart, which shall feed you
with knowledge and understanding” (Jer 3:15).

The year 2015-"16 marks the birth centenary of Archbishop Benedict Mar
Gregorios of happy memory, the Successor of the Servant of God Archbishop
Mar Ivanios and the second Metropolitan-Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church. This great personality is remembered with great reverence
and admiration even after twenty years of his departure to the heavenly abode.
The whole Church under the auspicious leadership of the Major Archieparchy
of Trivandrum celebrates the centenary year in a befitting manner. The year of
the centenary is an occasion not only for commemorating a saintly personality
of the last century and his contributions for the integral development of the
human society but also for integrating his vision on nature, man and God into
our ecclesial life. The celebrations at various levels highlight the humanitarian
concerns and spiritual outlooks of this great Prelate of our Church. It is an
occasion for us to relive the human face of our ecclesial life in the society as it
was lived and witnessed by His Grace Archbishop Mar Gregorios during his
Episcopal ministry for 43 years.

Childhood and Education

His Grace Benedict Mar Gregorios was born to Thangalathil Idicula and
Annamma on 1 February 1916, at Kallooppara, Kadamankulam. He was the
second child of the family. His family was God-fearing and pious, where parents
brought up their children in devotion and charity. It is because of this
background, three children of the family -Mar Gregorios, Rev. Fr Ignatius
Thangalathil OIC, and Rev. Sr Macreena SIC - dedicated their life for the
service of God and the Church. During his childhood, he was known by the
name Kunjukutty. The child was baptized with the name Varghese in the Syrian
Orthodox Church. When he was six months old, he was brought to Parumala
Church and was dedicated to God. At the age of five he was sent to the Lower
Primary School, Puthussery. After completing his middle school studies, he
joined the St. John’s School, Eraviperoor for his Secondary School education.
Among his colleagues in school, Most Rev. Philipose Mar Chrysostom, the
former Metropolitan of the Marthoma Church and Swami Jaithrananda, the
former head of Tiruvalla Ramakrishna Ashram,are also leading figures of our
society. All his teachers and classmates remember Varghese as a brilliant
student. He completed his school final in 1932.

Sanyasa and Priesthood

It was during his High School studies that Metropolitan Mar Ivanios started
many “Bethany Churches” with the intention of reforming the Orthodox Church
and one among them was close to the Thangalathil Family. Varghese used to
visit Bethany Ashram and showed his interest in spiritual activities. Since
Archbishop Mar Ivanios, the Founder of Bethany Ashram, entered into
communion with the Catholic Church in 1930, the parents who were staunch
believers of Orthodox Church, did not encourage his contact with the Bethany
Fathers, because, the relationship of Varghese, a member of the Orthodox
Church with the members of the Bethany Ashram infuriated his family
members. But his attraction towards sanyasa could not be dispirited. After
completing his school education, Varghese started working in an insurance
office at Kottayam. But the aspiration for sanyasa made him to quit the job
and under great opposition, he left the house to join the Bethany Ashram and
entered the novitiate on 21 November 1933. After his initial formation in St.
Aloysius Minor Seminary, Pattom, Trivandrum, he made his temporary religious
profession before Mar Ivanios with the name Benedict, on 15August 1935.
For the seminary formation Bro. Benedict was sent to Candy Papal Seminary
Ceylon (now Sri Lanka)in 1938. It was an occasion for this young sanyasi to
have acquaintance with many holy personalities from the different parts of the
world. He was very much attracted by the simple life of those holy missionaries.
He was very active in all spiritual activities in the Seminary. He made his
perpetual vows on 24 August 1941. He completed his Philosophical and
Theological studies with good results. As per the tradition of the time he was
ordained a priest by Most Rev. Regno, the Bishop of Candy,on 24 August
1944,

On his return from Ceylon in December 1944 Fr. Benedict was appointed
Master of Aspirants in the Bethany Ashram, Nalanchira. During this time, he
also taught Syriac in St. Aloysius Minor Seminary, Pattom along with the
pastoral responsibility as Assistant Parish Priest of the St. Mary’s Pro-Cathedral
Palayam. Riding on a bicycle the young priest reached everywhere and
discharged his duties with a dedicated mind which attracted the attention of
Mar Ivanios. It was a special interest of Mar Ivanios that Fr. Benedict was sent
to St. Joseph’s College Trichy for higher studies in Economics in 1946. He
completed post-graduation in Economics securing first rank from the University
of Madras in1949. His life and studies in Trichy widened his human outlook.
By this time, he had decided to dedicate his knowledge and spiritual experiences
for the integral development of humanity, especially for the poor, marginalized
and downtrodden.

Educational and Pastoral Ministries

It was a long-cherished desire of Mar Ivanios to start a first grade College
in Trivandrum. As the dream came to a reality in 1949, Mar Ivanios searched
for an efficient hand to entrust the responsibility of building up this blossoming
institution from nothing. The mission was given to Rev. Fr. Benedict OIC and
thus he was appointed the first Principal of this prestigious Mar Ivanios College
Trivandrum. The young priest took the challenge of laying solid foundation
for its academic excellence. Fr. Benedict did everything needed to find out
eminent scholars as lecturers and professors to carve youngsters as nation-
builders. In the hostel started along with the college, Fr. Benedict tried to create
a family atmosphere following the gurukula system that prevailed in India.
Under his able leadership, the college started to give excellent education and
thus attracted many students. During this time, he also served different missions
in and around Nedumangadu, Trivandrum. On Saturdays and Sundays, he found
time to teach catechism and to do pastoral visits. He knew personally each
member of the parishes entrusted to him. He also initiated many programmes
for the social uplift of the people. After two years of principalship Fr. Benedict
left the college to take up other responsibilities given by Mar Ivanios. Later
under his patronage for about 40 years, this college was poised to achieve the
status of one of the first grade colleges in India.

Episcopal Ministry

The Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios, the Prophet of ecclesial
communion,took up the two-fold mission of the Re-union Movement: ecclesial
communion and evangelisation. Mar Ivanios gave a solid foundation, both
ecclesial and social, to the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church and especially to
the Archieparchy of Trivandrum. As His Grace Mar Ivanios was fading in
health, he prayed and searched for his successor. Again the face of Fr. Benedict
came to his mind. The far-sighted visionary was very sure that the future of the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church would be very safe in the hands of this young
Sanyasi and Priest. The Holy See accepted his proposal and appointed Fr. Benedict
the Auxiliary Bishop of Trivandrum on 27 November 1952. He was ordained
a Ramban on 27 December 1952 and then a Bishop with the name Gregorios
by His Grace Geevarghese Mar Ivanios on 29 January 1953. It was the great
desire of Mar Ivanios to ordain his successor by his own hands and Bishops
Joseph Mar Severios and Thomas Tharayil assisted him during the episcopal
ordination held at St. Mary’s Cathedral Church Pattom. The name “Gregorios”
denotes ‘the awakened one.” His motto of episcopal ministry was Lux mia
caritas,that means, ‘love is my light.’

Mar Ivanios was called to eternal rest on 15 July 1953, after leaving
everything to his successor. His Holiness Pope Pius XII appointed Bishop Mar

Gregorios the Archbishop of Trivandrum and the head of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church on 27 January 1955. At the age of 39 he became the head of
the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. As David was anointed at his young age
to lead the Israelites, Mar Gregorios was also anointed to lead the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church which he faithfully discharged until his last breath.
He received Pallium on 14 May 1959. As a young Archbishop, Mar Gregorios
was filled with great enthusiasm. Like a convinced and dedicated spiritual
soldier Mar Gregorios was working hard to feed his sheep and to protect them
from every enemy and evil. He travelled a lot, both in India and abroad, to
build up the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church and to represent her, as envisioned
by Mar Ivanios.

Pastoral and Missionary Growth of the Church

The Malankara Syrian Catholic Church, especially the Archdiocese of
Trivandrum,had limitations in several aspects although she had grown out of
her infancy. The pastoral challenges before the new Archbishop were different:
caring and protecting the priests and their families who reunited from the
Jacobite and Orthodox Churches, giving Catholic formation to them as well as
to young candidates to priesthood, establishing new parishes and mission
centers, constructing new churches, cemeteries and presbyteries, starting new
educational institutions and preparing infrastructure for the same, etc. It was
during his tenure that the St. Mary’s Metropolitan Cathedral and the
Archbishop’s House were constructed. It is a historical event that under his
leadership, the St. Mary’s Malankara Major Seminary began to function in
Trivandrum imparting training to new priests to maintain and enrich the rich
Oriental Malankara Theology and Liturgy.

To strengthen the new comers to the Catholic faith, he implemented and
executed several schemes. He regularized the system of catechetical teaching
and ways and means of missionary activities among the Youth and Laity. He
made arrangements to extend the pastoral formation of the priests who
completed training in the Catholic seminaries to study and imbibe the essential
traits of the Malankara Catholic Liturgy. Thus he took a keen interest to form
an ecclesial culture in Syro-Malankara Catholic Church as an Individual Church
in the Catholic communion. He gave special training to laymen as missionaries.
With their help, he could initiate many missionary programmes in different
parts of the Archieparchy of Trivandrum.

In conformity with the dreams and visions of Mar Ivanios who advocated
Reunion and Evangelization, Mar Gregorios welcomed the Malankara Faithful
as well as the non-Syrian people into the Catholic faith. Thus he wholeheartedly
received His Excellency Most Rev. Paulos Mar Philoxinose, the Metropolitan
of Thozhiyoor Church, who after a period of earnest prayers and contemplation

decided to be re-united with the Catholic Church in 1977. At the time of the
establishment of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Hierarchy on 11 June 1932, the
territorial jurisdiction of our Church was limited to the south of Bharathappuzha
in Kerala and to Kanyakumari District in Tamil Nadu. But in 1958, Mar
Gregorios could get the sanction of the Holy See to widen the jurisdiction all
over Kerala and to some districts in Karnataka and Tamil Nadu. This widened
the pastoral and missionary scope of our Church. As a result, the Holy See
erected the Eparchy of Bathery, bifurcating the Eparchy of Tiruvalla in 1978.
It was his missionary enthusiasm that nurtured the mission works in the southern
part of Kerala and Tamil Nadu. As a missionary fruit of our Church, a new
mission Eparchy of Marthandom was erected after two years of his
demise.During his episcopate, Mar Gregorios, on their appointment by the
Roman Pontiff, ordained five Bishops- Zacharias Mar Athanasios, Isaac Mar
Yoohanon, Cyril Mar Baselios, Geevarghese Mar Timotheos and Lawrence
Mar Ephrem.

The missionary and pastoral vision of Mar Ivanios was to reach out to the
whole of India, beyond the canonical territorial boundaries fixed by the Holy
See. Thus there started a new phase in the history of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church. His Grace Mar Gregorios started erecting churches and other
conveniences for the Malankara faithful for liturgical worship in many cities
in India in collaboration with the local ordinaries and tried to avail the services
of the priests for the Faithful settled there. Thus Mar Gregorios moved a step
forward in the dream of Mar Ivanios, i.e., spreading the joy of the Gospel to
entire India. It is a divine coincident that at his birth centenary, the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church obtained all-India jurisdiction with the
establishment of the Eparchy of St John Chrysostom Gurgaon-Delhi with
jurisdiction over the 22 states of North India and the Exarchate of St.
Ephrem,Khadki-Pune with jurisdiction over the 6 states of South India
excluding the so called terrirtorim proprium of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church. Mar Gregorios never stopped searching for new pastures. He crossed
the borders of our country and started new mission centres abroad. Thus he
inaugurated officially the Malankara mission in the USA in 1984 which has
now grown up as an Eparchy.

Spiritual Source for Social Transformation

The title “Archbishop of Trivandrum” has both spiritual and social
significance since the time of Mar Ivanios. The Malankara Catholic Archbishop
of Trivandrum, now the Major Archbishop-Catholicos of Trivandrum, is the
spiritual head of the capital city. His Grace Benedict Mar Gregorios played the
main role in sustaining the uniqueness of the culture, spiritual richness and
social and religious harmony in Trivandrum. He gave spiritual consolation to
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all without discrimination. The leaders of the civil society reached the
Archbishop’s House often, for solutions for social issues and for spiritual
blessing. He was sent as an angel of peace to the situations of communal
violence and conflicts. All respected his presence and listened to his words.
The public realized and approved his sanctity, simplicity and overflowing
selfless love. That was why, keeping away the police force, he could reach out
to the people of Vizhinjam and Poovar when violence erupted there. In the
turbulent atmosphere, while Chala Bazaar (in Trivandrum) was set on fire due
to communal tensions, Mar Gregorios brought the heads of all religions and
social and political leaders together in prayer and conducted processions of
peace for many days along the highways and byways. Thus peace, calmness
and mutual understanding were re-established. His involvement in the society
was beyond the boundaries of religion. During the Ayodhya issue, he was in
the committee called for establishing peace. He was a member of the National
Integration Council headed by the Prime Minister of India.

In his life and ministry, Mar Gregorios kept up a preferential option to
begin new ventures to provide better living for the poor. He took initiative to
begin many technical institutes in different parts of the Archieparchy to give
job-oriented training to young people. He established many industrial projects
to provide job for unskilled job-seekers. In this regard, the upliftment of women
was dear to his concerns. He proposed a development policy which is eco-
friendly. He introduced many new plants and trees which can support life in
many ways. In fact he was a lover of nature.

Mar Gregorios whole-heartedly supported all initiatives taken by the state
and central governments for the alleviation of poverty from India. He believed
that the Church should bridge the gap between the well-educated in the city
and the illiterate majority in the villages and for that the Church should
collaborate with the government. He advocated the modernisation of agriculture
in India. He was a strong critic of the government when new policies were
made without due respect to human and religious values. For example, his
voice was heard loud when government proposed artificial means for birth
control as a solution for the problem of population growth.

It was Mar Gregorios’ mastermind to start low-cost housing projects in the
context of Kerala. His Grace firmly believed that a huge palatial house was a
sin tempting the common man to fall in liability. He could impart a sense of
awareness that small residence at low cost is the necessity of the time. He
maintained correspondence with scientific societies and academic associations
throughout the world and collected the latest research data on plant life,
agricultural techniques, fast-growing trees, mushrooms, anthurium flowers,
cacti, roses, spices and new breeds of cows. He used his international contacts

for this. The public appreciated his interventions for the integral development
of the ordinary people. Many times, he was honoured by different government
and non-government organizations for his contribution to the uplift of the human
society. He dedicated his whole life for the uplift of ordinary people.

Those who met Mar Gregorios at least once in their life experienced the
spiritual grace in his great personality. The sanyasa way of living transformed
Mar Gregorios from a religious leader to a man of God-experience. His presence
gave tranquillity of mind and peace to each one. Like St. Francis of Assisi,
Mar Gregorios spoke to God, man and nature with a simple heart. Not only his
words and deeds, but his very life transformed the society. He was a prophet of
peace and development in Kerala for four decades and its rays still shine in the
society.

Ecclesial vision

Mar Gregorios was one of the two prelates of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church, who participated in all sessions of this Ecumenical Council held at
Vatican from 1962 to 64. As the one, who deeply understood the significance
of Pope John XXIIIs call for aggiornamento, Mar Gregorios actively involved
in all theological discussions at the Council, in order to contribute to the pastoral
and missionary aspirations of the Indian Church. He had given elaborate notes
on significant theological topics when asked for the wishes and suggestions to
the Council by the Ante Preparatory Commissions. He was a member of the
Preparatory Commission for the document concerning the Oriental Churches.
Mar Gregorios celebrated Holy Qurbono according to Antiochene Liturgy
during the Council on 19 November 1963.

For Archbishop Mar Gregorios, the image of the Church is nothing but
that of a mother. She is constituted on Earth for the integral liberation of the
People of God. Therefore, she can neglect nothing as non-spiritual. In fact, it
was the renewed understanding of the nature and mission of the Church, which
emerged in the Second Vatican Council.

Mar Gregorios’ contributions to the Council discussions were very
substantial. Together with the prelates of the Syro-Malabar Church, he requested
to reinstate the ecclesial rights of the Oriental Churches. He advocated the
pluri-jurisdiction in the Church so that the Syro-Malabar and the Syro-
Malankara Churches can initiate missionary activities in the whole of India. It
took the time up to the birth centenary of Mar Gregorios for the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church to attain this ecclesial right of All-India Jurisdiction. The
Holy See on 25 March 2015 granted this right to our Church. The Syro-Malabar
Church still awaits this privilege. It was his wish that if the Individual Churches
are given more freedom, that they could celebrate the liturgy in accordance
with the cultural and religious heritages of their native land.

Editorial

During the session on Unity of the Church, Mar Gregorios presented in
the Council a comprehensive vision of the ecclesial communion by presenting
the Re-union Movement initiated by Mar Ivanios as a model of ecclesial
communion and it was well appreciated by the Synod Fathers.

His contributions to the field of ecumenism were very significant. In the
Council, speaking from his personal experience as one who was born in the
Orthodox Church, he said that the Oriental Churches could live their patrimony
only in full unity with the Apostolic See. This ecclesial unity will enrich each
Individual Church and will lead them to growth. Absence of this unity will
make the spiritual life weaker. That is why in a Joint Pastoral Letter of the
CBCI published on 29 June 1963, Mar Gregorios together with other bishops
stated that “the disunity among Christians is a scandal to the millions of non-
Christian brethren in India and so Christian unity is all the more needed in
India.” He marched beyond the words to ensure unity among Churches during
his life time. No one can forget the vital role Mar Gregorios played to wipe
away the dark cloud of misunderstanding in connection with the problem of
the Nilackal church and to create an atmosphere of mutual understanding and
friendship. The Ecumenical Centre at Nilackal remains as a great proof of his
practical wisdom, ecumenical approach and outstanding broadmindedness. He
set a noble example of ecumenism, founding the united Christian Movement
(U.C.M.) in Trivandrum which still moves forward with many meaningful
programs for the unity of the Christian Churches.

It was unfortunate that no Bishops from India could speak during the
discussions on the Oriental Churches in the Second Vatican Council. But Mar
Gregorios gave a written observation in which he demanded for the provision
of proper parishes and hierarchy for each Individual Church. He strongly
criticized Latinization and proselytism that prevailed during that time in the
missionary approach. He argued for the proper recognition of the ecclesial
identity of each individual Church in the Oriental tradition. In order to promote
missionary work all over the world, we should ensure the universal cooperation
of all Particular Churches. Therefore, he reminded the Council Fathers that
the missionary role of Particular Churches should not be ignored.

It was a proud moment for the Malankara Church when Mar Gregorios
conducted a press conference during the Council on 18 November 1962 dealing
with the social problems modern India faced. As an expert in economics and
social sciences, he could appeal to the international community to tackle the
then situations in India. In 1961, Pope John XXIII in his encyclical Mater et
Magistra strongly recommended the duty of rich nations towards poor and
underdeveloped nations. This encyclical was well appreciated by Nehru, the
Prime Minister of India and was quoted a number of times in the Indian
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Parliament. In line with the teaching of the Roman Pontiff, Mar Gregorios
advocated to reduce the disparity between the rich and the poor. He could
successfully draw the attention of the Universal Church to Indian situations.

One of the remarkable speeches by Mar Gregorios in the Council was on
the schema Church in the Modern World. He called for economic justice by
standing for the cause of poor. He said: “the Mother Church should have greatest
concern to the poor people.” Therefore, he asked the Council Fathers to think
about the disparity between the agricultural and industrial nations. He believed
that unless the farmers were helped and supported, poverty could not be
eliminated. His interventions during the discussion on Economic and Social
Life was worth mentioning. Like other Prelates from India, Mar Gregorios
expressed his pastoral solicitude for social justice. It is not a charity but a duty
to ensure the fundamental rights of ordinary people to lead a life worthy of the
children of God. The developed nations cannot justify their responsibility of
the sin of luxury when people from majority of nations are struggling for their
livelihood. Therefore, he said that the discussions on social justice cannot be
reduced to a mundane topic: it should attain moral and spiritual importance to
ensure the economic cooperation among world nations. Mar Gregorios
advocated the establishment of an ecclesial organ in the Holy See with
competent people including Laity to promote efficient international economic
cooperation and to vindicate justice for poor people.

The service of Mar Gregorios to the Universal Church was always timely.
He had attended all meetings of the Synod of Bishops held in Rome since the
Second Vatican Council and actively participated in all discussions. Since he
was well-versed in Latin, he could make solid theological interactions within
the Latin-speaking groups of Bishops and theological experts. He kept a
personal relationship with all Popes of his time. When Pope Paul VI visited
Mumbeai for the Eucharistic Congress held from 2 to 5 December 1964, Mar
Gregorios together with all other Indian Prelates accorded a warm welcome to
Holy Father to India. Mar Gregorios was at the helm of affairs of the Syro-
Malankara Church when she accorded a warm welcome to Pope St. John Paul
IT'in St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom, Trivandrum on 8 February 1986. The public
reception given to the Pope at Shangumukham, Trivandrum was a grand success
and it showcased the unparalleled leadership of Mar Gregorios in Kerala and
India. He took special interests to exhort our people to be faithful to the teachings
of the Universal Church. He had written pastoral letters to explain in simple
words the apostolic exhortations of the Roman Pontiffs. Thus he kept intact
the catholicity of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church in her vision and mission.

The pastoral vision of Mar Gregorios has inspired the discussions held in
the Council. He tried to share his ecclesial and social vision in all possible
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platforms. Many times, he personally took initiative to find practical ways and
means to execute such visions in the Indian context. His service to the Indian
Church is praiseworthy. In his capacity as the President of K.C.B.C and C.B.C.],
Mar Gregorios played a vital role to strengthen the Church in this subcontinent.
His Grace paid special attention to maintain cordial relationship with the non-
Catholic brethren imbibing the spirit and essence of the Second Vatican Council.
“Archbishop Thangalathil’s interventions in the Council reveal this great thrust
for renewal both within the Church and outside. His insights on ecumenism,
his concern for the safe upkeep of oriental patrimony and the calls for economic
justice for the poor nations of the world marked him as a great visionary both
for the Malankara Church and the Church Universal.”

Nineteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod
(16-20 February 2016)

REPORT - Part I

His Beatitude Baselios Cardinal Cleemis Catholicos convoked the
Nineteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church in the Blessed John Paul II Synod Hall of the Major Archiepiscopal
Curia in the Catholicate Centre from 16 to 20 February 2016.

Day one was marked for the meeting of the HES with the Major Superiors
of the Institutes of Consecrated Life of the SMCC. Day two was the “Reporting
Day” of the Secretaries of the Synodal Commissions. The formal session of
the Synod began at 9 am on 18 February 2016 with the concelebrated Holy
Qurbono in the morning. All who serve in the Major Archiepiscopal Curia
took part in the Holy Qurbono.

The HES started with a prayer. The members present at the Synod were:
Moran Mor Baselios Cardinal Cleemis Catholicos (President of the Synod),
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Most
Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios, Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, Most Rev. Abraham
Mar Julios, Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulos, Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas
OIC, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios OIC, Most Rev. Samuel Mar Irenios
and Most Rev. Philipos Mar Stephanos.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Eusebios, the Bishop of USA and Canada, could
not attend the Synod due to his visa problems in the US. He was granted leave
of absence.

Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, the Bishop Emeritus of Tiruvalla
is granted permanent leave of absence due to his old age health conditions.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios OIC, the Curia Bishop and the
Chancellor of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia, recorded the minutes.

HB invoked the inspiration of the Holy Spirt on all and prayed for the
protection of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the Mother of the Church over the Synod.
Then His Beatitude declared the HES open.

Submission of the Catholicos Day Offering

It was the time for the submission of the offering of the Catholicos Day
Offerings from the respective Eparchy/Exarchate. The offerings were expected
from the parishes and institutions. The following is the sum total of the offerings
by the respective Bishop of the Eparchy/Exarchate:

The HES discussed the feasibility of completing the discussion on the

topics of the agenda in the given time. It was also pointed out that, during the
forthcoming CBCI Plenary Assembly convoked in Bengaluru from 2 to 9 March
2016, there would be a day, Sunday 5 March, set apart for the gathering of the
Bishops of each Sui Iuris Church. All agreed that on that day shall be convoked
as Part II of the HES in-session. The topics prorogued for consideration were:

The agenda was approved.

Report of the Eighteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod

The report of the Eighteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod was read
out. It was pointed out that in the report on the Reunion Day celebrations, the
importance of Thirumoolapuram can be highlighted. Similarly, the Synod
Fathers opined to delete two three other references. Most Rev. Joshua Mar
Ignathios proposed the report to be passed and Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar
Chrysostom supported the proposal. The Report was passed.

THE DELIBERATIONS

After the completion of the initial procedures, deliberations on the agenda
began.

Evaluation of the Meeting with the Major Superiors

In general, the members of the HES opined that the meeting was good.
However, the absence of a few Major Superiors was a matter of concern. It
was also pointed out that the Rev. Sisters came prepared for the meeting.

The Major Superiors and the members of their Councils were invited to
the meeting this time. Evaluating the large number of participants, it was a
common opinion that henceforth, the Superiors General and the Provincial
Superiors and the Heads of Other Institutes of Consecrated Life ascribed to
the SMCC shall be invited. It should be made mandatory that all Superiors
General attend the meeting.

One of the concerns pointed out by the Major Superiors, namely, the
provision of food from convents to parish priests, came up for discussion. The
problems raised by them were evaluated. It was agreed that our presbyterium
shall be informed of it.

The HES appreciated the varied forms of charitable activities undertaken
by the religious communities. It was suggested that a quantumisation of the
charitable activities could be done, for proper records and testimony.

Evaluation of the Meeting with the Secretaries of the Synodal Commissions

The reporting shows that the functioning of the Synodal Commissions has
improved. The infrastructure provided has also helped them a lot. It was
observed that it is good to provide a format for reporting.
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Thereafter, the Chairman of the respective Commissions highlighted certain
programmes.

1. SC for Education : The commission plans to organize an international
Seminar on education.

2. SC for Faith Formation : The need to fix the age limit of the membership
in MCCL was brought to the attention of the HES. After a discussion it was
decided that the students upto and including Standard XII shall be members
of the MCCL. The Commission informed that the theme of the MBOC for
this year is the Sacrament of Marriage. The need to blend the MBOC and the
BBS conducted by Bethany Ashram was stressed, so that there is a unity and
continuity in faith formation of our children.

3. SC for Vocation : There came up a suggestion to observe a Vocation Week
in our Church to promote vocations to priesthood and religious life. It was
also suggested that the Chairman of the Commission shall issue a general
circular urging the same.

4. SC for the Youth : It plans to conduct training and career guidance
programmes for the youth and to organize “Fides 2016 as done last year.

S. SC for the Family : There were various suggestions in the light of the
Roman Synod on Family. For the motivation and spiritual formation of couples
married for 5 to 10 years, a course has to be arranged. Marriage Preparation
Course has to be arranged effectively with a common syllabus and a book
prepared for the same with a group of trained team of personnel in each
Eparchy. Personal guidance and counseling has to be given to couples. It is
good to have a Counseling Centre in each Eparchy.

6. SC for Health : The commission had suggested a Chaplaincy Course for
those doing services in our hospitals. Though it did not materialize, the same
would be arranged at Pushpagiri and Pirappancode. It was also suggested
that our spiritual services can be extended to District Hospitals irrespective
of religious differences.

7. SC for Priests : The SC proposes to focus on the on-going formation of our
priests. It also expressed its wish to monitor the life of our clergy aimed at its
spiritual renewal and motivation and as answer to the challenges of the modern
times. Eparchial gathering of priests once in a year is recommended while
the general gathering is to be arranged once in three years. Regional gathering
of priests with on-going formation programmes are also on plan. There was
also a suggestion that priests who are specially committed to long years of
charitable work could be recognized on the ecclesial level on the
recommendation of their respective Eparchial Bishop. Religious priests are

also to be included in the list of recommendations. Jubilarians can be honoured
at the ecclesial level.

The suggestion for intra-ecclesia (inter-eparchial) services / transfers was
also considered by the HES. The possibility of intra-ecclesial service is now
open. It can be reasonably fostered. However, regarding the intra-ecclesial
transfers, the existing Canon Law concerning ascription of priests cannot be
bypassed at the moment. It was also suggested that as the Common Pastoral
Course for the Deacons of our Church, a common course for all our priests
after five-years of pastoral life has to be arranged.

8. SC for the Religious : In this context, the problem of vocations to religious
life came in for the special consideration of the HES. Vocations has to be
fostered to Eparchial Clergy as well to Religious Life, The status-quo of the
matter has to be studied, although we are aware of the global problems as
well as the problems in our own country. Why there are no vocations from
those parishes where there is the presence of Religious? Why are those
parishes entrusted to the Religious alienated from the Eparchial centre?

The use of clerical habit is a matter of concern. This is to be dealt with at the
Eparchial level.

9. SC for the Liturgy : The Chairman highlighted the positive effect of the
introduction of the new liturgical books. It gives a unity to our liturgical life.

The participation of the members of the SC in its functioning was a matter of
concern of the Commission.

Similarly due importance is to be given to preparation of the lectionary.

10. SC for Ecumenism : All appreciated the booklet prepared and published
for use during the Unity Octave.

11.SC for Social Apostolate : Our Social Service Societies have to work
together to avail the opportunities for government aid, subsidies, scholarship,
etc. Itis good to have an office in Delhi as well as in Trivandrum to coordinate
such activities.

The Self-help groups have to be streamlined.

12. SC for the Laity : The Career Guidance Programme now organized at the
ecclesial level has to be organized at the Eparchial level. Thereafter, the
programme is to be coordinated at ecclesial level with from a list of
participants approved by the Eparchial Bishop.

The Pastoral care of the migrants also came in for the consideration of the
HES.
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The Holy Qurbono organized at the Tomb of Mar Ivanios by the Commission
in preparation for the Feast of Commemoration of the Servant of God was
discussed. July 13 shall be the day for it.

A Legal Cell is to be organized to obtain the service of our Laity in related
matters.

14. SC for Theology — The Chairman saw to the need of international opening
up of the commission in matters of theological pursuits. The Commission
has to be aligned with other Oriental Churches, especially the Maronites
who have 3 universities.

15. SC for Evangelisation — The chief activity of the Commission now is the
organization of the Suviseshasangham. The family visits organized by the
SS has to be completed. The motivation-role of the Bishops is elicited for
the same.

16. SC for Communication Media — The Chairman highlighted the need to
improve the functions of the commission. The website of our Church is to be
improved. The New Directory was ready for publication. However, the
erection of the Eparchies and the Exarchate in our Church has called for the
revision of the content of the Directory. It will be done at the earliest.

Common Celebrations: His Beatitude the Catholicos informed the HES that
for the 63" Feast of Commemoration of Mar Ivanios, Archbishop Timothy
Dolan from the USA will be present. The programmes of the Feast remain the
same.

September 20: Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, the Bishop of Puttur,
the host of the Sabhasanghamam and the 86™ Reunion Day Celebrations,
informed the HES that in consultation with His Beatitude the Catholicos the
date of the celebrations is fixed on 17 and 18 September 2016 according to the
convenience of the venue of the celebrations, Noojibalthila. There are no
holidays in Karnataka on any other days convenient to us. There will be a
Youth Rally on 17" Evening. After that a common program,
Kudumbasangamam (Family Gathering), of all our associations and
apostolates together is envisaged. There will be a common class at that
gathering. This will be followed by the Suviseshasandhya organized by the SS
and a Gospel-based entertainment programme. There is no special forum for
each association. On 18", after the solemn concelebrated Holy Qurbono, a
public meeting will be arranged.

The HES can be convoked from Sunday evening, 18" September onwards
at KIDS, the social service centre at Puttur, on Monday there shall be a public
reception at the Bishop’s House.
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His Beatitude the Catholicos said that we shall conduct successfully the
celebration in the context of the Eparchy of Puttur. The success of the celebration
is not to be measured in comparison with other Eparchies but in terms of the
boost it would give to the ecclesial and apostolic activities of the Eparchy.

Planning for the future celebrations, the Eparchy of Muvattupuzha was
suggested as the next host of the Sabhasanghamam in 2017.

Administration of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia

His Beatitude the Catholicos introduced the topic. Most Rev. Thomas Mar
Anthonios is now appointed as the Apostolic Exarch of the St Ephrem, Khadki-
Pune. He has expressed his difficulty in managing the two offices, the Curia
Bishop and Chancellor, which he now holds along with the new canonical
provision. Hence we have to think of relieving him and of new provision of
the offices.

After a brief discussion on the matter, all opined that the topic can be
discussed more at the proposed Part II session of the HES-in-session.

The HES was informed that the term of service of the SIC Sisters in the
Catholicate Centre is coming to a close. The DM Sisters are asked to lend their
service for the next five years. The Mother General is making the arrangements
for the same. They will take over the service from April 2016 from the Bethany
Sisters.

Similarly, the availability of the service of Regents was sought for the
coming year. His Beatitude agreed to provide one Regent from the Major
Archieparchy. Most Rev. Mar Chrysostom said that one Regent from the
Eparchy of Pathanamthitta could spend his regency at the Catholicate Centre
in the next academic year.

A Briefing on the Cause of Canonization Mar Ivanios - Final Stage

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios, the Postulator of the Cause of
Canonisation of Mar Ivanios narrated the progress of the work leading to the
final stage. It is expected that the Definitive Closing of the Archieparchial
Inquiry of the Cause can be held at the earliest.

Sharing from the Eparchies
It was time for sharing by the Bishops on their respective Eparchy or Exarchate.

a. Eparchy of Bathery

The consecration of the Cathedral is fixed for 8, 9 July 2016. An average
of ten to fifteen families has reunited with the SMCC in certain parishes. It is
a sign of internal growth. New missions have been started at Bandhadukka
and Perunthalmanna.
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The scope of our apostolate in Nilgiris is depleting as the area is now
declared protected for ecological reasons and the people are leaving the place.

Shreyas, the social service wing of the Eparchy needs reorientation and
restructuring in tune with the changing scenario in the field of social
development and funding.The Apostolate of education has been progressing
in the Eparchy.

There are financial burdens for the Eparchy because of loan taken from
the Bank.

b. Eparchy of Puttur

The Eparchy is progressing since its establishment six years ago. Four
new missions have been started. Of the four Districts of Karnataka that compose
the Eparchy four are still left untouched. More than the scope of Reunion there
is scope for Evangelisation. The Eparchial Centre remains the same although
efforts to put up a new one has been on the anvil. The efforts to purchase land
continue.

The minor seminary functions at the present Eparchial centre. There are
eight Major Seminarians. The apostolate of social service goes well. There is
a house managed for the differently abled. Similarly the Mar Ivanios B.Ed
College functions well.

We enjoy a good relationship with the Latin Church at Puttur and with the
people of the locality.

c. Eparchy of Pathanamthitta

A particular phenomenon of the Eparchy is the presence of so many,
approximately thousand, empty homes from where parents and children
migrated to other countries. The policy on the protection of nature promoted
by the government has affected life and inhabitation in the high ranges of the
Eparchy. Hence, the number of our faithful in parishes has diminished.

The politics of the place also affects the functioning of our ecclesiastical
organisations.

The Clergy Home for the elderly priests is under construction. It is hoped
that it would be completed in three months. Eighteen priests are to be received
in the Clergy Home. There is no new ordination this year. The clergy as a
whole is very cooperative.

The new college and the Madonna School are going well.

There are financial burdens for the Eparchy because of loan taken from
the Bank.
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d. Eparchy of Marthandom

The Eparchy in general is on the go, in a growth process. Six new missions
have been started recently — between Bhootapandy and Nagercoil. A mission
is also started in Madurai where the DM Sisters are also engaged in the
apostolate.

There is general growth and change in the people. They contribute
generously towards church construction. Nine churches are under construction.
The Curia has paid only Rs. 10 Lakhs each. However, there is an increasing
tendency among the Laity to grab the temporal administration of the parish.
Kuzhithura becomes a new centre in the Eparchy. There is a plan to begin a
new school at Kuzhithurai.

The Apostolate of Education is progressing. 80% of the staff of our Colleges
is our own Faithful. The Engineering College, because of its loan from the
bank, is a financial liability so far. The situation may improve. The college
maintain a good standard. There is a plan to start a Malankara College of
Commerce.

There is a need to construct a Clergy Home, a Pastoral Centre and the
Cathedral.

Some liturgical books have been completely translated into Tamil and
published. Other translations are getting ready. CDs of some liturgical hymns
are also published.

There are problems of membership in certain parishes. They are being
settled.

There is a great amount of cooperation of the Sisters in the pastoral work
of the Eparchy. Renewal course for the priests are being planned.

The financial situation is burdened with loans.

The Eparchy has a cordial relationship with the Diocese of Kuzhithurai.
The TNBC is very positive in its approach to the Eparchy. This year the annual
retreat of Trichy was preached by Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulose, the Bishop
of the Eparchy. These are opportunities to witness the oriental identity of the
Eparchy amidst Catholics who are otherwise skeptical of our Catholic identity.

There is a positive response to the “Mission Appeal” of the Eparchy.

The Eparchy has at present 55 Seminarians. More Particular Law is under
preparation.
e. Eparchy of St. John Chrysostom, Gurgaon
The new Eparchy is trying to put in place an administrative system as per
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the Canon Law. Two Syncelli have been appointed. The More Particular Law
is in codification. There are 22 parishes. A small plot of land is bought in
Delhi. At Junahat 5.5 acres of land has been purchased. There are 10 Minor
Seminarians this year. A new mission is started at Raipur. Orissa Mission
flourishes. There are great expenses for the missions. There is a plan to start
programmes like, “Adopt a Mission”, “Send a Child to School” and
“Accompany a Family to Mission”.

Bhopal Nursing School is progressing. The formation of Societies for
apostolic activities as per civil law is being worked out.

f. Eparchy of Muvattupuzha

It is ten years since the erection of the Eparchy. There are 53 priests in the
Eparchy. Subtracting those sent for studies and pastoral activities outside the
Eparchy 40 priests are active in the Apostolates of the Eparchy. There are 11
Major Seminarians and 11 Minor Seminarians. Sisters are very active and
cooperative in the apostolate of the Eparchy.

Anew parish with 30 families is started at Muringoor. So also a new mission
is inaugurated at Pattikkadu. Mission activities are flouring in Coimbatore.

The social apostolate is reviving. 25 houses have been constructed for the
homeless. Scholarship is disbursed to 30 professional course students.

MCA and MCYM are functioning rather well. There is an elite Laity. But
their leadership is still to emerge.

Apostolate of Education is going good. The School at Piravom has to be
renovated. At Attappadi, a bio-agriculture is to be promoted in 20 acres of
land.

g. Eparchy of Mavelikara

The Eparchy is getting stabilized. Two new missions have been started.
The apostolates are going well. With the inauguration of an unaided college,
the apostolate of education is also getting rooted. There are 40 seminarians
now; 20 Major Seminarians and 20 Minor Seminarians.

h. Exarchate of St. Ephrem, Khadki-Pune

After the inauguration of the Exarchate on 30 May 2015 every attempt is
made to respond to both administrative and infrastructural needs. There is lack
of personnel, especially priests to be appointed as parish priests. The Exarch
thanked the Eparchies that have lent the service of priests. The Bethany Fathers,
the Bethany Sisters and the DM Sisters are all cooperative in the apostolic
works of the Exarchate. Missioadgentes is the priority of the Exarchate.
However, our potentials are scanty.
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The Exarchate is blessed with a group of Laity who is always in the forefront
of leadership and who help the Exarchate with their spiritual and temporal
wealth.

The construction of churches in Padi, Aypakkam, Singasandra, etc. has to
be completed. There are financial strains. There is possibility of beginning a
mission in Goa.

The Curia has started functioning. A Protosyncellus (Rt. Rev. Msgr.
Varghese Mattamana), a Finance Officer (Very Rev. Fr. Varghese Kaithon) and
a Chancellor (Rev. Fr. George Mathew OIC) have been appointed. Fr. George
Mathew also the Rector of the Seminarians. Rev. Fr. Varghese Valikodath is
the coordinator of the apostolates and organizations. Though there is scarcity
of priests, this appointment gives a good start to all our apostolates and
organizations. The Suviseshasangham is active and is in the formation process.

i. Archieparchy of Tiruvalla

The Year of Mercy has been inaugurated in the Archieparchy. Renewal
programmes of the year are progressing.

The apostolate of Education is progressing. The unaided college at Kumily
helps us to reach out to the people of the high ranges. Similarly the Chengaroor
College is on the track of growth and development.

j- Major Archieparchy of Trivandrum

The shortage of priests is one of the problems faced by the Major
Archieparchy. Three new missions — Muthakkal, Aruvikkara and Kalathara —
have been started. The Suviseshasangham has a very positive influence. Rev.
Fr. Godjoy gives efficient leadership to the Suviseshasangham. The night vigils
started in the Cathedral is very effective for spiritual awakening. The Major
Archieparchy makes it a point that the Ordinations and First Holy Qurbono be
celebrated with simplicity.

Eparchial Tribunals and the Implementation of the New Law on Marriage
Nullity Cases

Rev. Fr. Varghese Manackalett, the President of the Ordinary Major
Archiepiscopal Tribunal was called into the HES to present the New Law on
Marriage Nullity Cases and to suggest ways to implement the law. He
highlighted the salient features of the new law and how the new law differs
from the old process. While the law on marriage and its application in judging
the validity/invalidity of marriage remains the same, the process has been
simplified but with strict rules for its application. The Bishop has to assume a
greater role and responsibility in the process.
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The HES asked Rev. Fr. Manackalett to prepare a handbook on the subject
together with Rev. Fr. George Thomas. It was advised to call a meeting of the
tribunal personnel of our Church to acquaint them with the new law and the
process.

Reunion of Fr. Sunil Benedict from Bengaluru

His Beatitude the Catholicos asked Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios,
the Exarch of St. Ephrem, to share with the HES on this topic. For the last six
months, Rev. Fr. Sunil Benedict, a Russian Orthodox Priest belonging to the
Diocese of Australia had expressed his desire to join the Catholic Church. His
request had been considered favorably under the guidance of His Beatitude
the Catholicos. He is also working with the Deutsche Bank and thus he supports
his family. He is convinced of the Catholic faith and has a genuine interest in
the liturgy of the Malankara Church and has the talents for the same.

The members of the HES expressed their opinion in favour of accepting
Rev. Fr. Sunil Benedict into our Church ascertaining his intentions and giving
him enough time for the spiritual preparation.

The Reduction of Fr.Thoppil from the Clerical State

Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, the Bishop of Muvattupuzha, explained
to the HES in detail the circumstances leading to the dismissal of Rev.
Fr.Thoppil.

Accounts of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia; Clearance of the Loan;
Budget for the Coming Year and its Pooling

Rev. Fr. Varghese Angadiyil, the Finance Officer of the Curia was invited
to present the financial statement of the Curia and he presented it. After giving
clarification to the members of the HES and evaluating the financial stand of
the Curia, the accounts were accepted and passed.

The HES pondered over paying back the loan of the Curia. His Beatitude
agreed to find out the means of clearing it.

The Budget for the coming financial year was presented. In the present
context, we cannot expect any other source of income; hence it was proposed
that the expenses have to be shared by each Eparchy and the Exarchate
proportionate to their financial status. It was accepted. The following is the list
of the proposed amount and the amount agreed upon:

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This amount is to be remitted to the account of the Major Archieparchial
Curia every year. All pointed out that the Catholicos Day Offerings have to be
collected earnestly and used for the apostolic activities of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia.

Evaluation of the Major Seminary Academic Year

Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, the Chairman of the Seminary
Commission, informed the HES that the authorities of the Urbanian University,
Rome conducted an inspection of the Faculty of Theology of St Mary’s
Malankara Seminary with regard to its affiliation. They got a positive impression
of the Faculty: the documents were up to date; the professors were well prepared
for the classes; the response of the students during interaction with the professors
was good; the library is well maintained; the ambience is good and tidy.

They suggested that the description of the courses should be with
bibliography and that smart class rooms are recommended. There is a need of
integration of liturgy and theology, especially Trinity oriented theologizing;
doctrine has to be integrated with praxis. Human formation is to be stressed
with sufficient feminine characters / participation in the Church.

Then the Members of the Staff of the Seminary were called in to the HES
for an interaction. His Beatitude the Catholicos addressed them. HB welcomed
them to the annual meet of the staff of the Seminary with the HES. HB
complimented them, on behalf of the Church, for their dedication to the
formation of the priests of our Church. The Seminary is the heart of the Church.
HB invited the members of the staff to share their ideas on the progress of the
Seminary, especially in the context of the inspection from the Urbanian
University Rome. HB again thanked the Rector and Staff of the Seminary,
who take care of the Seminary as centre of formation of souls. HB welcomed
them to an open sharing.

Rev. Fr. Manikulam, the Rector thanked HB and the HES for the warm
welcome and for the opportunity to meet the HES.

The annual report and accounts of the seminary were read out and evaluated.

The members of the Staff shared their thoughts with the HES and expressed
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their appreciation of the present status of the Seminary. The Spiritual Fathers
expressed their hope that the students could be more open to spiritual direction.

The Members of the Synod responded to the observations of the Staff and
expressed their compliments to the Staff and Students of the Seminary. It was
also pointed out that due importance can be given to the use of the clerical
habit, to develop skills for the pastoral care of the youth and for the study of
monasticism and its spirituality.

Thanks to the Sisters who Serve in the Curia

For the last five years the Sisters from the SIC were serving in the Curia
taking turns by substitution. At present Rev. Sr. Santhi SIC as Office Secretary,
Rev. Sr. Ivania SIC as Assistant to the Finance Officer and Rev. Sr. Savitha
SIC as Receptionist are in service. As they are completing their term, they
were called to the HES and felicitated for their dedicated service. As signs of
gratitude, His Beatitude the Catholicos, also presented souvenirs to them.

Analysis of the Political Situation

The HES also evaluated the political situation in Kerala in the light of the
forthcoming elections to the State Assembly. While we remain by the Catholic
Principles of the political involvement of the Church, it was pointed out that
worthy candidates can be supported, however, not involving in any sort of
party politics.

CONCLUSION

HB the Catholicos concluded the HES-in-session Part I pointing out that
we would assemble in Bengaluru on the sidelines of the Plenary Assembly of
the CBCL.LHB informed that the matters subsecreto and the other topics
prorogued would be dealt there.

His Beatitude touched upon the wonderful ways in which the Lord guides
our Church in fulfilling all her divine missions. HB said:”We are instruments
in the hands of the Lord in fulfilling this divine mission, especially through
our dedication to the Eparchies entrusted to our care. Your earnest efforts to
improve the pastoral and financial situations in the respective Eparchies/
Exarchate are praiseworthy.” HB thanked the Bishops for their candid sharing
on their respective Eparchies and expressed the firm hope that their financial
situations will improve in due course with the clearance of the loans. HB
continued: “Itis a fact that no other Bishops have to face the situations we face
in our Eparchies. But we, as a Church, always experience the greatness of the
mercy that our Lord showers on us as a little flock. And this is our hope and
strength. That means, we have the trust that we are in the safe custody of the

Lord and are protected by the unfailing intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
There may be stray disheartening incidents, but we are safe in the hands of the
Lord.”

HB reminded all bishops again to commemorate the Birth Centenary of
His Grace Benedict Mar Gregorios of venerable memory in all Eparchies and
the Exarchate, to cherish his holiness and legacy in our Church.

His Beatitude thanked the Curia Bishop and his collaborators of the Curia
for their commitment and for the upkeep of the Curia and for preparing well
for the conduct of the Synod-in-Session.

Invoking God’s blessing through the intercession of the Blessed Virgin
Mary, the Mother of God, on all and the Church, His Beatitude declared Part I
of the HES-in-Session closed.

His Beatitude Baselios Cardinal Cleemis Catholicos convoked the
Nineteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church at the Blessed John Paul II Synod Hall of the Major Archiepiscopal
Curia from 16 to 20 February 2016. While presenting the Agenda, having
seen the number of items on the agenda it was felt that the Synod-in-Session
cannot complete deliberations on all. It was also pointed out that, on the forth
coming CBCI Plenary Assembly convoked in Bengaluru from 2 to 9 March
2016, there would be a day, Sunday 5 March, set apart for the gathering of the
Bishops of each Suiluris Church. All agreed that that day shall be convoked as
Part II the HES-in-session.

The topics earmarked for consideration were:

1. Charter of Priestly Formation in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church

2. Psalms that can be used in the Canonical Hours of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church

3. Matters Sub-Secreto:

a. Canonical Provision for the Malankara Knanaya Faithful now under
the Archdiocese of Kottayam

b. Administration of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia — Canonical
Provision for the office of the Curia Bishop and Chancellor

The Holy Episcopal Synod was convoked at the St John’s Research Institute
Conference Hall of St John’s College of Medical Sciences. The Members of
the Synod gathered together at 9 am.

The HES started with a prayer. The members present at the Synod were:
Moran Mor Baselios Cardinal Cleemis Catholicos (President of the Synod),
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Eusebios, the Exarch of the USA, who had obtained
leave of absence from the Synod in its part one, due to his visa problems in the

Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, the Bishop Emeritus of Tiruvalla
is granted permanent leave of absence due to his old age health conditions.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios OIC, the Curia Bishop and the
Chancellor of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia, recorded the minutes.

His Beatitude Baselios Cardinal Cleemis, the Major Archbishop-
Catholicos, gave a brief introductory address to the HES. Explaining the context
of the Synod-in-session, His Beatitude said: “It was our decision at that time
that we get at the sidelines of the Plenary Assembly of the CBCI shall be made
use of to deliberate on the Charter of Priestly Formation in the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church. This gives us an opportunity to relate our concerns with the
pastoral concerns at the national level. Our active participation in the CBCI
always contributes to the Catholic ecclesial communion in our country and
helps us to widen our ecclesial horizons, especially in the present socio-political
scenario of our country. Let us keep praying for the success of the CBCI Plenary
Assembly-in-session. Let us keep praying for our country, especially for our
brethren who suffer injustice in the different parts of our country, for the fact
that they are Christians.” His Beatitude expressed the prayerful sentiments of
the members of the Synod to Most Rev Vincent Mar Paulose on the serious
health condition of his mother. His Beatitude also delved in brief on the agenda
to be treated in the HES. “In today’s deliberations of our Holy Synod, we
reflect mainly on the priestly formation in our Church. As you know, it is our
primary duty to form our future priests. Our deliberations in this regard decide
the future of our Church. The demand of the epoch is to provide priests with
an integrated personality of human and spiritual qualities. Though there are
lots of shortcoming in our life and ministries and that of our priests, the faithful
accept us and respect us. However, they are looking forward “to good shepherds
who lay down their life for the sheep” (Jn 10:11). Therefore, we should have
the divine discernment in selecting and forming new candidates to priesthood.”
HB expressed satisfaction at the progress of the CBCI Plenary Assembly in
session. His Beatitude also informed the Synod Members that the Apostolic
Nuncio would visit the HES while in session.
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Confiding the HES-in-session to the protection and intercession of the
Blessed Virgin Mary, His Beatitude declared the Synod open.

DELIBERATIONS
Charter of Priestly Formation

His Excellency Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios presented the elaborate
draft of the charter as studied and drafted by the Episcopal Committee formed
for the same. The draft was examined chapter by chapter. It was widely accepted
by the members while specific improvements were suggested. The Committee
was asked to finalise the draft.

Psalms that can be used in the Canonical Hours of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church

Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios who had volunteered to study and propose
psalms other than those frequently used in our Liturgy presented the schema.
The schema was accepted. The Chairman of the Synodal Commission for
Liturgy, Most Rev Thomas Mar Koorilos agreed to engage the members of the
Commission to present to the HES the S ’himoNamaskaram incorporating the
proposed Psalms.

The Visit of the Apostolic Nuncio

The Apostolic Nuncio, Archbishop Salvatore Pennachio, who was
participating in the CBCI Plenary Assembly visited the Holy Episcopal Synod-
in-Session with the two secretaries of the Nunciature. His Beatitude the
Catholicos welcomed His Grace. HB recalled the loving services and popular
pastoral service the Nuncio is rendering to the Catholic Church in India. Through
his loving and generous approach His Grace represents Pope Francis in India.
HB also recalled the generous love and solicitude His Grace shows for the
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needs of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. With deep sense of gratitude
HB recalled the active role played by the Nuncio in the erection of the Eparchy
of Gurgaon and the Exarchate of St EphremKhadki. This historic canonical
provision made by the Holy Father has practically granted all India jurisdictions
to the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. His Beatitude also thanked the Nuncio
for the support he has given for the Canonical Provision and elevation of the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Exarchate in the USA to the Eparchy of Queen of
Peace in the USA and Canada.

On his part, the Nuncio shared with the members of the Synod his
sentiments of joy at the growth of the SMCC. His Grace lauded the role His
Beatitude Baselios Cardinal Cleemis, the Major Archbishop-Catholicos plays
in the Indian and Universal spheres of the Catholic Church. His Grace also
appreciated the unity and communion among the members of the Holy
Episcopal Synod of the SMCC. His Grace urged all to work hand in hand with
the other Sister Churches of the Catholic Communion.

After spending half an hour with the Synod, the Nuncio left the hall.
Matters Subsecreto:

In the afternoon, at the third session of the day, the Holy Episcopal
Synod took up the Matters Subsecreto.

1. Canonical provision for the Malankara Syrian Catholic Knananites in the
Archieparchy of Kottayam

2. Administration of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia — Canonical Provision
for the office of the Curia Bishop and Chancellor

Next, the canonical provision for the office of the Curia Bishop and
Chancellor, so far held by Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios was considered,
as the incumbent appointed as Apostolic Exarch of the Exarchate of St Ephrem,
Khadkhi-Pune was overburdened with new responsibilities cannot carry forward
the responsibilities of the office of the Curia Bishop and Chancellor.

As per CCEO c 182 §1-2, all agreed that, the members of the Holy Synod
shall by secret ballot propose the names of the priests who can be considered
to be included in the terna to be sent to the Holy See for approval.

CONCLUSION

Concluding the Synod, His Beatitude said: “With this session, we conclude
the agenda of the Nineteenth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod. I thank you all
sincerely for your active participation. I thank Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios
and his team for preparing the draft of the Charter of Priestly Formation in the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church and for presenting it in the Synod. We could
discuss it elaborately and suggest amendments where they were necessary. Let
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us hope to complete the process as early as possible and apply it in our priestly
formation plan.” HB also mentioned about the special duty of metropolitans in
forming future priests in our Church. “As we are the members of the HES, it is
our duty to provide proper directives for priestly formation to enhance the
pastoral and missionary life of our Church. We are appointed episcopoi,
supervisors, of our Church to look after the pastoral needs of our people. We
have to discern the signs of the times and provide for the pastoral care of our
people”. HB thanked everyone for their active participation in the HES. HB
assured the members to follow up the matters entrusted to him.

THE OPENING MESSAGE OF HIS BEATITUDE, THE CATHOLICOS
AT THE TWENTIETH ORDINARY HOLY EPISCOPAL SYNOD
OF THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH

HELD ON 16 SEPTEMBER 2016
Venerable Brother Bishops,

God showers His blessings on the Church! We are now gathered for the
20" Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod, away from the Synod Hall of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia, the ordinary place of its convocation; we are gathered
at Puttur in the Eparchy of Puttur. It was so decided in order to celebrate the
Golden Jubilee of the evangelisation of this region which has now become an
Eparchy and to celebrate the 86" Reunion Day and Sabhasanghamam.

Wonderful are God’s ways! The Lord works through our families, our
parishes and communities! This we have experienced in our ecclesial life in
South Canara region of the Karnataka State. The Malankara Catholic presence
in the region began in the early 1950s when our faithful began to migrate to
this region. The migration to the region was spurred by the call of the
Government “to grow more food” in order to alleviate the poverty of the time.
In the year 1967, Most Rev. Zacharias Mar Athanasios of venerable memory,
the then Bishop of Tiruvalla, sent Rev. Fr Thomas Neriamparambil, the Priest-
in-Charge of the Malabar Malankara Mission, to explore the possibility of
South Canara (Dakshina Kannada) mission. In 1967 Rev. Fathers Eapen
Nechikatttil and Isaac Koottaplackal (later Most Rev. Isaac Mar Yoohanon,
Bishop of Tiruvalla) celebrated the first Holy Qurbono according to the
Malankara Liturgy and conducted the Holy Week service in the region.
Thereafter Rev. Fr Thomas Thannickakuzhy was appointed the first parish
priest. Rev. Fathers Philip Chakkalamury and Zacharias Kottayil came later to
join the pastoral force.

Together with you, I decided
to convoke the 20" Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod here, as a mark of honour
to the Eparchy of Puttur and as a symbol veneration shown to the founding
fathers of the mission and to encourage the People of God of the region in their
endeavours to build up the new Eparchy. The HES appreciates and congratulates
His Excellency Mar Divannasios for his untiring efforts to build up the Eparchy.

On this occasion, I also share the joy that we could submit the documents
of the Archieparchial Inquiry into the life and virtues of the Servant of God
Archbishop Mar Ivanios on 8 September 2016, on the day of the Feast of the
Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, to the Congregation for the Causes of
Saints in Rome.

Twentieth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod

REPORT

His Beatitude Baselios Cardinal Cleemis Catholicos convoked the
Twentieth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church at KIDS, the social service centre of the Eparchy of Puttur on 16
September 2016.

The members present at the Synod were: Moran Mor Baselios Cardinal
Cleemis Catholicos (President of the Synod), Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos
(Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev.
Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios, Most Rev. Joseph
Mar Thomas, Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulos,
Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas OIC, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios OIC,
Most Rev. Samuel Mar Irenios and Most Rev. Philipos Mar Stephanos.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Eusebios, Eparchial Bishop of St Mary Queen of
Peace (USA and Canada), could not attend the Synod due to his visa problems
in the US. He was granted leave of absence.

Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, the Bishop Emeritus of Tiruvalla
is granted permanent leave of absence due to his old age health conditions.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios OIC, the Curia Bishop and the
Chancellor of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia, recorded the minutes.

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Report of the Nineteenth Ordinary HES

The Nineteenth ordinary HES was conducted in two parts and hence the
reports were also prepared in two parts. The report of the first part (16-20
February 2016) was read out. Corrections were pointed out, especially that the
report needs editing before being published. Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas
proposed that the report be passed and Most Rev. Samuel Mar Irenios supported
the proposal. It was passed.

The report of Part II of the nineteenth ordinary HES held on 5 March 2016
on the side-lines of the CBCI Plenary Assembly convoked in Bengaluru from
2 to 9 March 2016,was presented. This report was proposed to be passed by
Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios and supported by Most Rev. Joseph Mar
Thomas and it was passed.

Matters Arising from the Report

The inclusion of Psalms in the S’himoNamaskaram (Daily Prayers) was
discussed. It was opined that they could be printed as an appendix to the S himo.
Opinions were also shared on which version of the Bible is to be used: RSV or
P’shita? Which English version is to be used? RSV New American Bible?
Jerusalem Bible?

THE DELIBERATIONS

After the completion of the initial procedures, deliberations on the agenda
began.

Cause of Canonisation of Mar Ivanios

His Beatitude the Catholicos shared with the HES the procedure of
submitting the documents on the Canonisation of Mar Ivanios to the
Congregation for the Causes of Saints. His Beatitude the Catholicos together
with Most Rev Thomas Mar Anthonios, the carrier of the documents, met the
Prefect of the Congregation, Cardinal Amato, on 6 September 2017 and handed
over to him the letters - the Instrument of the Closing of the Cause. The
documents airlifted to Rome, on completion of the formalities of customs
clearance, was submitted on 8 September 2017, the feast of the Nativity of the
Blessed Virgin Mary. Thus the Roman phase of the cause begins.

The next step is to appoint a Postulator in Rome with the approval of the
Congregation. The Congregation itself will appoint the Relator of the Cause.

At home, we have to intensify the prayer for the Cause of Canonisation.
His Beatitude the Catholicos proposed that he will issue a pastoral letter in this
regard.

Consecration of the Cathedral of the Eparchy of Bathery
Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, the Metropolitan of Bathery, invited
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everyone for the consecration of the Cathedral built for the Eparchy, which
would take place on 19 and 20 September 2016, immediately after the Reunion
Day Celebrations and the Sabhasanghamam at Puttur. He also explained the
arrangements of the travel of all Bishops to Bathery from Puttur.

The Visit of Rev. Fr Ralph Martin

Rev. Fr Ralph Martin, the founder of the charismatic movement, was on a
visit to India. He would be in Tiruvalla on 14 January 2017. Hence it is an
occasion for the Bishops, Clergy, Religious and the Faithful to meet him and
to hear him, we would arrange a meeting with him.

The Visit of His Eminence Cardinal Sandri

His Eminence Leonardo Cardinal Sandri, the Prefect of the Congregation
for the Oriental Churches, would be visiting India as the guest of the Syro-
Malabar Churchon the occasion of the Golden Jubilee of the MST Congregation.
Thereafter, His Eminence intends to visit us on 10 and 11 January 2017. It was
planned that Cardinal could be received at Tiruvalla, Pathanamthitta,
Mavelikkara and Trivandrum. From there His Eminence would be proceeding
to Delhi and visiting the Eparchies of Faridabad and Gurgaon.

Good Friday Offerings and Financial Report

The call of the Holy See to allocate the Good Friday Offerings for the
maintenance of the Holy Land was brought to the attention of the HES. All
agreed that the practice will be followed up.

It was also pointed out that the financial report of our Eparchies shall be
sent to the Congregation for the Oriental Churches.

Reunited Priests

Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios reported that two priests from the Malabar
Independent Syrian Church (Thozhiyur Church) reunited with our Church in
the Eparchy of Muvattupuzha. Similarly in Bengaluru in the Exarchate of St
Ephrem, a Russian Orthodox priest reunited with our Church.

Synodal Commissions

The Chairmen of Synodal Commissions of Bible Apostolate, Vocation
and Family Apostolate conveyed to the HES that the Secretaries of the respective
commissions would like to resign as they are incapacitated to carry out their
responsibilities either because they are transferred from their places to new
offices or because they are not able to function properly. It was pointed out
that before accepting their request, the matter shall be ascertained with them.
Medical Seat in Pushpagiri

Some Bishops raised their concern of granting admission in the Pushpagiri
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Medical College under the management of the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla as
students from their Eparchies were not getting admission. Most Rev. Thomas
Mar Koorilos, the Archbishop of Tiruvalla, explained to them the government
regulations in this matter. In this context, it was opined that only those students
who faithfully completed Sunday school shall be admitted in the management
quota. It should be made mandatory. The Synod Fathers also suggested that
the possibility of increasing the number of seats in the management quota
could be discussed with the government.

Hosting of Reunion Day Celebration and Sabhasanghamam in the coming
years

It was agreed that the Sabhasanghamam of the coming years could be
hosted by the Eparchies in the following order:

2017 — Major Archieparchy of Trivandrum

2018 — Eparchy of Muvattupuzha

2019 — Eparchy of Gurgaon/Delhi

2020 — Eparchy of Mavelikkara

2021 — Exarchate of St Ephrem Khadki

2022 — Eparchy of Marthandam on the occasion of the Silver Jubilee of the
Eparchy

Priestly Allowance

The need of increasing the allowance given to our priests of the Eparchies
was discussed. It was agreed that the Eparchies in Kerala shall give an allowance
of Rs 10,000 to the priests. This is not inclusive of the Holy Qurbono Stipend.
In other places it is to be fixed according to the local situation. This is to be
effective from January 2017.

Sharing from the Eparchies

Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas and Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios
shared with the HES the developments in their respective Eparchy and
Exarchate and the Mission work that they undertake. In this context, it was
pointed out the cooperation of the Bethany Fathers in this domain has to
improve. Their participation in the work of evangelization is essential. However,
at present, there is a lot of indifference and non-cooperation this matter.

It was suggested that Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, Most Rev. Abraham
Mar Julios and Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios, as a team, on behalf of the
Hierarchy or the HES, initiate a dialogue with the OIC with regard to their
relationship with the Church.
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Matters Subsecreto

His Beatitude informed the HES that inquiry usually done to ascertain the
suitability of the proposed Episcopal candidates has to be done.

Since the Holy See has instituted a commission to study the case of
Kananites, the matters discussed in our HES with regard to a canonical provision
of the Malankara Kananites shall be kept in abeyance.

Evaluation of the HES

Some of the members of the HES pointed out that it is 12 years since the
constitution of our HES and that it is good to have an evaluation of the same.
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios and Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulos were
asked to prepare the input session for such an evaluation and present it at the
next HES.

Blessing of the churches at Ayappakkam and Padi in Chennai

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Anthonios, the Exarch of St Ephrem, informed
the progress of the construction of the Churches at Ayappakkam and Padi in
Chennai. He invited all the Bishops to the blessings and informed all that HB
the Catholicos has agreed to bless the Ayappakkam Church on 15 January
2017 and that at Padi on 11 and 12 February 2017.

Next HES

The next HES, as usual, shall be in the second week of the Great Lent, that
is, from Monday 6 to Friday 10 March 2017.

Conclusion

His Beatitude the Catholicos gave the concluding message. HB highlighted
the relevance of convoking the HES in the Eparchy of Puttur. “We have come
to the conclusion of the Twentieth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of our
Church. As I pointed out at the beginning, there is a historical significance of
convoking this HES in the Eparchy of Puttur. It is a sign of our solidarity with
the Bishop, Priests, Religious and Faithful of this Eparchy. We are sure that
our presence as a Synod will enhance the ecclesial life here, especially the
pastoral activities and missionary endeavors. The Eparchy of Puttur, with all
its limitations as a recently created Eparchy, is hosting the 86™ Anniversary of
the Reunion Movement and the Sabhasanghamam. This is also made possible
through the cooperation of all the bishops of our Church, especially through
their prayer and financial support.”

HB also lauded the dedication of Most Rev. Mar Divannasios for his
commitment in the Eparchy and thanked everyone for making all arrangement
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for the smooth conduct of the HES. “On behalf of the HES, I appreciate the
dedication of Most Rev. Mar Divannasios for his commitment for the growth
and development of the Eparchy and for all the preparation for the celebration
of these events and for hosting the HES. I remember with gratitude all who
labored for the smooth conduct of the HES. I thank specially Fr John
Kunnatheth, the Director of KIDS, for the arrangements.”

Then HB declared the HES closed.Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios was
asked to make the concluding prayers. HB the Catholicos imparted the apostolic
blessing.

Catholicos Day — 2016

Your Grace, Your Excellencies, Rt. Rev. Corepiscopoi, Rembans, Reverend
Fathers, Deacons, Religious and dear Faithful in the Lord,

Our Church celebrates on Sunday 7 February 2016, the eleventh Catholicos
Day, after its elevation as a Major Archiepiscopal Church. It is during a very
significant period of time in the ecclesial life of the Church that we celebrate
the Catholicos day.

His Holiness, Pope Francis, has declared this Year as an Extraordinary
Jubilee Year of Mercy. This Jubilee Year invites us to “Be merciful, even as
your Father is merciful” (Lk 6:36). The prodigal son who was brought back
home by his life experience, the Good Samaritan who brought the sick man to
the inn in spite of his busy schedule of life ignoring the hidden dangers, the
Good Shepherd who goes searching after the one lost sheep and so on show us
the love of the God of Mercy. In the liturgical legacy of the Malankara Catholic
Church Divine Mercy is indescribable. And today what the world misses is
this mercy. Holy Father Pope Francis invites us to be the source of compassion
in the world where the spring of mercy dries up.

By the celebration of the Catholicos Day we aim at commemorating the
historical event by which our Church was elevated to the status of a Major
Archiepiscopal Church and its head was appointed as the Major Archbishop-
Catholicos and we thank God almighty for the same. It is to be stated here
particularly that two important events took place during this period. They are
the empowerment to proclaim the Gospel all over India and the erection of a
new Eparchy for the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church outside India. Erecting
the Eparchy of St John Chrysostom Gurgaon-Delhi and the Exarchate of St
Ephrem Khadki-Pune the Universal Church invites the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church to realize what the Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios
had dreamt of and had sowed the seeds to evangelize the whole of India and to
blossom the goodness and purity of the Antiochean tradition in the soil of
India. For us, that is a divine mission and a challenge.
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As the canonical activities of the Cause of Canonization of the Servant of
God Mar Ivanios reach its final stage, we are witnessing great divine
interventions by which what is dreamt by His Grace is being realized before
our eyes. Here, I recall specially that through the intercession of the Servant of
God, we could succeed to extend our service to the places where we could not
reach out before. The main problem we face in all these places is the scarcity
of missionaries. In this, we are in need of the prayers of all the faithful of our
Church. Our strenuous efforts and good will are needed in order to reach out
with manpower and finances to those who are in need of our ecclesial ministry.

I hope you have already come to know that the Holy Father Pope Francis
elevated the first Exarchate of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church Outside
India with its centre in New York, USA to an Eparchy on 4 January 2016. His
Excellency Thomas Mar Eusebius, the Exarch, has been appointed the first
Bishop of the “Eparchy of Queen of Peace”, erected for the faithful of the
Syro-Malankara Catholic in North America and Canada. Mar Ivanios Centre
at ElImont in New York will be the Eparchial Centre and the parish church will
be the Cathedral. With this, there are ten Eparchies and one Exarchate for the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.

Archbishop Benedict Mar Gregorios of happy memory inaugurated this
ecclesial community in 1960. This community attained a canonical status 14
years ago when, His Holiness John Paul II appointed me the Apostolic Visitator.
I, now, acknowledge with gratitude the ministry of His Excellency Joseph Mar
Thomas who succeeded me to the office of the Apostolic Visitator. I specially
remember with gratitude all the Reverend Fathers, Sisters and Lay Faithful
who served and are serving now in this region. The inauguration of the New
Eparchy and the installation of the new Bishop will be held in the Cathedral
Church at Elmont, New York on 23 January 2016. It is nothing but the
Providence of God that the Exarchate has been raised to the status of an Eparchy
in the year of the birth centenary of Archbishop Benedict Mar Gregorios of
happy memory. We celebrated the centenary with various charitable activities.
Thanks to God Almighty, who is with us in everything!

The Catholicos Day is an occasion to support the apostolic and
administrative activities of the Church coordinated through the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia of our Church. The offerings and “cover collection” of
that day shall be set apart for this intention. The faithful shall be informed in
advance on the previous Sunday to contribute generously to this purpose.
Besides the parishes, all our institutions, Religious Congregations and their
Provinces shall participate generously in this venture.
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The Bishops shall bring the offerings and donations from their eparchies
to the next Holy Episcopal Synod that begins on 15 February. It would be
convenient that the Superiors General and Provincial Superiors bring their
offerings and donations on the occasion of the meeting of the Major Superiors
on 16 February. I exhort all, that there shall be openness and good will in this
regard.

On the Catholicos Day, after the Holy Qurbono the Catholicate flag shall
be hoisted in all our churches, institutions and mission centres and the pledge
of the Catholicos Day shall be made. On this day, I appreciate and remember
with gratitude all the Bishops, Priests Religious and the Faithful who engage
themselves in the services of our Church in all parts of the world and I pray for
them.

May God protect us under the wings of his mercy!

It is divided to conduct
intercessional prayer from 9am to Spm on all days of the year at the Tomb of
the venerable Father in St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom. The Malankara Syrain
Catholic Suvisesha Sangham will take up the responsibility of the conduct of
the prayer and they will execute it.

25 February 1998 - His Grace Cyril Mar Baselios, the Metrolpolitan Archbishop of
Trivandrum appointed Rev. Dr Antony Valiyavilayil OIC as the Postulator of the
Canonisation Process.

15 July 2005 - The Postulator submitted the application for the official beginning of the
Canonization Process to His Beatitude Cyril Mar Baselios.

18 January 2007 - His Beatitude Cyril Mar Baselios was called to Eternal Rest.

5 March 2007- His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos assumed as the
Head and Father of the Major Archieparchy of Trivandrum and the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church. Then, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos asked the Postulator to continue
the Canonization Process and presented the matter in the Episcopal Synod.

14 July 2007- As the first stage of Canonisation Process, with the consent of Episcopal
Synod, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos declared Archbishop Mar Ivanios as the
Servant of God.

11 November 2009 — Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos submitted an application,
in order to get No-objection (Nihil Obstat) for the follow-up programmes of the Canonization
Process, to the Congregation for the Cause of Canonisation of Saints in Rome, and it
was received.

15 December 2009 — the Historical Commission for the Cause of Canonisation was formed
by Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos and appointed Rev. Fr James Puthuparambil
OIC as the President, Rev. Dr Cherian Varicatt, Rev. Fr Prabheesh George. Then, Rev.
Fr Joseph Poovathumtharayil was appointed in the place of Rev. Fr Prabheesh George.

14 April 2011 - Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos submitted an application for
Major Archieparchy of Trivandrum, as a Petitioner of Canonization Process, to the Holy

18 August 2011 — The Holy See in Rome accepted the Major Archieparchy of Trivandrum
as the petitioner of Canonisation process.

23 June 2014 - the tomb of Mar Ivanios opened and examined Canonically and recognized
officially under the leadership of Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos

25 August 2016 — The definitive closing ceremony of the Canonisation Process in the
Major Archieparchial level will be held under the leadership of Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis

THE MESSAGE OF THE CHAIRMAN
OF THE SYNODAL COMMISSION
FOR FAITH FORMATION

Reverend Fathers, Religious, Brothers and Sisters and dear Children,

Our children are the hope of tomorrow’s Church and Nation. It is the
mission of the Church to organize, unite and own in Christ the children who
tend to grow up in the vigour of childhood. The formation of the MCCL was a
historical decision keeping this objective in mind. The MCCL came into being
on 20 September 2012. As the MCYM members grow into the MCA and involve
in ecclesial activities, there should be a phase of growth from MCCL into the
MCYM. It is our dream and desire that children should grow up like Infant
Jesus who grew in wisdom, age and in the favour of God and men. But, we
have to be aware that a new generation grows up today thinking that neither
the favour of God nor of man is required. This generation lacks the ability to
discern good and from evil. It is a reflection of the culture of the present time.
MCCL aims at providing this discernment to children in their lives.

Every year the Church celebrates the second Sunday of February as the
MCCL Day. I wish the MCCL children all the blessings of the day when we
celebrate the MCCL Day of this year on 14 February 2016. It will be appropriate
to conduct discussions and organize activities and prayer gatherings sharing
the importance of this day.

Even though the MCCL progresses at the Church level, frequently questions
such as, “What is MCCL?” What differentiates MCCL from Sunday School?
are asked. When we share the intellectual knowledge of faith through catechesis,
we practice how to live the faith through the MCCL. The Church through this
perfects the faith earned as knowledge and plants a garden for the new
generation to bloom the faith into praxis. For example, in this Year of Mercy,
when the children learn through catechesis to become the face of mercy, the
MCCL provides a stage where they think together and involve in activities to
practice this in their lives. The children who are walking towards Jesus through
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the Church will become the strength of the Church tomorrow.

Together with this the following are the domains of activities of the MCCL-
Formation Programmes required for their integral personal growth and good,
Programmes for the moral and internal formation of children, Training for
gospel-oriented and ecclesial Christian life, Activities in the spirit of the social
teachings of the Church, Nurturing the artistic and cultural talents hidden in
the children, Training for discerning the unlimited possibilities and dangers in
the revolutionary changing sphere of media-communication, etc

Suggestions:

1. It is essential that Vicars, Animators and District Directors take special
interest in order to animate the MCCL at the Unit Level.

2. Until it gains ground as an organisation, the MCCL has to be strengthened
at the Unit Level by the Headmaster/Headmistress and other teachers of
the Sunday School. We should not differentiate between MCCL and Sunday
School.

3. Conscientization has to be done regarding the relevance of the MCCL by
celebrating the MCCL Day in the Parish, District and Eparchial level.

4. Instead of a single Programme a year, the Directors at the District or
Eparchial level have to provide an Action Plan consisting of various
activities for the whole year.

5. You are reminded to form an Action Programme, after discussing the 14
spiritual and corporal works of mercy, in this Year of Mercy proclaimed
by the Holy Father.

Today, the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church celebrates the Sunday School
Day. Prayers and greetings to all. Let us recall with gratitude all who have
helped us to grow in faith. My heartfelt congratulations to the priests, religious,
catechism teachers, parents, and parishioners, who are serving with commitment
in the field of faith formation. The wisdom-filled society is created only when
the generations are formed in the spirit of the words of Psalms: ‘the fear of the
Lord is the beginning of wisdom’. The Church has a glorious tradition of the
people who sacrificed their lives in order to live, protect and handover the
faith. Today, as we celebrate the Sunday school Day, we have to think that
what we are doing for lighting up and handing over this faith tradition, which
we received, to the next generation.

Laity Day

The circular issued by
Bishop Most Rev. Dr. Joshua Mar Ignathios,
Chairman, Synodal Commission for the Laity,
Malankara Syrian Catholic Church,
in connection with the Laity Day 2016.

Reverend Fathers, Religious and dear Faithful in our Lord,

The Malankara Syrian Catholic Church celebrates the Laity Day this year
on 1* May, the Feast Day of St. Joseph, the Heavenly Patron of the workers.
My prayerful Greetings in abundance to all Laity brothers on the occasion of
the International Worker’s Day and the Laity Day.

To be in the world, holding the hands of the Messiah, impart there the
light of Gospel witness that is the special Mission of the Laity. Through the
Documents of the Constitution on the Holy Church chapters 2 & 4 the Mission
of the Laity, Church in the Modern World, Ecumenism, Liturgy, Missionary
work, the Mother Church teaches us about the Mission and call of the Laity.

Remaining as the active and live member of the Religious Body of the
Messiah, to shed the light of the Messiah in the different cultures of the world
and the diverse scenes of actions is the most important of the Missions of the
Laity (Mission of the Laity 7). The council teaches that the Laity should become
capable of executing this Mission by being enriched by the active participation
in the Liturgy (Mission of the Laity 4) and joining with one’s own Parish and
the Eparchy (Mission of the Laity 10). The Laity should be able to bear witness
to the Messiah (Holy Church 33) in the areas where the Priests cannot reach
and also to co-operate with all the Missionary work of the Parish ((Mission of
the Laity 10).

The Church insists that the Laity should perform the various services not
in isolation or keeping aloof and distanced from the life of the Church. At the
same time, the brothers of the Laity have the duty and the right to express
mature and effective opinion about the Church. But such opinions should be
executed when the congenial situation arises only through the means prescribed
by the Church (Church 37). The Laity should accept enthusiastically like all
other faithful in Christian obedience what all are prescribed by the Apostles
(bishops) as the representatives of the Messiah, advisers and administers of

the Church (Church 37). Without residing internally in the lap of the Church
those who remain externally (Holy Church 14), and those who are involved in
the movements not recognized by the legal authorities of the Church, remain
far away from their missions and services. The service of the Laity made
imaginative in the perspective of the Teachings of the Council should be
available today in the various domains of the Church and the society.

Though everyone has the mission and responsibility to recognize the
individual greatness and dignity of each human being, the Laity faithful has a
special responsibility in this regard. For eg: parents, teachers, health workers,
People responsible for economic and political powers. The church today
performs its unique mission of including all human beings with love and
generosity especially the weak and the sick people mainly through the laity
brothers. In the present times when the culture of death is eager to conquer the
world, the missions of a culture of Life with constant vigilance is inevitable.
The Church stands for life against the selfishness and evil natured faith which
casts a shadow on the world. Each Laity-faithful is the protector and guard of
life. It is the responsibility of the Laity-faithful to make the imaginative attitude
of the Church towards Life concrete and fruitful.

The social responsibility of the Laity-faithful begins mainly in marriage
and family. This duty can be suitably fulfilled only if there is a conviction
about the inevitable and unparalleled values the family has in the development
of the society and the Church itself. Family is the basic, fundamental cell of
society. This is the cradle of life and love. The place where an individual takes
birth, grows up, is protected, and cared for. It is the missionary duty of the
Laity-faithful to impart to family, an awareness in society about its basic role
and the uniqueness of family as a Primary Social Centre. Thus family is the
active and responsible forum for the suitable participation and growth in social
life (Laity — Faithful 40). The Mother Church desires that the Laity should be
the stewards interested in the essential values of family. The Church is fully
aware that the path to Future passes through family (Family a Gathering 188).

The entire Church is called directly to the service based on the love of
others. The special sign of Church ever is innocent love. Activities of love of
others are the Church’s own right and responsibility which can never be under
the possession of anyone else. It is due to this reason that the Church values
greatly the compassion for the helpless and sick and the works of charity
(Mission of Laity 8). The Mother Church invites with hope her children to
perform the special responsibility of the Laity-faithful of filling Christian spirit
in the materialistic set up. Through the love for the neighbour, the Laity-faithful
live and reveal the participation in the Kingship of Christ (cf. Mark 10:45).

In the Holy Church everyone is called to proclaim the salvific Gospel.
Each individual, according to the diversity of his/her call, situations and services,
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is called to work for the coming of the Kingdom of God. All are the living
members of the one body of the Lord built in the power of the Holy Spirit. In
the gathering of the Church, the life situations are linked mutually as through
one is for another. The Christian family as the domestic Church is the natural
and basic school for the formation of Faith. The more the awareness of the
Christian couples and parents that the domestic Church participates in the life
and mission of the Universal Church, the more will be the growth of their
children in the awareness of the Church. They will thus enthusiastically dedicate
themselves for the service of the Kingdom of God. The Laity Day enables the
Laity brothers to assess and evaluate their call and mission in the Holy Church.

We observe the Laity Day this year against the background of the
observation of the year of Mercy. Lord Jesus, face of the Divine Father’s mercy
lovingly invites us to make our lives divine and meaningful through the acts of
mercy. Let us mould our lives with mercy. Let the blessed presence and
intercession of St. Joseph, the heavenly patron and the guarding Father of all
the Laity movements and the loving Father of the Holy Family of Nazareth,
brighten our activities. Let us live as the proud children of the Malankara Syrian
Catholic Church, the carrier of Gospel.

The Laity Day is the common celebration of the Laity in the Malankara
Syrian Catholic Church. MCA, Mathru Sangham, Pitru Sangham, Vincent de
Paul, Legion of Mary and all such Laity Associations may celebrate the day
together. On this occasion I remember with gratitude and hold in great esteem
the involvement and co-operation of all the Laity Movements for the growth
of the Church and the development of the society. We utilize the offerings
during the Holy Mass on the Laity Day for the Laity service in our Church.

I exhort to all to be blessed by giving your offerings generously on the day.
As per the special canons of our Church section 601, the Reverend Parish
Priests should collect the above offerings and send it to the Eparchial and
Exarchial Procurators and they in turn remit the collected amount to the office
of the Laity Commission at the Catholicate Centre. Let St. Joseph the Heavenly
Patron of the Laity Movements be our support and mediator.

Let the resurrected Jesus bless us!

MESSAGE ON THE YOUTH DAY - 2016

Message of
Most Rev. Vincent Mar Paulos, the Chairman
of the Synodal Commission for Youth

“Truly I say to you, as you did it to one of the least of these my brothers,
you did it to me” (Mt 25:40).

Rev. Fathers, Deacons, Religious and dear Young friends in Jesus Christ

We are celebrating the Feast of St. Francis Assisi and MCYM day on ond
October 2016. On this special occasion of grace and mercy, I greet you all my
dear young friends, and in a very special way all the priests, sisters and lay
people who are involved in the youth ministry. The spark of mercy passed on
to the young people from seven continents gathered in Poland for the World
Youth Day is slowly reaching every corner of the world. The Year of Mercy
began on the Feast of the Immaculate Conception, December 8, 2015 will
conclude on the Feast of Christ the King, November 20, 2016. Only a few
days are left before us. Therefore, it is relevant and meaningful to meditate on
the theme of mercy so that the youth may become the messengers of Mercy to
the entire Church and the world.

Mercy: the Salient Feature of a Follower of Christ

This Jubilee Year of Lord’s favour calls us to live in the light of our Lord’s
word: Be merciful just as your Father is merciful (Lk 6:36). For Luke the
salient feature of a follower of Christ is mercy whereas for Mathew it is
perfection. “Be perfect, therefore as your heavenly Father is perfect” (Mt 5:48).
We find this statement, in the Sermon on the Mount, after the description of
things like reconciliation with one’s brother, prohibition of adultery, warning
against divorce, cautioning against oaths, non-resistance to the evil doer and
winning evil by good and love for enemies. Then only we have the exhortation
to become perfect like the Father. That means, the one who practices love
becomes perfect.
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The merciful God who is infinite love in Himself communicates himself
to us in his Grace and Mercy. The follower of Christ experiences God’s love as
grace and mercy. They are called to grow in this grace and mercy and it is the
perfection of Christian life. Christian perfection is explained in the following
verse: “He makes his sun rise on the evil and on the good, and sends rain on
the righteous and on the unrighteous” (Mt 5:45). In order to become perfect
like the Heavenly Father there are only two ways: loving God with whole
heart and loving the neighbour with a merciful heart. One who integrates these
two ingredients of perfection in daily life will experience God’s mercy. At the
same time we have to remember that mercy is not accepting all the wrong
ways of the people but bringing them to the right path by confronting them
with due respect to the person.

St. Teresa of Kolkata is the one of those saints who followed Jesus and
presented the world the true face of Christianity. Through her compassion and
loving care towards the poor and needy, she lived the commandment of love
and showed the world what Christianity is. Jesus had given his disciples only
one commandment, the commandment of love. “A new commandment I give
you: Love one another as I have loved you. By this all men will know that you
are my disciples” (Jn 13: 34-35). To create a compassionate human society,
the wounds of the world must be healed with the medicine of Mercy and
forgiveness. The present younger generation is sick in many ways. Itis wounded
by the Media which is no more educative and competes for profit and popularity.
Traditional family prayers and noble practices like eating together are
disappearing. Broken families take the youngsters to peer group pressure and
blind imitation. In the same way, the wounds in the society created by crimes
against nature and humanity can be healed only by showing mercy towards
nature and fellow beings.

“Jesus Christ is the face of the Father’s Mercy.... Jesus of Nazareth,
by his words, his actions, and his entire person reveals the mercy of God”.
Indeed, he himself is mercy. “Everything in him speaks of mercy. Nothing in
him is devoid of compassion” (Pope Francis, Misericordiae Vultus (The Face
of Mercy), 8). “God’s mercy can make even the driest land become a garden,
can restore life to dry bones (cf. Ez 37:1-14).... Let us be renewed by God’s
mercy, let us be loved by Jesus, let us enable the power of his love to transform
our lives too; and let us become agents of this mercy, channels through which
God can water the earth, protect all creation and make justice and peace flourish
(Easter Urbi et Orbi message on March 31, 2013). The Church continues her
mission of Jesus through her selfless service to the people. The vibrant youth
can effectively make this society human and merciful. Let us make it our duty.
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Practice the works of Mercy

Misery and Mercy are the two challenging words to us today. Misery represents
the face of evil. Fundamentalism, terrorism, broken families, corruption and
other human tragedies are the manifestations of the face of evil. The only source
of hope for mankind is the Lord God who is “the Father of mercies and the
God of all consolation” (2Cor1:3). The man who lives in such a misery easily
understands God as God of mercy. Therefore the Church understands her
mission as living and proclaiming God’s mercy. Merciful acts give hope to
those who are sad and deprived of hope. It is not enough that we experience
God’ mercy but we are called to practice mercy towards others. Mercy is not
simply a theory but praxis. The mercy of God is not an abstract idea, but a
concrete reality through which he reveals his love. We practice mercy by being
merciful to others through our actions, our words, and our prayers; in other
words practicing the Corporal and Spiritual Works of Mercy.

Through the spiritual and corporal works of mercy, we come to the aid
of our neighbours in their spiritual and bodily needs. Instructing the ignorant,
counselling the doubtful, admonishing sinners, bearing patiently those who
wrong us, forgiving offenses, consoling the afflicted and praying for the living
and the dead are the spiritual works of mercy. The corporal works of mercy are
feeding the hungry, giving drink to the thirsty, clothing the naked, sheltering
the homeless, visiting the sick, visiting the imprisoned and burying the dead.
The spiritual and corporal works of mercy alleviate human misery. The young
people are obliged to perform the works of mercy, according to their own
ability and the need of their neighbours. The seven corporeal works of mercy
cannot be truly Christian unless it is founded on spiritual dimensions. We cannot
have the corporeal works of mercy without the spiritual works of mercy. It
necessarily accompany and enhance corporeal works of mercy. The works of
Mercy done by the christian points to Jesus Christ; give witness to him.
Therefore, those who earnestly attempt to imitate Jesus cannot but do the works
of Charity. It is clear that the spirituality is the foundation of works of charity.

Works of Mercy will Change the World.

God’s Mercy is a transforming power. It is the quality of life in heaven, the
most powerful weapon. Holy Father Pope Francis invites the young people to
become the instruments of God’s mercy towards others. Youth are called to
practice the Spiritual and Corporal Works of Mercy. It is the Catholic Culture
to show mercy to others. “Mercy is the true force that can save man and the
world from the ‘cancer’ that is sin, moral evil, and spiritual evil.” (Angelus,
September 15, 2013) Mercy transforms sinners and gives them new life.
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Practicing the works of mercy is the best way to celebrate the Youth day in a
meaningful way. Dear young friends, let us lend our helping hands to bring
those who are in periphery to the mainstreams of life through our works of
mercy.

May I recommend you to celebrate this Youth day more meaningfully
in the respective units! The Church level Youth day programme will be held in
the diocese of Pathanamthitta on 21d October at Malankara Syrian Catholic
Church at Carmala. I wish to remind you that the offerings and special
collections of this day shall be remitted to the Eparchial Finance Office. Half
of the offering is to be utilized for the youth ministry in the Eparchy. I remind
specially the Eparchial Finance Officers to send the other half to the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia to be utilized for the activities of the youth ministry at
the ecclesial level.
