THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH MANIFESTS
ECCLESIASTICAL  AND HIERARCHICAL COMMUNION

The Syro-Malankara Catholic Church continues its pilgrimage and
mission in the Church and in the world.  The Holy Episcopal Synod of the
Church under its new President, His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis,
nurtures ecclesiastical and hierarchical communion within the Malankara
Catholic Church and in the Universal Church. 28 May 2007 is another
memorable day written in  letters of  gold in the annals of this Church.  On that
date the newly elected Major Archbishop-Catholicos visited His Holiness Pope
Benedict XVI “to manifest hierarchical communion with the Roman Pontiff,
Successor of Peter, through the fidelity, reverence and obedience that are due
to the supreme pastor of the entire Church” (CCEO c 92 §1).  “Within a year of
his election and afterwards several times during the tenure of his office, he is
to visit Rome to venerate the tombs of the apostles Peter and Paul and to
present himself to the successor of Saint Peter in primacy over the entire
Church” (CCEO c 92 §3).  In the case of Patriarchal Churches, the newly
elected Patriarch “must request as soon as possible ecclesiastical communion
from the Roman Pontiff by means of a letter signed in his own hand” (c 76 §2).

The God-given particular mission of the Malankara Catholic Church
is to be a living, dynamic witness of “ecclesiastical communion” and
“hierarchical communion” in the Universal Church and in the world.  This
Apostolic Church shares the same faith and the same sacraments with the
Non-catholic Orthodox Churches in general (see UR 13-18) and more in-depth
communion with the Non-Catholic Orthodox Churches of the St. Thomas
Christian tradition of India.  There is “almost full communion” with these
Churches.  The one thing that still remains to be actualised is the hierarchical
communion with these Churches, so that the one faith shared shall be lived
and enjoyed through ðauthopûso Roze, the sharing of the sacred mysteries
(communicatio in Sacris) which will lead to ecclesiastical communion, the
communion of Churches.

The Catholicos’ visitation to the Pope as an expression of “ecclesiastical
communion” and “hierarchical communion” is to be understood in its
ecclesiological context. The Second Vatican Council apparently presents the
Church of Christ as a communion of Churches with these words: “It has come
about through divine providence that, in the course of time, different Churches
set up in various places by the Apostles and their successors joined together in
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a multiplicity of organically united groups which, whilst safeguarding the unity
of faith and the unique divine structure of the Universal Church, have their
own discipline, enjoy their own liturgical usage and inherit a theological and
spiritual patrimony” (LG 23). The same Council in its Decree on the Oriental
Churches teaches how this communion is realised in the individual Churches:
“The holy Catholic Church, which is the mystical body of Christ, is made up
of the faithful who are organically united in the Holy Spirit by the same faith,
the same sacraments and the same government.  They combine into different
groups which are held together by their hierarchy, and so form particular
churches or rites.  Between those churches there is such a wonderful bond of
union that this variety in the Universal Church, so far from diminishing its
unity, rather serves to emphasize it” (OE 2). Communion is also realized at the
level of an Eparchy or Diocese: “A diocese is a section of the People of God
entrusted to a Bishop to be guided by him with the assistance of his clergy so
that, loyal to its pastor and formed by him into one community in the Holy
Spirit through the Gospel and the Eucharist, it constitutes one particular Church
in which the one, holy, catholic and apostolic Church of Christ is truly present
and active” (CD 11)

An individual Church of the communion of Churches, in its existence
as a Church, has to foster the “bond of union”.  This “bond of union” arises
from sharing the same faith, the same sacraments and same government.  This
bond of union is brought about in the Holy Spirit through the Gospel (the
Word of God) and the Eucharist.  This bond of union is actualised at the two
dimensions of the Church.  In the external dimension, the bond of union is
actualised among Churches.  This is “ecclesiastical communion” (UR 13). It
is that communion or bond of union that exists among Churches by which
they are formed as the Universal Church.  In the internal dimension, there
exists “hierarchical communion”.  It is the communion or bond of union that
exists among the hierarchical heads of Churches by which a hierarchy of the
Universal Church arises and brings it into existence (LG 22-23).  Every
individual Church should foster both the ecclesiastical communion and
hierarchical communion.

A newly elected hierarchical head of a Church is to express this
communion both personally and on behalf of the Church.  It is “in accordance
with the Lord’s decree, St. Peter and the rest of the apostles constitute a unique
apostolic college, so in like fashion the Roman Pontiff, Peter’s successor, and
the bishops, the successors of the apostles, are related with and united to one

another. Indeed, (it is) the very ancient discipline whereby the bishops installed
throughout the whole world lived in unity, charity and peace…” (LG 22).

Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos, on his first visit to the Roman
Pontiff, was warmly welcomed by His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI: “I am
pleased to welcome you on your first visit to Rome since your election as
Major Archbishop of the beloved Catholic Syro-Malankara Church. I am most
grateful to Your Beatitude for your affectionate and respectful greetings, and I
thank you sincerely for your eager wish to “see Peter” (cf. Gal 1:18).  Together
let us give thanks to God for this providential opportunity to confirm that bond
of communion with the See of Rome of which your community is justly proud”
(Message of His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI).  The Pope extolled the illustrious
predecessors of His Beatitude for what they had been to the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church and to the Universal Church.  He wished His Beatitude “an
abundance of spiritual gifts so that this heritage may continue to bear much
fruit, according to the Lord’s will”.  The Pope reminded the Church to be
faithful both to the Apostolic See and at the same to the specifically Eastern
features of the Malankara Catholic Church.  He also reminded the Head and
Shepherd of the Church’s mission in the Sub-Continent, the need to respond
to the challenges of the new evangelisation at the start of the Third Christian
Millennium and the necessity to keep on dialogue with all religions and culture.

The Father and Head of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church responded
to the welcome accorded to him in the following words: “I consider this to be
a historic moment for the ancient apostolic Malankara Church in her two-
thousand years of history as a Church.  For the Malankara Catholic Church, it
is a day specially prepared by the Almighty Lord manifesting His wonderful
providence.  It is the time that the Pater et Caput of the Malankara Catholic
Major Archiepiscopal Church visits the successor of St. Peter, the Chief of the
Apostles and the Head of the Apostolic College.  It was exactly seventy-five
years back, on 26th April, 1932, in this Apostolic Palace that Pope Pius XI of
venerable memory graciously welcomed my illustrious predecessor, the Founder
of the Reunion Movement in India, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Ivanios of
Happy Memory with the extremely profound words of welcome, “My Son,
You are my good son: Welcome, a big Welcome”. (see Reply of His Beatitude,
Page 80) His Beatitude recollected the gracious attitude of Rome towards the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church and assured him of continuing the special
mission of the Church, especially in the field of ecumenical relationship and
the fostering of the communion of Churches.
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This issue of MALANKARA, Volume III, Number 1, has reproduced
the above-mentioned two historic documents. It also brings forth, as usual, all
the reports and documentation of the first Holy Episcopal Synod (Extraordinary
Holy Episcopal Synod) convoked by the newly-enthroned Major Archbishop
Catholicos.  The Holy Episcopal Synod had on its agenda the canonical business
that had to be attended to after the Enthronement of the new Catholicos,
especially, the canonical provision for the Vacant Sees.  Providing a guideline
for the activities of the Apostolic Visitator appointed for the pastoral care of
the Malankara Catholic Faithful in India, in the Extraterritorial Regions of the
Church was another notable achievement of the Extraordinary Synod.

The approval of the Canonical Petition submitted by the Postulator for
the Cause of Canonisation of Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios was yet
another historic event in the life of the Malankara Church.  This event is
documented in this issue. As usual, other documentations like the Pastoral
Letters are also included.

We present this issue hoping to keep you attuned to the rhythm of the
Malankara Catholic ecclesial life.

5 March 2007

REPORT

A meeting of the Permanent Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church
was held at the Synod Hall in the Catholicate Centre on 5 March 2007.  His
Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis, the Major Archbishop-Catholicos
presided over the Synod. This is the first meeting of the Permanent Synod
presided over by His Beatitude, who was enthroned Major Archbishop
Catholicos this morning. All the members of the Synod, namely, His Beatitude
Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos (President of the Synod), Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom and
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of the Synod) were present. Rev.
Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor, recorded the proceedings.

The meeting commenced at 3 p.m. on 5 March 2007. His Beatitude Moran
Mor Baselios Cleemis said the opening prayer. After the prayer, the senior
most Metropolitan and outgoing Synodal Administrator of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, felicitated His
Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis on his assuming the office.

His Beatitude, the Catholicos welcomed the members to the meeting of
the Permanent Synod, convened under his chairmanship, for consultation as
per norms of c 220.3o, in appointing an Administrator to the Metropolitan See
of Tiruvalla which fell vacant at his enthronement. His Beatitude thanked the
Synodal Administrator, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios for his
inspiring leadership during the vacancy of the Major Archiepiscopal See of
the Malankara Church.  His Beatitude remarked that it was indeed a special
divine providence that Mar Divannasios became the Synodal Administrator of
the Church.  His Excellency  fulfilled his obligations and conducted the Holy
Episcopal Synod of Election and the liturgy of the Enthronement of the newly

elected Catholicos  in a praiseworthy manner. They have set an example to the
other individual Churches and are very much appreciated by all. It enhanced
the lustre of the ecclesial individuality of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church
and vindicated the raison d’être of the canonical status to which the Church
was raised by the Roman Pontiff.

Then, His Beatitude, the Catholicos, introduced the following agenda of
the meeting.

THE AGENDA
1. Appointment of an Administrator for the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla
2. Canonical Provision for the vacant Metropolitan See of Tiruvalla

1. Appointment of an Administrator for the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla
His Beatitude, the Catholicos introduced the topic as the main point of

deliberation for the Synod. In the discussion that followed, all the members
present were of unanimous opinion that it would be better to appoint, Rt. Rev.
Chrian Ramanalil Corepiscopo, the Protosyncellus of the Archieparchy as the
Administrator, as it would ensure continuity of administration. His Beatitude,
the Catholicos delared this decision and it was welcomed by all.

2. Canonical Provision for the Vacant Metropolitan See of Tiruvalla
The Permanent Synod observed that the vacancy of the Metropolitan See

of Tiruvalla shall be filled up as early as possible, as prolonged period under
an Administrator would be detrimental to the ecclesial life of the Archieparchy.
Hence, necessary steps should be taken for the appointment of a new Bishop
at the earliest.  The Catholicos informed that the Holy Episcopal Synod is
scheduled to be held on Saturday, 10 March 2007 and that letters for its
convocation will be handed over soon.

CONCLUSION
His Beatitude thanked all the members of the Synod for being present

after the long liturgy of the enthronement. The meeting concluded at 4 p.m.
with the prayer and the blessing of His Beatitude, the Major Archbishop-
Catholicos.

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THE OPENING MESSAGE OF HIS BEATITUDE, THE CATHOLICOS
AT THE EXTRAORDINARY HOLY EPISCOPAL SYNOD

OF THE MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH
HELD ON 10 MARCH 2007

Dear Synod Fathers,

With deep humility but with profound joy and great gratitude to God, I
welcome you all to this Extraordinary Holy Episcopal Synod.  I, a weak servant
of God’s People, have been chosen and entrusted this Church to be pastured in
communion with you and in co-operation with the clergy and the entire People
of God.  Through your synodal act, you chose me to continue “this ministry
and apostleship” (Acts 1:25) which our venerable predecessors, the Servant of
God Archbishop Mar Ivanios, Archbishop Mar Gregorios and the first Major
Archbishop Catholicos Moran Mor Cyril Baselios of happy memory, handed
over to us. At the very outset, as I preside over this first Holy Episcopal Synod
convoked by me, I pay glowing tribute to my venerable predecessors and bow
my head before them.

This Holy Episcopal Synod is blessed with the addition of one more member
to it. I thank His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI, the Congregation for the Oriental
Churches and other offices of the Holy See and the Apostolic Nuncio in India,
for taking this initial step towards the pastoral care of the Malankara Catholics
in India, outside the territorium proprium of the Church.  The Holy Spirit who
said ''set apart Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them"
(Acts 13:2) has chosen and set apart His Excellency Jacob Mar Barnabas and
gave him to the Malankara Catholic Church. His Excellency's eminent qualities
and spirit of dedication will be a great asset to the Church. I extend a very
hearty welcome to Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas and wish that his Episcopal
ministry in communion with the Holy Episcopal Synod  be for the greater
glory of God and for the good of the entire Church. In the light of this canonial
provision, we need to make necessary guidelines for the efficient functioning
of the Apostolic Visitator appointed in India outside the territorium proprium.

My dear Brother Bishops! It is the bond of communion among us, we being
united by the Holy Spirit, the Word of God and the Bread of Life that we share,
that would ensure our Episcopal hierarchical communion as expressed in our
Holy Episcopal Synod. This communion would guarantee what would be good
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to the Holy Spirit and to us and not to impose on anyone any further burden
than the essentials (Acts 15:28). It would enable us to do those things that
please the whole community (Acts 6:5). It is in this confidence that I take up
this ministry in the Church.  With St. Paul, I say: “May I never boast of anything
except the cross of our Lord Jesus Christ, by which the world has been crucified
to me, and I to the world” (Gal 6:14).

As you know, this Extraordinary Holy Episcopal Synod has been convoked
to consider some of the canonical provisions to be made due to vacancies that
arose on my assumption of the office of the Major Archbishop. You see a
number of items on the agenda which need our immediate attention.  The
canonical provision for the Vacant See requires our immediate attention for
which we have to fulfill the canonical requirements.

As I have taken over the leadership of the Episcopate and with the inception
of His Excellency Jacob Mar Barnabas into the Holy Episcopal Synod, there is
a need of reallocation of the Chairmanships of the various Synodal
commissions.  We could do this in this Synod.

Another important topic that I have included on the agenda is the approval
of the Canonical Petition of the Cause of Canonisation of Archbishop Mar
Ivanios.  As you all know, the process for the acceptance of the Canonical
Petition was begun by His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios of happy
memory.  The Synod is the proper forum for consultation, according to the
norms given by the Apostolic See, before I give the formal approval. Once the
canonical petition is accepted, Archbishop Mar Ivanios could be declared as
“Servant of God” in the Church.  It would be a matter of great jubilation for
the people if this is done on 15 July this year, the Day  of Commemoration of
Mar Ivanios.

The other topics on the agenda include publication of liturgical texts, the
Codification of the Particular Law of the SMCC and the organization of the
judiciary of the SMCC. We have to follow up the matter and complete the
work already begun.  Under the title subsecreto we have important matters to
be dealt with.
Venerable Brother Bishops,

The Apostolic Malankara Church is blessed day-by-day as she progresses
in her pilgrimage in this world.  The new leadership continues the divine task
entrusted to this Church.  While our Church shares the common goal of every
individual Church in the Catholic communion of Churches, it is our specific
mission in the Church and in the world to foster communion at all levels of
ecclesial life.  I am grateful to God for guiding our Church sending His Holy
Spirit.  The words, His Excellency Mar Divannasios wrote informing the Church
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of my election, were profound and encouraging.  “We, comparatively a small
sheep fold, have always had the experience of being carried in the hands of
God.  He will never leave us orphans.  The experience of the members of the
Synod in electing a new Catholicos remains in the Church as that of a new
Pentecost.  Being inspired by the Spirit of God, the fact that we, the Bishops,
who are weak servants of the Lord, could in a short while, elect the new
Catholicos, shows that God, in a special manner, has glorified our Church
within the Christian Community and in the world” (see MALANKARA, Vol
II, No.3, p 162).

The task, the Lord and You, my venerable Brothers in the Episcopate, have
entrusted to me is to guide this Church in the world for the vast humanity, the
God’s People. It will be our task to do good to all, especially to the needy and
the marginalized of the society.  It will be our strategy to co-operate and join
hands with all men of good-will to propagate and to do good in this world.

As a Church that fosters communion in all aspects of human life -
communion among the Faithful, communion among Churches, communion in
the world at large - we rely on the Lord and His Holy Spirit.  The communion
of the Christians of the St. Thomas tradition in India is a special vocation of
our Church.  It is my wish that, I be an instrument in the hands of the Lord, that
his prayer, “the glory that you have given me I have given them, so that they
may be one, as we are one, I in them and you in me, that they may become
completely one, so that the world may know that you have sent me and have
loved them even as you have loved me” (Jn 17:23-24), come true through my
ministry as the Major Archbishop-Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church.

An important event in the life of the Church in the days to come will be my
visitation of the Holy Father in accordance with the law of the Church, to
manifest hierarchical communion with the Roman Pontiff, Successor of Peter,
through the fidelity, reverence and obedience that are due to the supreme pastor
of the entire Church, within a year of my canonical election and enthronement
as Major Archbishop-Catholicos.  Arrangements for this visitation will be made
through proper channel.

May the present Holy Episcopal Synod, for which we are now gathered
here, be for the greater glory of God and for the good of our Church!  Invoking
the love of God the Father, the grace of the only Son and the abiding presence
of the Holy Spirit on us all, I declare this Synod open.

Extraordinary Holy Episcopal Synod
 (10 March 2007)

REPORT

His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos convoked an
Extraordinary Synod at the Synod Hall of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia in
the Catholicate Centre, Pattom, Trivandrum on 10 March 2007.  It was the day
of the Episcopal Ordination of Rt. Rev. Remban Chacko Aerath OIC who was
ordained after the name Jacob Mar Barnabas.  At 3 p.m., all the Synod Fathers
- His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos (President of the
Synod), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Thomas Mar
Koorilos (Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom,
Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, Most
Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas and Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas – assembled at
the Synod Hall.

His Beatitude, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis welcomed all the Bishops
for the Extraordinary Synod. He paid glowing tributes to all his venerable
predecessors, especially to His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios of happy
memory, the First Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. He
welcomed Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas to the Holy Episcopal Synod of the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  He thanked the Holy Father, the
Congregation for the Oriental Churches and other offices of the Holy See and
the Apostolic Nuncio in India, for taking this initial step towards the pastoral
care of the Malankara Catholics in India, outside the territorium proprium of
the Church.  He congratulated the new Bishop for his eminent qualities and
spirit of dedication to the Church.  He reminded the Synod Fathers the historical
importance of this first Synod, he convoked.  He said that the immediate purpose
of the Holy Episcopal Synod was to deal with some of the important canonical
requisites of our Ecclesial life that arose due to his enthronement as Major
Archbishop-Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, namely, the
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need to fill up the vacancy of the Metropolitan See of Tiruvalla, to fill up the
vacancy in the Permanent Synod, to effect certain changes in the chairmanship
of the Synodal Commissions, etc.  He also drew the attention of the Synod
Fathers to the canonical arrangements necessary for the pastoral care of the
faithful outside the territorium proprium of the Church in the light of the new
canonical developments. Requesting the whole hearted and prayerful support
of his brother-Bishops, he declared the Synod open.

Reports and Decisions of the Fourth Holy Episcopal Synod, Extraordinary
Synod (23 November 2006) and the First Holy Episcopal Synod of Election

The Reports of the Fourth Ordinary Synod, the Extraordinary Synod held
on 23 November 2006 and the First Holy Synod of Election were read out by
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, the Secretary of the Synod and Fr. Antony
Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor. After clarifications and corrections, the
reports were passed at the proposal of Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios,
supported by Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas.

The Patron’s Day of the Catholicos
The members of the Synod suggested that it would be good to fix a

particular day as the feast of the patron of the Catholicos. Which day will the
Catholicos celebrate as his Patron’s Day - the feast of St. Basil or St. Clement?
It was decided that the name “Baselios” being the titular name of the Catholicos,
the feast of St. Basil on 1 January shall be celebrated as the Feast of the Patron
Saint of the Catholicos of our Church. However, taking into account the social
festivity of the New Year Day, it shall be celebrated on 2 January every year.

Representatives to the Permanent Synod
The place of His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis, who was a

member of the Permanent Synod, became vacant on his enthronement as Major
Archbishop-Catholicos.  To fill in the place, the Synod elected Most Rev. Joshua
Mar Ignathios, the Eparchial Bishop of Mavelikara.  The Synod also elected
the substitute members of the Permanent Synod as per canon 115 §3.  Most
Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas and Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, who according to the order of precedence stated
here, shall substitute the absent members of the Permanent Synod when its
meeting would be convoked.

New Appointments at St. Mary’s Malankara Seminary
The Synod deliberated on the appointment of the new staff members in

the Malankara Seminary as most of the office-bearers had completed their
stipulated term of office. The Rector Rev. Fr. George Kalayil, the Dean of the
Faculty of Theology Rev. Fr. Philip Chemapakassery, the Dean of the Faculty
of Philosophy Rev. Fr. Thomas Naickamparambil and the Procurator Rev. Fr.
P.T. George had completed their term of three years or more in office. The
present Spiritual Father, Rev. Fr. Jose Kadakampallil had to leave the seminary
as he was appointed Rector of the Minor Seminary of the newly erected Eparchy
of Mavelikara. The Synod, after elaborate evaluation and discussion, proposed
to appoint Rt. Rev. Corepiscopo Thomas Thannickakuzhy as Rector, Rev. Fr.
Stephen Thottathil as Dean of the Faculty of Theology, Rev. Fr. Jose Mariadas
Padipurackal OIC as Dean of the Faculty of Philosophy, Rev. Fr. Daniel
Kulangara as Procurator and Rev. Fr. Mathew Pallathumuriyil as Spiritual
Father.

The Holy Episcopal Synod also was of opinion that Priests from other
Churches could be appointed on the teaching staff and as Spiritual Father, if
need arises.

Extraordinary Synod
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Organisation of Ecclesial Life outside the Territorium Proprium in India
How to organise the parishes and communities in the Extra-territorial

Regions of the Church in India was a major discussion in the Synod. It was
observed that the canonical status of our communities remains the same even
though an Apostolic Visitator, with Episcopal character, is appointed by the
Holy See.  In order to organise our communities outside the territorium
proprium, the Apostolic Visitator shall take over the work done by the
Ecclesiastical Co-ordinator, Very Rev. Fr. John Berchmans OIC.  In all practical
purposes, the churches, institutions and other entities outside the territorium
proprium, which are now built up by the Eparchies and the churches built up
by the Order of the Imitation of Christ (Bethany Ashram), should be combined
into a single unit under the authority of the Apostolic Visitator. The Priests,
Religious and the Laity with all their apostolic activities for the Malankara
Catholics in India outside the territorium proprium form a single unit of ecclesial
activities under the guidance of the Apostolic Visitator. The Priests now working
in this region and are incardinated in the particular Eparchies maintain their
status quo, but they are entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator.  They should work
under him for the period of time agreed upon by the respective Eparchial Bishop
and the Apostolic Visitator. Similarly, the Priests of Bethany Ashram, who
work in parishes and mission centres too are entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator.
All institutions, which are now managed by the Eparchies, shall be entrusted
to the Apostolic Visitator.  Their legal ownership shall be transferred to the
ApostolicVisitator in due course, after ascertaining their assets and liabilities.
To discuss and settle the ownership and management of the churches established
and built up by Bethany Ashram, His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis,
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos and Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios will
meet the Superior General and the Provincial Superiors of Bethany Ashram on
14 March 2007.

The Construction of the Catholicate Centre
It is expected that the new building of St. Aloysius Minor Seminary, which

now functions at the site allotted for the Catholicate Centre, will be completed
and blessed in April 2007.  The construction of the Catholicate Centre, which
is to house the Major Archiepiscopal Curia, could begin after that.

It was proposed that the amount to be realised from the common property
of the seminary of the Catholic Churches of Kerala at Kakkanadu, could be
used as a reserve fund for the Malankara Major Seminary and the Catholicate
Centre.  One third of the amount could be used for the construction of the
Catholicate Centre.

Report
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Common Celebrations (15 July, 20 September)
In the discussion that followed, it was decided that 15 July 2007 being

Sunday, the ecclesial-level-commemoration of Mar Ivanios shall be held on
Saturday, 14 July 2007.  Hence the Padayâtra from Ranni-Perunadu to the
tomb of Mar Ivanios at Pattom, Thiruvananthapuram shall commence on 9
July 2007.

Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, the Bishop of Bathery,
informed the Synod that the preparations for the celebration of the 77th Reunion
Day, the Platinum Jubilee of the reconstitution of the Malankara Hierarchy in
the Catholic Communion and the 125 years of the birth of Archbishop Mar
Ivanios are progressing.  The celebrations will be held at Kodenchery near
Thamarassery.
Canonical Provision for the Vacant Sees

The next item on the agenda was the canonical provision for the vacant
Archieparchial See of Tiruvalla.  In the discussion on the modalities of the
provision, it was decided:

1. to make immediate provision for the vacant Metropolitan See of
Tiruvalla

2. to  transfer a senior Bishop to the vacant Metropolitan See of Tiruvalla
 In the election by secret ballot, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, Bishop

of Muvattupuzha was elected.  It was decided that the name shall be intimated
to the Apostolic Nuncio, so that he would arrange for its simultaneous
announcement in Rome, Trivandrum and Tiruvalla.

An Eparchial Bishop is to be provided to the See of Muvattupuzha when
the same becomes vacant due to the transfer of Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos
from the See.  Hence the Synod, according to the norms of the Holy Canons,
prepared a list of candidates for Episcopacy.  According to CCEO c 182 §3,
the Catholicos is to transmit the list to the Apostolic See to obtain the assent of
the Roman Pontiff.
Synodal Commissions

Because of the changes in the Episcopate, there arose the need for a few
changes in the Chairmanship of the Synodal Commissions.  His Beatitude
Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis was proposed to chair the Synodal Commission
for Seminary Formation, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos to chair the Synodal
Commission for Liturgy and Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas to chair the Synodal
Commission for Evangelisation. The proposals were accepted

Extraordinary Synod
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Approval of the Canonical Petition of the Cause of Canonisation of Mar
Ivanios

The Catholicos informed the Synod Fathers that he will pursue the
deliberations of the Fourth Holy Episcopal Synod on the cause of canonisation
of Archbishop Mar Ivanios and the steps taken by His Beatitude Moran Mor
Cyril Baselios of venerable memory, in the acceptance of the Petition of the
Cause.  He also said that the announcement of the acceptance of the Petition
shall be made on the day of his commemoration.  Thereafter, Archbishop Mar
Ivanios shall be called “Servant of God”. The Synod Fathers endorsed the
decision of the Catholicos.

Matter Sub-secreto

The matters posted under this on the agenda were discussed and finalised.

Conclusion
The other topics on the agenda were deferred to the next Holy Episcopal

Synod.  It was agreed upon that the next and the fifth Ordinary Holy Episcopal
Synod shall be convoked from 3 p.m. on 9 October to 12 October 2007.  His
Beatitude, the Catholicos concluded the Synod with a call to a renewed
dedication and renewal of life as we approach the end of the great lent.  He
thanked the Synod Fathers for their participation in the Synod in spite of the
heavy schedule of the day.  The Synod ended at 8 p.m. with the prayer and
apostolic blessing by his His Beatitude the Catholicos.

DECISION

The Extraordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church held at the Major Archiepiscopal Curia, in the Catholicate Centre,
Pattom, Trivandrum, on 10 March 2007 studied and prayed over the following
matters and decided:

I. The Patron’s Day of the Catholicos

1.  That the name “Baselios” being the titular name of the Catholicos,  the
feast of St. Basil on January 1 shall be celebrated as the Feast of the
Patron Saint of the Catholicos of our Church. However, taking into
account the social festivity of the New Year Day, it shall be celebrated
on 2 January every year.

II. On the Canonical Provision for Vacant Sees

2. To make canonical provision for the vacant See of Tiruvalla according
to the following modalities:

a. to make immediate provision for the vacant Metropolitan See
of Tiruvalla

b. to transfer a senior Bishop to the vacant Metropolitan See of
Tiruvalla

3. To send the name of Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, the Eparchial
Bishop of Muvattupuzha, who was elected to fill in the vacant See of
Tiruvalla, to the Apostolic Nuncio, so that he would arrange for its
simultaneous announcement in Rome, Trivandrum and Tiruvalla.

4. To fill in the vacancy of the See of Muvattupuzha, according to the
norms of the Holy Canons from a list of candidates for Episcopacy.

Extraordinary Synod
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According to CCEO c 182 §3, the Catholicos shall send the list to the
Apostolic See to obtain the assent of the Roman Pontiff.

Approval of the Canonical Petition of the Cause of Canonization of Mar
Ivanios

5. His Beatitude the Catholicos shall pursue the the process of acceptance
of the Canonical Petition submitted by the Postulator for the Cause of
Canonisation of Archbishop Mar Ivanios and shall approve the petition
according to the norms given by the Holy See. In case, he approves the petition,
it shall be announced in the Church on the day of the commemoration of Mar
Ivanios.

6. That 15 July 2007 being a Sunday, the ecclesial-level-commemoration
of Mar Ivanios shall be held on Saturday, 14 July 2007.

GUIDELINES

The extraordinary Synod that met on 10 March 2007 gave  the following
directives for:

1. The Organisation of Ecclesial Life of the Malankara Catholics in India
outside its Territorium Proprium

a. It is to be understood that the canonical status of our communities
remains the same even though an Apostolic Visitator, with Episcopal
character, is appointed by the Holy See.

b. In order to organise our communities outside the territorium proprium,
the Apostolic Visitator shall take over the work done by the
Ecclesiastical Co-ordinator, Very Rev. Fr. John Berchmans OIC.

c. The churches, institutions and other entities outside the territorium
proprium, which are now built up by the Eparchies and the churches
established and built up by the Order of the Imitation of Christ
(Bethany Ashram), should be combined into a single unit under the
authority of the Apostolic Visitator.

d. The Priests, Religious and the Laity with all their organisations and
apostolic activities for the Malankara Catholics in India outside the
territorium proprium form a single unit of ecclesial activities under
the guidance of the Apostolic Visitator.

e. The Priests now working in this region and are incardinated in the
particular Eparchies maintain their status quo, but they are entrusted
to the Apostolic Visitator.  They should work under him for the period
of time agreed upon by the respective Eparchial Bishop and the
Apostolic Visitator.

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f. The Priests of Bethany Ashram, who work in parishes and mission
centres too are entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator.

g. All institutions, which are now managed by the Eparchies, shall be
entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator.  Their legal ownership shall be
transferred to the Apostolic Visitator in due course, after ascertaining
their assets and liabilities.

h. Regarding the ownership of the churches and institutions established
and built up by Bethany Ashram, His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios
Cleemis, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos and Most Rev. Joshua
Mar Ignathios will meet the Superior General and the Provincial
Superiors of Bethany Ashram on 14 March 2007and discuss and settle
the matter.

2. Use of the amount to be realised from the common property of the
seminary of the Catholic Churches of Kerala, at Kakkanadu.
It could be used as a reserve fund for the St. Mary’s Malankara Seminary
and the Catholicate Centre. One third of the amount could be used for the
construction of the Catholicate Centre.

REPORT

A meeting of the Permanent Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church was
held at Marygiri Archbishop’s House Tiruvalla on 2 May 2007. His Beatitude Moran
Mor Baselios Cleemis, the Major Archbishop-Catholicos presided over the meeting.

All members of the Synod, namely, His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis
Catholicos (President of the Synod), Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of
the Synod), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar
Chrysostom and Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios were present. Fr. Antony
Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor, recorded the proceedings.

The meeting commenced at 3 p.m. on 2 May 2007. His Beatitude Moran Mor
Baselios Cleemis said the opening prayer. He welcomed the members to the meeting
of the Permanent Synod, convened for consultation as per norms of c 220.3o, to
appoint an administrator for the Eparchial See of Muvattupuzha which fell vacant at
the enthronement of His Grace Thomas Mar Koorilos as Metropolitan Archbishop
of Tiruvalla.

THE AGENDA  AND DISCUSSION
His Beatitude introduced the topic, appointment of an Administrator for the Eparchy
of Muvattupuzha, as the point for deliberation of the Synod. The Synod first evaluated
the present status of the young Eparchy of Muvattupuzha.  In the discussion that
followed, all the members present were of unanimous opinion that it would be better
to appoint the Protosyncellus of the Eparchy of Muvattupuzha, Rt. Rev. Msgr. John
Varghese Easwarankudiyil as the Administrator, as it would ensure continuity of
administration. His Beatitude, the Catholicos declared this decision and it was
welcomed by all.

CONCLUSION
His Beatitude thanked all the members of the Synod for being present at the

meeting of the Permanent Synod, after the long liturgy of the enthronement.  The
meeting concluded at 4 p.m. with the prayer and the blessing of His Beatitude.

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Message of His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI

Your Beatitude,
I am pleased to welcome you on your first visit to Rome since your election as

Major Archbishop of the beloved Catholic Syro-Malankara Church. I am most grateful
to Your Beatitude for your affectionate and respectful greetings, and I thank you
sincerely for your eager wish to “see Peter” (cf. Gal 1:18). Together let us give
thanks to God for this providential opportunity to confirm that bond of communion
with the See of Rome of which your community is justly proud.

My thoughts turn to the distinguished pastors that the Holy Spirit has called
forth to lead your people to rediscover unity with Peters Successor. I think especially
of Mar Ivanios, who in 1930 solemnly professed the Catholic faith, and set out
generously upon an ecclesial path rich in blessings. This made it possible for my
predecessor, the Servant of God John Paul II, to raise the Syro-Malankara Church to
the level of a Major Archbishoprio in February 2005.

In your capacity as Head and Shepherd of the Syro-Malankara Church, Your
Beatitude has been entrusted with the mission of leading and sustaining the Christian
witness and ecclesial life of the faithful of that noble Church throughout the vast
Indian Sub-Continent and the other regions where Syro-Malankara Catholics are
found. At the same time you are seeking to address the major challenges that present
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themselves at the start of this Third Christian Millennium. Now is a time of new
evangelization, a time of constantly renewed and convinced dialogue with all our
brothers encounter between religions and cultures for the good of all. And especially
the poorest of the poor. Our commitment to evangelization needs to be constantly
renewed, as we strive to build peace, in justice and solidarity, for the whole human
family. May you always draw strength from the Lord and from the collegial support
of your Brother Bishops- the members of the Synod. Please assure them of my prayers
and convey my special greetings to them on the happy occasion of the 75th anniversary
of the establishment of the Syro-Malankara hierarchy.

We are still breathing the atmosphere of Pentecost and we wish to linger with
the Holy Mother of God and the Apostles in the Upper Room of Jerusalem, docile to
the action of the Spirit. To the Holy Virgin I entrust my prayers for Your Beatitude
and for the whole Syro-Malankara Church, asking that the gift of the Spirit may
continue to nourish and strengthen you as you bear witness to the Gospel of Christ.
With these sentiments I gladly impart my Apostolic Blessing to you, my Venerable
Brother, and to all the sons and daughters of the Syro-Malankara Chruch.

Dear and Reverend Father,

The written petition (supplex libellus) presented by you as the legitimately
constituted Postulator of the Cause of Canonisation of Mar Ivanios, as per the Norms
to be Observed in Inquiries Made by Bishops in the Causes of Saints (number 10)
published by the Congregation for the Causes of Saints on 7 February 1983, to His
Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios Catholicos, the Major Archbishop of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church, my illustrious predecessor, on 15 July 2005, to initiate
the proceedings of the Cause of Canonisation of Archbishop Mar Ivanios, the Prophet
of the Ecclesial Communion Movement in the Malankara Church, the First
Metropolitan-Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, the First
Archbishop of the Archieparchy of Trivandrum, the Founder of the Order of the
Imitation of Christ (Bethany Ashram), the Founder of the Congregation of the Sisters
of the Imitation of Christ (Bethany Convent) and the Promoter of the Congregation
of the Daughters of Mary, was under study and scrutiny by experts.

Having considered the canonical requirements and in deference to the
decision of the Holy Episcopal Synod of our Church convoked on 10 March 2007,
as per number 11 (a) of the aforesaid Norms, I am pleased to accept the Written
Petition submitted by you on 15 July 2005.  The declaration of the same will be
made during the solemn Holy Qurbono on 14 July 2007, the concluding day of the
Ormaperunal of Archbishop Mar Ivanios this year.  With the acceptance of the
Petition, Archbishop Mar Ivanios is known by the title “Servant of God”.

The Holy Father, as the Head of the Universal
Church, received me very lovingly expressing his paternal love and solicitude
towards the Malankara Church. I see this as a great honour to the Malankara
Catholic Church and especially to the Churches of Malankara. Most reverend
bishops, reverend priests and religious and beloved sons and daughters, I happily
convey to you the personal love and blessings, which the Holy Father entrusted
me to be imparted to you. Beloved! I celebrated for you the Holy Qurbono in the
Baslica of St. Peter and specially prayed for you.

This historic moment in the life of our Church took place in the liturgical
season of Pentecost when the Church is renewed and strengthened by the Holy
Spirit.  In this season we particularly commemorate the Apostles, and their status
and role in the Church.  The Sleeha Nombu, which is meant for the veneration of
the Apostles, ends with the feast of the Apostles, Peter and Paul. St. Peter is the
head of the college of Apostles. St. Paul, the Apostle of the Gentiles (Gal 3:8-9) is
a symbol of the catholicity and missionary vitality of the Church. Thereafter, on
3 July we commemorate St. Thomas, the Apostle from whom our beloved fore-
fathers received the Gospel of Christ.  It is in this season again, that we
commemorate the two beloved Prelates of our Church – Mar Theophilos and
Mar Ivanios, the founding Fathers of the Reunion Movement.  All these add
meaning and relevance our ecclesial life.

Pastoral Letter
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Jesus Christ chose the twelve Apostles to be with him, to be his witnesses
and to be sent out to preach the kingdom of God (Mk 3:13-19).  This mission of
the Apostles is destined to continue until the end of the world (Mt 28:20).  It is
upon the Apostolic teaching that the Church began to thrive. Apostle Peter was
the rock upon which Jesus built his Church, and against which the gates of Hades
will not prevail.  He is given the keys of the kingdom of heaven (Mt 16:18). The
power which Jesus entrusted to the Apostles in General and to Peter as chief of
the Apostles. It is passed down to their successors, so that they continuously
build up the Church.  “So then you are no longer strangers and aliens, but you are
citizens with the saints and also members of the household of God, built upon the
foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus himself as the corner
stone.  In him the whole structure is joined together and grows into a holy temple
of the Lord; in whom you also are built together spiritually into a dwelling place
for God” (Eph 2:19-22).

The Second Vatican Council teaches: “Just as, in accordance with the Lord’s
decree, St. Peter and the rest of the apostles constitute a unique apostolic college,
so in like fashion the Roman Pontiff, Peter’s successor, and the bishops, the
successors of the apostles, are related with and united to one another.  Indeed, the
very ancient discipline whereby the bishops installed throughout the whole world
live in communion with one another and with the Roman Pontiff in a bond of
unity, charity and peace; … bears this out unmistakably. One is constituted a
member of the Episcopal body in virtue of the sacramental consecration and by
the hierarchical communion with the head and members of the college” (LG 22).

In the divine providence, the Church set up in India, founded by St. Thomas
the Apostle, and his successors, while safeguarding the unity of faith and the
unique divine structure of the Universal Church, enjoyed her own liturgical life,
and inherited her own disciplinary, spiritual and theological patrimony (Ref. LG
23).  When in the course of history, she lost hierarchical and ecclesiastical
communion with the Universal Church, attempts were made to regain it.  It was
after two and half centuries, a section of the St. Thomas Christians who lost the
communion could regain it.  The prophetic call of Mar Ivanios and his companions
in 1930, was to lead the Malankara Church into its Apostolic tradition holding a
rightful place in the communion of the Universal Church.  As a pledge and
guarantee of the one, holy, catholic and apostolic tradition and communion of our
Church, Pope Pius XI reconstituted the hierarchy of our Church on 11 June 1932.
It is now exactly 75 years since the event took place.

It was at this historical background of the platinum jubilee of the reinstallation
of the Hierarchy of our Church in the universal communion of Churches, I went
in pilgrimage to Rome to venerate the tombs of the blessed Apostles Peter and
Paul and to visit the Roman Pontiff, the successor of Peter, the chief of the Apostles.
On 29 May 2007 His Holiness Pope Benedict XVI received me personally and
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then with a group of about seventy Priests, Religious and Laity of our Church
residing in Rome, uttering the words: “I am pleased to welcome you on your first
visit to Rome since your election as Major Archbishop of the beloved Syro-
Malankara Church.  I am most grateful to Your Beatitude for your affectionate
and respectful greetings, and I thank you sincerely for your eager wish to “see
Peter” (cf. Gal 1:18).  Together, let us give thanks to God for this providential
opportunity to confirm that bond of communion with the See of Rome, of which
your community is justly proud”.  It was at the same historic venue that 75 years
ago, Pope Pius XI of venerable memory received our most beloved and venerable
Archbishop Mar Ivanios with the words of welcome, “My son, you are my good
son: Welcome, a big welcome”.

Today, as we celebrate the Platinum Jubilee of the reconstitution of the
Hierarchy of our Church, I recall to mind my response to the welcome of His
Holiness Pope Benedict XVI: “the Malankara Catholic Church has been
experiencing in a very profound way the gracious patronage and care of the Holy
See in its ecclesial life as a whole and in many significant ecclesial developments
in particular.  Among these particular developments, the most significant one has
been definitely the elevation of the Malankara Catholic Church on 10 February
2005 from the status of a Metropolitan Church to that of a Major Archiepiscopal
Sui Juris Church”.

Beloved Faithful in Our Lord!
While thanking the Lord for the abundant outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon

the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, we also commemorate the 125th year of the
birth of Mar Ivanios and the 54th year of his demise.  The life and legacy Mar
Ivanios bequeathed to the Malankara Church is that of communion and love.  The
great event of communion of the Malankara Church with the Universal Church is
the fruit of his deep ascetic life, constant dialogue with the Lord and openness to
the Spirit of God (Pope John Paul II on the occasion of the Golden Jubilee of the
Reunion Movement).  In this Platinum Jubilee Year of the reinstallation of the
Hierarchy of our Church, let us resolve to walk in his foot steps and rededicate
ourselves to the cause of the unity of the Churches of the St. Thomas tradition.

It gives me great satisfaction to see that the Cause of Canonisation of Mar
Ivanios is progressing.  The canonical process of the Cause was initiated in the
year 1998 by the Petitioners, the three Religious Congregations of the Order of
the Imitation of Christ, the Sisters of the Imitation of Christ and the Daughters of
Mary.  A team under the leadership of the Postulator is working for the Cause. In
this context, I would like to state the fact that the Cause of Canonisation is promoted
by the Church.  It is on behalf of the Church, as per canonical requirements, that
the Petitioners have taken up the cause.  In a recent meeting of the Petitioners,
presided over by me they requested the participation of the entire Church in this
regard, by way of prayerful support and supply of personnel needed to work in

the various commissions.  Along with the Holy Episcopal Synod of our Church,
I urge all our Faithful to render their help to expedite the Cause of Canonisation
of Archbishop Mar Ivanios.

The Canonical Petition submitted by the Postulator on 15 July 2005 was
studied by expert Theologians. The matter was also placed before the Holy
Episcopal Synod and the Synod has given its approval. Having considered all the
canonical requirements, I would like to inform you that the Canonical Petition
will be accepted and the official announcement of the same will be made on the
final day of the celebration of the commemoration of Archbishop Mar Ivanios,
this year.

In deference to the decision of the Holy Episcopal Synod, the celebrations of
the solemn commemoration of Mar Ivanios will conclude on 14 instead of 15
July this year as 15th is a Sunday.  The fifteen-day preparation for the same will
begin on 30 June 2007. The Padayâtra to the tomb of Mar Ivanios led by the
Malankara Catholic Youth Movement will commence on 9 July from Ranni-
Perunadu.  I exhort all the Faithful of our Church to celebrate the commemoration
of the Servant God, Mar Ivanios with profound devotion and ardent prayer.

The power of intercession of the Servant of God, Mar Ivanios has become a
matter of continuous experience of the People of God of the Malankara Catholic
Church.  Together with St. Paul, Mar Ivanios tells us today: “For though you
might have ten thousand guardians in Christ, you do not have many fathers.  Indeed
in Christ Jesus I became your father through the gospel” (1 Cor 4:15).

Beloved Brethren in Christ,
Our forefathers longed to see an autonomous St. Thomas Christian Church

in communion with Universal Church. My visit to Rome and to the Roman Pontiff,
the successor of Peter, was a joyous occasion through which we witnessed to the
entire world the autonomy of our Church in the communion of the Holy Catholic
Church. The sanctity and greatness of Mar Ivanios was instrumental in opening
this road to communion, which we walk today.  As we celebrate the 125th year of
his birth and 54th year of his death, let us resolve to carry the torch of communion
and love to our separated brethren.

May all these be fulfilled through the prayers of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the
Mother of God and all the saints, especially our Father and Apostle St. Thomas
and the College of Apostles. Amen

All of you should pray for him so that he may fulfill this service for
the greater glory of God and for the prosperity of the Archieparchy. Besides, you
should work in cooperation with him and in submission to him. I wish Monsignor
greeting and Divine blessings.

Let us pray that God may provide a worthy Pastor to the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla
at the earliest. May God bless you all during this Season when you prepare yourselves
to observe the Paschal Mystery of our Lord.

As Thomas Mar Koorilos was enthroned Metropolitan Archbishop of Tiruvalla,
the governance of the Eparchy was incumbent upon me. You are hereby
informed that having consulted with the Permanent Synod of our Church, I
appointed Rt. Rev. Msgr. John Varghese Easwarankudiyil on 2 Mach 2007 as
the Eparchial Administraor, who till then was serving as Proto-Syncellus of
the Eparrchy. On the same day at 2.30 p.m. he made before me, in the presence
of the members of the Eparchial Council, his Profession of Faith, the Swearing
Ceremony and undertook the new obligation at Marygiri Archbishop's House,
Tiruvalla. Until the appointment and enthronement of a Metropolitan, the
Administrator will continue the governance  of the ordinary, day to day affairs
of the Eparchy, as per holy canons of the Church.
The leadership quality of Msgr. John Varghese Easwarankudiyil, his vigor in
Apostolic service and his experience in governance as Proto-Syncellus of the
Eparchy, will be helpful in the conduct of his new assignment. All of you
should pray for him that he may fulfill this service for the greater glory of God
and for the prosperity of the Eparchy. You should work in cooperation with
him and in submission to him.
