THE SYNODAL COMMISSIONS
OF THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH

The Christian faithful are those who, incorporated as they are into Christ
through baptism, are constituted as the people of God; and so, participating in their
own way in the priestly, prophetic and royal function of Christ, they are called, each
according to his or her condition, to exercise the mission which God has entrusted to
the Church to fulfill in the world (c 7 § 1). While every Christian faithful shares in
the threefold ministry of Christ, to sanctify, to teach and to govern, it is the pastors
of the Church, through their sacred ordination, who take up these ministries in a
special way; “In that way, then, with priests and deacons as helpers, the bishops
received the charge of the community, presiding in God’s stead over the flock of
which they are the shepherds in that they are teachers of doctrine, ministers of sacred
worship and holders of offices in government” (LG 20).

Jesus conferred on the Apostles and their successors the mission of serving
the People of God.  This service or diaconia (LG 24) is “for more and more
communion or fellowship to be generated in the whole body of the Church, and for
this communion to thrive and produce good results” (Pastor Bonus 1).  The
communion is expressed at the different levels of ecclesial and hierarchical
administration. Although the power of governance is entrusted to Bishops or to the
hierarchical head of a Church, a power to serve each and every faithful, it is human
limitation that one cannot reach out to each one in every case.  Hence the co-operation
of other Christian faithful is solicited to take care of things, for the convenience of
the Church, which otherwise would have been taken care of personally by the
hierarchical head (Pastor Bonus 3). They co-operate with the hierarchy of the Church
in the exercise of the power of governance bestowed on them in accord with the
norm of law (c 979)

In an Eastern Church, this communion in the execution of the power of
administration is expressed in its fullness in the Holy Episcopal Synod as the totality
of power given by Christ to the Bishops of the Church exists in the Holy Synod.
This power is exercised in a synodal manner.  In the exercise of this Synodal power
or diaconia to generate more and more communion or fellowship and to achieve the
mission entrusted to the Church, the entire Christian Faithful participates in it.  This
is, in fact, actualized through the curia of a Church.  What is said about the exercise
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of the primatial power of the Roman Pontiff through the Roman Curia is also
applicable to the exercise of power or diacona of the Major Archbishop Catholicos
or Patriarch with the Holy Episcopal Synod of an Eastern Catholic Church: “For the
Roman Curia came into existence for this purpose, that the fruitful communion we
mentioned  might be strengthened and make ever more bountiful progress, rendering
more effective the task of pastor of the Church which Christ entrusted to Peter and
his successors, a task that has been growing and expanding from day to day” (Pastor
Bonus 3)

The hierarchical offices of an Eastern Church are organized according to
the norms of the CCEO which in turn is built up in terms of the principle of
subsidiarity. The “Guidelines for the Revision of the Code of Oriental Canon Law”
says: “In the same manner, also, it must be born in mind that, ordinarily, the bishop
should not do that which others in his diocese are in a position to carry out, on the
contratry, he should be careful to respect the legitimate competence of others, grant
his cooperators the requisite faculties of which they are in need, and support the
rightful initiatives both of individuals and of groups” {Nuntia 3 (1976) 21}.

To carry out the common goals of an Eastern Catholic Church, the CCEO
stipulates that a Major Archbishop or Patriarch must have at his see a curia, distinct
from the curia of the eparchy of the Patriarch or Major Archbishop,  which comprises
the permanent synod, the bishops of the Major Archiepiscopal curia, the ordinary
tribunal of the Curia, the finance officer, the chancellor, the liturgical commission
as well as other commissions which by law are attached to the curia (cc152, 114 §
1). It becomes clear that the canons that the commissions of a Church is attached to
the Curia.  Speaking on the commissions, the CCEO further states: “The liturgical
commission, which every Patriarchal Curia must have, and other commissions
prescribed for the Churches sui iuris, are erected by the Patriarch and are made up
of persons appointed by him; they also are governed by norms established by him,
unless the law provides otherwise” (c 124).

The ancient apostolic Church of the St. Thomas Christians, the Malankara
Church, is rooted in the ecclesial tradition and discipline that developed in Malankara,
which was enriched by its relation with the apostolic Churches of the Syrian Orient.
This St. Thomas Christian tradition is known for its custom of the participation of
the laity in the daily life of the Church without prejudice to the preeminent role of
priesthood and its gradation including chief-priests as willed by Jesus.

In accordance with the hierarchical order of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church after its elevation to the present canonical status in the year 2005, the Major
Archbishop-Catholicos convened the then-existing Council of Hierarchs of the
Church and constituted the Holy Episcopal Synod and the Permanent Synod for
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assisting the Major Archbishop-Catholicos in the governance of the Church.  Then
the Major Archbishop Catholicos and the Holy Episcopal Synod, further constituted
commissions to facilitate the participation of the faithful, especially the laity, in the
daily life of the Church.  As participating in the ministry of diaconia of the Holy
Synod, these Commissions are called Synodal Commissions.  There are eighteen
such commissions to pursue the eighteen apostolates of the Church {See details in
MALANKARA 1/3 (2006) 43-66}.

The Synodal Commissions are constituted so that the different apostolates
of the Church might be promoted.  They help the Major Archbishop-Catholicos and
the Holy Episcopal Synod in the exercise of the rights and obligations vested in
them for the good and the service of the whole Malankara Catholic Church. It
generates diaconia and communion in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  They
are the signposts and organs of the ecclesial activity of the Church. They are meant
for co-operation of the Christian faithful, that is, the Laity, the Religious and the
Clergy, in the life of our Church. Speaking on the role of the Synodal Commissions,
His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios Catholicos of venerable memory stated:
“The participation of all men and women of our Church, belonging to all states of
life, in the daily life of our Church has to be ensured in accordance with the canonical
structures, offices and institutions envisaged in the common law and the genuine
traditions of the St. Thomas Christian Church of Malankara.  The participation of
the laity in the day to day life and administration of our Church has to be reinstated
in accordance with the norms of the holy canons. The various Synodal Commissions
… are resources of theological thinking, spiritual store-houses and workshops of
practical application in their respective domain” {Opening Message of the Second
Holy Synod in MALANKARA 1/ 3 (2006) 6}.

The Holy Episcopal Synod of the Church also directs the Eparchial Bishops
to constitute Eparchial Commissions as extensions of the Synodal Commissions in
the respective Eparchy.  While the Synodal Commissions are responsible for the
planning and direction of the various apostolates of the Church, the Eparchial
Commissions are the executive organs at the Eparchial level.  Thus the apostolic
activities of our Church are well planned, coordinated and executed.  Each Synodal
Commission will have a supervisory role in the respective domain of its service and
apostolate of the Church.

Every Commission is headed by a Chairman, who is a Bishop, assisted by a
Secretary.  The Chairman is chosen by the Synod and appointed by the Catholicos.
The secretary of each commission is selected by the chairman and appointed by the
Catholicos.  The Chairmen can select the Consultors for their respective commissions
after consulting with the concerned Eparchial Bishops.

The aims and objectives of each Synodal Commission is enunciated by the
respective Commission.  The plan of action of each commission to carry out the
respective apostolate of the Church entrusted to the Commission.  For this, each
commission can form subcommittees and working cells.

As we all know, the Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church and its various organs have been constituted and are coming alive.  It is
through their actual praxis that norms should evolve.  In fact, the participatory role
ascribed to the Synodal Commissions in the life and mission of the Syro-Malankara
Church is a unique contribution to the Church.  It is rooted in the participatory role
of the Christian Faithful of the St. Thomas Christian Church tradition in the daily
life of the Church.

 The importance of the Synodal Commission is highlighted in this issue, as
the chief event that took place during the period of this issue of the MALANKARA
was the Assembly of all the Chairmen, Secretaries and Consultors of all the eighteen
Synodal Commission held on 5 March 2008 as prelude to the Sixth Ordinary Holy
Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  This assembly was as a
sign of the communion, vitality and apostolic zeal of the Church. The participation
of 260 people of the 280 Consultors invited from far and near bore testimony to the
active interest of our Laity and Clergy in the life our Church.  The assembly gave an
occasion to communicate the aims and objectives of the Synodal commissions to
the Consultors.  It gave an orientation of the functioning of the Synodal Commissions.
The exuberance of enthusiasm of Faithful of our Church was very encouraging to
the members of the Holy Episcopal Synod that met for its Sixth Ordinary Session.

This issue of the MALANKARA gives the report and decisions of the Sixth
Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod that was convoked in two sessions, 5 to 7 March
and 15-17 July 2008.  This Synod is important for its thorough study of the proposed
“Code of Particular Canons of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church” by the Holy
Episcopal Synod and for the decision to confer ecclesiastical titles of honour on the
members of the distinguished Laity of our Church. They will be reported in the next
issue of MALANKARA.

We, the Editors, are happy to present this issue of MALANKARA, which
contains, in addition to the report of the Assembly of the Members and Consultors
of the Synodal Commissions and that of the Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod
of our Church, the reports of certain Synodal Commissions and the Pastoral Letters
and Circulars issued during this period.

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 THE OPENING MESSAGE
OF HIS BEATITUDE THE CATHOLICOS

AT THE SIXTH ORDINARY HOLY EPISCOPAL SYNOD
OF THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH

HELD FROM 5 TO 7 MARCH 2008

Venerable Synod Father,

It gives me great happiness in welcoming you, my venerable brothers
in the Episcopate of our Church, to this Holy Episcopal Synod.

Again, in the season of the Lent, we are gathered together in the Holy
Synod. This is the sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of our Church and is
convoked in the backdrop of the just concluded assembly of the Chairmen,
Secretaries, Members and Consultors of the eighteen Synodal Commissions
that assist the Church in executing her vision and mission in the world.  The
presence of the participants – Priests, Religious and Laity – from all fields of
our apostolate and from all parts of the world is a sign of the active participation
of our People in the life of our Church.

The Sixth Holy Episcopal Synod goes down in the annals of our Church
as the one that welcomed His Excellency Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, the
newly ordained Eparchial Bishop of Muvattupuzha to the Synodal communion.

I
would like to urge all concerned to pool their time and expertise to complete
the codification of the Particular Law of our Church.  This would ensure a
canonical solidity to the decisions of the HES and impart legitimacy to some
of our stand-points.

Being gathered in the HES of the Church during the Lenten season is a
special blessing for the Episcopate of our Church.  We ponder over the affairs
of the Church when the entire Church is in an atmosphere of prayer and fasting
and communion with God.  May God the father with his love, his only Son
with his salvific grace and the Holy Spirit with his inspiration enlighten us
during the days of this Holy Synod!  May this Synodal gathering be for the
greater glory of the Triune God and for the good of the Church!

I declare this Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of our Church open.

Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod
REPORT

FIRST SESSION
 (5–7 March 2008)

His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos convoked the Sixth
Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church at the Synod
Hall of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia in the Catholicate Centre, Pattom, Trivandrum
from 5 to 7 March 2008.  The Holy Episcopal Synod (HES) began its first session at
6 p.m., after the Assembly of the Synodal Commissions which began at 9 a,m., on
Wednesday 5 March 2008 and ended at 4.30 p.m. All the Synod Fathers - His
Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos (President of the Synod), Most
Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar
Divannasios, Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios,
Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, Most Rev.
Joseph Mar Thomas and Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas – assembled at the
Catholicate Centre and went into the Synod Hall. Most Rev. Gevarghese Mar
Timotheos, Bishop Emeritus of Tiruvalla, requested the President for leave from
attending the Holy Episcopal Synod-in-Session from the afternoon of 6 March 2008
due to his ill-health.  As per CCEO c 109, he was granted leave.

Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of Major Archiepiscopal Curia,
recorded the acts of the Synod, except for those matters listed under “Matters sub-
secreto.”

His Beatitude, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis said the opening prayer and
welcomed all the Bishops for the Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church.  His Beatitutude welcomed very specially His Excellency
Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios, the newly ordained Eparchial Bishop of
Muvattupuzha.  His Beatitude lauded the new Bishop for his excellent qualities as
an organizer and as administrator of the various apostolates and offices entrusted to
him in the Malankara Catholic Church in general and the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla
in particular.  His Beatitude said that the new Bishop’s qualities as a vigilant pastor
of souls will stand in good stead as an Eparchial Bishop.  His Beatitude wished that
Most Rev. Mar Julios’ Episcopal ministry in the Episcopal and Synodal communion
of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church bear beneficial fruits for the Church.  In his
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opening message, His Beatitude high-lighted the enthusiasm of the People of God in
the apostolates of our Church and their expectation from the HES as exhibited in the
concluding assembly of the Synodal Commissions. His Beatitude mentioned that
the points, such as the revision of the civil law on the registration of Christian
marriages blessed in our churches, the need to produce a certificate of HIV and
AIDS test before marriage, which the Assembly of the Synodal Commissions brought
to the attention of the HES, are issues that should be seriously discussed.  The HES
being in-session during the Lenten season is a special blessing for the Episcopate of
our Church.  For, the Synod Fathers ponder over the affairs of the Church when the
entire Church is engaged in prayer and fasting and is in communion with God.  His
Beatitude wished that God the Father with his love, his only Son with his salvific
grace and the Holy Spirit with his inspiration enlighten the Bishops gathered in the
Holy Synod.  His Beatitude prayed that the Synodal gathering be for the greater
glory of the Triune God and for the good of the Church.  With these words, His
Beatitude the Catholicos declared the Synod open.

THE PRESENTATION OF THE AGENDA

His Beatitude, the President of the HES, presented the agenda of the Synod:
1. Report of the Fifth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod
2. Decisions of the Fifth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod
3. Codification of the Particular Law of the SMCC
4. Evaluation of the Assembly of the Synodal Commissions

The agenda was approved with the addition of the following topics: report of
the ETROI (Extraterritorial Regions outside India) and the implementation of the
synodal decision on permanent diaconate.

The Sixth Holy Episcopal Synod

The Report and the Decisions of the Fifth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod held
from 9 to 12 October 2007

The Report, the Decisions and the Guidelines of the Fifth Ordinary Holy
Episcopal Synod held from 9 to 12 October 2007 were read out by Most Rev. Thomas
Mar Koorilos, the Secretary of the HES. During the discussion and clarifications on
the matter presented, it was pointed out that those matters discussed and decisions
taken on the Extraterritorial Regions of the Church outside India should be recorded
in full in the report and included in the guidelines given by the Synod.  The Secretary
noted them down.

With the above-mentioned correction, the report, the decisions and the guidelines
were proposed to be passed by Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios.  Most Rev. Yoohanon
Mar Chrysostom supported the proposal. They were passed unanimously.

THE DELIBERATIONS

The Codification of the Particular Law

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos reported the progress of the codification of
the Particular Law to the Synod. Rev. Fr. John Kochuthundil, the Convenor of the
Commission for the Codification of the Particular Law completed the drafting of the
unfinished parts of the draft and submitted a fresh one.

What should be the content of the Particular Law?  The HES, taking into
consideration the criteria followed in the codification so far, laid down the following
guidelines:

a. The proposed Code, being a Code of Particular Law of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church should confine itself to the codification of the Partircular
Law as required by the CCEO.  The Code shall not repeat what is already
treated in the CCEO.  This may create confusions

b. Wherever necessary, the Oriental characteristics, Antiochene traditions and
the Malankara disciplinary patrimony should emerge.

c. Legislation of “more particular laws” should be left to the Eparchies.

d. The canonical status and legal effects of priests who leave priesthood should
be clarified in the PL.  In the context of the Universal Church and the particular
context of our Church, the canonical status of married clergy and how married
men could be promoted to priesthood should be dealt with.

e. Norms for promotion of candidates to Permanent Diaconate should be codified.

f. Laws on salary and maintenance of priests and the legal ownership of their
assets after their death should be treated in the Particular Law.

g. In the section on “Religious”, special mention should be made on the status
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and role of Bethany Ashram in the Church.  The role and functions of other
religious congregations working in the Malankara Catholic Church should
also be delineated in the Code.

h. In the realm of liturgy and interritual matters, care should be taken to give
effective guidelines and clarifications to those who have obtained biritual
faculties and how they should use it.  Similarly the use of Episcopal and other
insignia should be regulated.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos and the team of experts shall revise the draft
according to these principles.  Thereafter, after the plenary meeting of the Commission
for Codification of the Particular Law of the MCC, it shall be presented before the
HES for approval.

It was decided that the Holy Episcopal Synod-in-session shall have an extended
session (second session) to approve the final draft of the Code of Particular Law of
the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, from 4 p.m. on 15 July to 17 July 2008.
Thereafter, the acts of the codification shall be sent to the Holy See.

The Construction of the Catholicate Centre

Mr. Saiju, the Architect of the proposed Catholicate Centre and Rev. Fr. Jose
Kizhakkedath, the Finance Officer of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia were called in
to introduce the plan and the front elevation of the proposed centre.  They presented
the plan.  In the course of the presentation it was suggested that an auditorium could
be constructed over the present Mar Ivanios block giving a face-lift to the present
building to integrate it with the main block to be constructed.  This would give the
possibility of having more rooms for guests and others in St. Aloysius Block. The
HES suggested further modifications in the front elevation.

Mr. Saiju left the synod hall.  Rev. Fr. Jose Kizhakkedath presented the accounts
of the Curia.  In the context of the discussion on the expenses of the construction of
the chapel of the proposed Catholicate Centre, which would be sponsored by the
MCC in America, it was clarified by Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas that the promised
amount is inclusive of the donations from the Priests working in America.  Rev. Fr.
Augustine Mangalath has to be intimated about this.  It was also suggested that the
funding agencies should be given a report of the progress of the project.

The Report of the Apostolic Visitator of the ETRI

Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas, the Apostolic Visitator to the Extraterritorial
Regions of the MCC in India, presented a report of his visitation.  In the discussion
and responses that followed, it was suggested that the report should highlight the
ecumenical role of our Church, and the importance of the liturgical life of our people,
in the lack of which our people leave the Catholic Church.

In the part on recommendations to the Holy See, it could be suggested that the

Report
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Syro-Malankara Catholic be granted “all-India jurisdiction” as it would be the ideal
solution.  If this is not possible at present, at least an Eparchy be erected as a canonical
provision for the effective ecclesial and pastoral care of the faithful in the ETRI.

The Synod discussed ways and means to promote priestly vocations for the
ETRI.  The canonical status (incardination) of such priests was also considered.  It
was decided that each Eparchy shall promote vocations in view of the ETRI and the
candidates could be formed in the respective Eparchial minor seminaries.

The effective deployment of priests in the ETR was discussed.  It was decided
that the priests from the Eparchies working in the Extraterritorial Regions be entrusted
to the Apostolic Visitator.  The Apostolic Visitator could transfer them to other
personal parishes or mission centres giving prior information to their respective
Eparchial Metropolitans.

To ascertain which properties are entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator by the
Eparchies, it was decided that the names of the properties and their places shall be
spelt out clearly. In this context, the relation and the co-operation of the Religious in
the organisation of the ecclesial life, both within and without the territorium proprium
of the Church, was discussed. It was decided that, in order to promote co-operation
in apostolic activities and to discuss canonical matters in this regard, a meeting of
the Major Superiors (Superiors General and Provincial Superiors) of Bethany Ashram,
Bethany Convent and the DM Sisters shall be organised, as per CCEO c 102 §3, at
4.30 p.m. on Thursday, 20 November 2008 on the sidelines of the Seventh Ordinary
Holy Episcopal Synod to be convoked from 18 to 21 November 2008 at the
Catholicate Centre, Pattom, Trivandrum.

The Report of the Apostolic Visitator of the Extraterritorial Regions outside
India (ETROI)

Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, the Apostolic Visitator to America and Europe
introduced the report of the ecclesial life and organisation of the Malankara Catholics
in the ETROI.  The discussion that ensued focussed mainly on the financial situation
of the communities organised in America.  It was decided to constitute a committee
consisting of Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos and Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar
Chrysostom to study the canonical and financial status of our Church in America
and to propose solutions for a stable ecclesial organisation of our Church there.

Report on the St. Mary’s Malankara Seminary and its Staff-Fixation for the
Academic Year 2008-’09

The Report on the St. Mary’s Malankara Seminary submitted by the Rector was
examined by the Synod.  In the evaluation and discussion that followed, the following
decisions were made:

a. The Seminary Commission: The Seminary Commission shall be expanded
with two Vice-Chairmen – Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios and
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Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios – along with His Beatitude, Moran Mor
Baselios Cleemis Catholicos, the Chairman of the Commission.

b. In view of appointing him as member of the Historical Commission for the
Cause of Canonisation of the Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios, Rev.
Fr. Jose Mariadas Padipurackal OIC shall be relieved from his office as
Dean of the Faculty of Philosophy.  However, he will continue as a Resident
Professor in the Faculty of the Seminary.  Rev. Fr. Daniel Mangalath shall
be appointed the new Dean.

c. Rev. Fr. Placid Thompiladimuriyil OIC and Rev. Fr. Vincent from the Eparchy
of Marthandom shall be appointed Resident Staff of the Seminary after due
consultation with their Provincial Superior and Eparchial Bishop respectively.

d. The statutes of the Seminary shall be revised.  In the mean time, it is decided
that any member of the Staff of the Seminary shall obtain the prior permission
from His Beatitude the Catholicos and the respective Eparchial Metropolitan
to go on leave for more than two weeks.

In view of the formation of the Seminarians in general, it is to be accepted as a
rule, that Minor Seminary Rectors are not to be appointed as vicars of parishes.

Common Collections
The HES took up for deliberation the topic of common collections raised in the

Church to determine the mode of collecting them and to ascertain to whom they
would belong.  It was decided that the Seminary Day shall be in the month of May,
not on Maundy Thursday as is now observed. Though Maundy Thursday is ideal for
such a collection, the liturgical context of the Passion Week does not suit for publicity
of vocations and for monetary collections to support the seminary.  With regard to
the distribution of the collection, half of the amount shall be set apart for the Minor
Seminary and the other half for the Major Seminary.  The amount that is due to the
Major Seminary shall be sent to the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

The total collection from each Eparchy and the Extraterritoral Regions on the
Catholicos’ Day in February shall be sent over to the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.
As a custom, this shall be brought by the respective Eparchial Bishop or Apostolic
Visitator at the convocation of the HES that falls after the Catholicos’ Day and
handed over to the Catholicos personally.  The money will be utilised for the expenses
of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

The Youth Day and Laity Day collections are for the activities of the Youth and
the Laity of the respective Eparchies and ETR.

The Mission Sunday collection and the Holy Land Collection are sent directly
by each Eparchy and ETR to the Apostolic Nunciature.

Report
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The Cause of Canonisation of the Servant of God, Archbishop Mar Ivanios
The Chancellor, who is also the Postulator of the Cause of Canonisation of the

Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios, was asked to report to the HES the progress
of the Cause.  He briefed the Synod that efforts are being made to constitute the
Historical and Theological Commissions and the Tribunal for the examination of
witnesses.  His Beatitude the Catholicos was contacting experts on the matter.  It
was expected that those teams could be commissioned under oath on or before 15
July 2008, the annual commemoration feast of the Servant of God Archbishop Mar
Ivanios.

Common Celebrations
His Grace Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, Metropolitan Archbishop of

Tiruvalla who hosts the 78th Reunion Day celebrations informed the HES that the
celebrations will be held at Kattappana on 19 and 20 September.  20 September
being a Saturday, the celebrations will end on that day instead of the usual 21
September.  19 September will be the day of the conventions of the different
Associations.  Celebrations on 20 September will begin with the concelebrated Holy
Qurbono.  This year being “the Year of the Word of God”,  a reading of selected
passages of the Bible with messages from His Beatitude the Catholicos and the
Apostolic Nuncio would be appropriate.  The celebrations shall end with a rally.

In this context, a discussion was held to the effect that all the Bishops of our
Church shall be present, as far as possible, for all the common functions of our
Church.

It was informed that the valedictory function of the Platinum Jubilee celebrations
of the Archieparchies of Trivandrum and Tiruvalla are to take place towards the end
of December 2008.  The possible date of the celebration in the Major Archieparchy
of Trivandrum would be on 27 or 29 December.  The day will be finalised on obtaining
the confirmation expected from His Eminence Leonardo Cardinal Sandri, the Prefect
of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches, who is invited to grace the occasion
and to visit our Church.  The date of celebrations of the Archieparchy of Tiruvalla
will be fixed accordingly.

Permanent Diaconate
The reinstatement of the Permanent Diaconate in the Malankara Catholic Church

was in principle decided already by the HES. To work out the modalities for the
same, a team consisting of Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios and Abraham Mar Julios
would study the matter and submit proposals in the next HES.

Approval of Liturgical Books
The Passion (Hâsa) Week Canonical Prayers and the Order of Services of the
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Passion Week (Hâsa Sushrûshakramam) for the use of the Faithful, which were
printed and published ad experimnetum by the Synodal Commission for Liturgy
were placed before the HES.  The HES directed that the text, after having included
the corrections and suggestions received after its use during the forthcoming Passion
Week, shall be presented before the next HES for approval.

The HES considered the observations received from various sections of the
Faithful concerning the institution narrative of certain Anaphorae printed in the
recently approved and published Takso of the Holy Qurbono.  It was decided that
the institution narrative of St. Jacob’s Anaphora which could be used in all other
Anaphorae be printed on a separate card, laminated and circulated for use.

The HES wanted that the revision of the Divyanidhi (book of occasional prayers
and blessings) be completed and published soon.  His Excellency Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasios would help His Grace Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos
in completing the revision.

Evaluation of the Functioning of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia
The Chancellor, Rev. Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC informed the HES of the

increasing work-load in the Chancery and other offices of the Curia.  His Beatitude,
the Catholicos volunteered to grant the service of a Regent who could assist the
Chancellor in his office works

Matters subsecreto
His Beatitude, the Catholicos introduced the matters subsecreto and it was

deliberated upon in the Holy Synod.  The Secretary of the HES, His Grace Thomas
Mar Koorilos maintains the minutes of the session separately.

Other Relevant Matters with the Permission of the President

Alienation of the properties of the Eparchy of Bathery
Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, the Metropolitan of Bathery submitted

to the HES two applications, requesting permission to alienate two properties - 10
acres of land at Arattuthara and 54 acres of the estate at Edakon, Kannur District - of
the Eparchy of Bathery, in order to clear the debts of the Eparchy.  The Eparchy has
to clear a loan of Rupees ten crores taken from the Federal Bank.  His Excellency
also informed the HES that the matter was discussed in the Eparchial Council, the
Presbyteral Council and the Priests’ General Assembly of the Eparchy.  All these
fora endorsed the proposal.

The HES, after evaluating the proposal, decided to endorse the request of Most
Rev. Geevarghese Mar Diavannios. His Beatitude, the Catholicos is requested to
give in writing the permission for the same.

Minor Basilica status for Church of St. Mary of Peace
The Holy Episcopal Synod considered a request from the Major Archieparchy

of Trivandrum to request the Holy See to elevate the Church of St. Mary Queen of
Peace, Palayam, located in the heart of the city of Trivandrum, the capital of the
state of Kerala in India, to the status of a Minor Basilica.  The church founded by the
Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios of revered memory and nurtured by his
illustrious predecessors Archbishop Benedict Mar Gregorios and Major Archbishop
Moran Mor Cyril Baselios Catholicos, has served as a centre of spiritual life in the
city and remains a place of solace to thousands irrespective of caste and creed.
Being the first parish church of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, it has a great
historical importance. The Faithful nurture a particular spiritual and sentimental
attachment to this church. Further, during this year, along with the Major Archieparchy
of Trivandrum, the church is celebrating its platinum jubilee. Taking into consideration
the historical and ecclesial importance of the church of St. Mary Queen of Peace
and the pastoral and spiritual benefit of the Faithful, the Holy Episcopal Synod,
solemnly decided to request the Holy See to raise the Church of St. Mary Queen of
Peace, Palayam, Trivandrum, Kerala to the status of a Minor Basilica, so that it
would be a Platinum Jubilee memorial for the entire Church. The Holy Episcopal
Synod requested its President, the Major Archbishop-Catholicos to initiate necessary
process.

CONCLUSION
It was agreed upon that the next and the Seventh Ordinary Holy Episcopal

Synod be convoked from 18 to 21 November 2008. The Holy Episcopal Synod Fathers
will assemble at the Catholicate Centre in the evening on 17 November and spend
the time till noon of 18 November in recollection.

His Beatitude the Catholicos thanked all the Synod Fathers for their participation
in the Synod.  His Beatitude also thanked the personnel of the Major Archiepiscopal
Curia for their prompt and painstaking preparations for the conduct of the Assembly
of the Synodal Commissions and the HES. His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios
Cleemis Catholicos said the concluding prayers and imparted the apostolic blessing.
The first session of the Sixth Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church ended at 12.30 noon on 7 March 2008.

SECOND SESSION
(15 – 17 July 2008)

At 4 p.m., on 15 July 2008, the 55th Commemoration Feast of the Servant of
God Archbishop Mar Ivanios, His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos
(President of the HES), Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of the HES),
Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios, Most
Rev. Abraham Mar Julios and Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas – assembled at the
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Catholicate Centre and went into the Synod Hall.

Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos,
Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas had requested leave of absence from the session of
the Synod.

Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of Major Archiepiscopal Curia,
recorded the acts of the Synod.

His Beatitude, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis said the opening prayer and
welcomed all the Bishops present for the Synod. The Synod Fathers present
unanimously accepted as legitimate the absence of the other members.

THE AGENDA

The following agenda was introduced by His Beatitude:

2. The titles of honour and appreciation to be bestowed on the Laity
3. Other points, if any, with the approval of the Synod

The members proposed to include the following topics on the agenda.
a. Representation in the forthcoming FABC meeting
b. The needs of our Church in Germany

The agenda was approved.
THE DELIBERATIONS

The study of the draft of the particular law of the SMCC

The Synod began the study of the draft of the particular law.  Besides the Chancellor
Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, who is a member of the Expert Committee, Rev. Fathers
John Kochuthundil and Thomas Kuzhinapurath were called in to the Synod Hall to
assist the study of the draft.  The draft was examined canon by canon.  During the
discussions it was decided that,

a. the collection of the Particular Law of the SMCC shall be called THE CODE
OF PARTICULAR CANONS OF THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC
CHURCH

b. the changes suggested by the Synod Fathers shall be incorporated into the
draft and a new draft be prepared by the Expert Committee and submitted to
the Seventh Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod convoked in November 2008.

The titles of honour and appreciation to be bestowed on the Laity
The Synod Fathers deliberated on the titles of honour to be bestowed on the

Laity of our Church in recongnition of their merritorius service rendered to the
building up of the Malankara Catholic Church and the Reunion Movement.  It was
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discussed in the context of the administrative arrangements of the Church and the
titles bestowed on the members of the Clergy after our Church was raised to the
Major Archiepiscopal status.  The HES laid down the following norms for the
conferral of the title.

1. According to the norm of CCEO c 89 §3,  the titles of Corepiscopo and
Ramban are conferred on Presbyters by the Major Archbishop Catholicos
only.

2. The titles of honour in recognition of the meritorious service rendered by the
Laity in the building-up of the Church be instituted in the Church and conferred
on the Laity.

3. Malankara Sabhâ Ratnam shall be the highest title of honour and appreciation
for the Laity in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. This title is conferred
by the Major Archbishop Catholicos only.

4. Bâr Îtho Brîro / Baz Îtho Brîrtho,  the
Faithful Son / Daughter of the Church shall be a higher title of honour and ap
preciation in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  Those engaged in the
building up of the Church inspired by the Holy Spirit of God will be given a
medal in which is engraved the symbol of the Holy Spirit together with the
special dress of honour. This title is conferred by the Major Archbishop
Catholicos only.

5. Bâr Îtho Sarîro / Baz Îtho Sarîrtho  the
Good Son/Daughter of the Church is the highest  title of honour and
appreciation in an Eparchy of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. This
title is conferred by the Eparchial Bishop. The recipient is given a medal in
which is engraved the icon of the Mother of God along with the special dress
of honour.

6. Bâr Îtho Kâsîro /Baz  Îtho Kâsîrtho  the
Diligent Son / Daughter of the Church is a higher title of honour and
appreciation in an Eparchy of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. This
title is conferred by the Eparchial Bishop. The recipient is given a medal in
which is engraved the icon of St. Thomas the Apostle along with the dress of
honour.

7. For a Lay Faithful to be considered to be invested with a title of honour and
appreciations, he or she should:

1o. have completed fifty years of age

2o be outstanding in solid Catholic faith, good morals, piety, zeal for ecclesial
life and prudence

7o
. be presently active in parish life, Idavaka Pothuyogam, Prârthana

Yogangal, MCA and other pious associations of our Church

8o
. have to his / her credit notable achievement in and for the service of the

Syro-Malankara Catholic Church

8. The Major Archbishop Catholicos after due consultation with the Holy
Episcopal Synod confers the Malankara Ecclesial Titles on the Clerics and
Laity according to the norm of CCEO c 89 §3.

9. The Eparchial Bishop after due consultation with the Presbyteral Council
and the Proto-Presbyter and the Parish Priest of the Lay Faithful on whom
the title is to be bestowed confers the Eparchial Ecclessiastical title of honour
and appreciations.

10. On conferring certain honorary titles, the competent authority can, in
consideration of the circumstances and the state of the person considered,
can exempt the person from any of the above-mentioned requirements.

11. The following are the rights and obligations of the holder of the Ecclesial
Titles of Malankara Sabhâ Ratnam and Bâr Îtho Brîro / Baz Îtho Brîrtho

1o. He / she has the privilege of using the insignia proper to the title bestowed
on him / her within the territorial boundaries of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church.

2o. With due regard for the titles of honour conferred by the Roman Pontiff,
he / she enjoys the first place of dignity among the Laity of the Syro-
Malankara Church according to the order in which he / she was bestowed
with the title.

3o. He / she is to be convoked to the Major Archiepiscopal Assembly of our
Church and to the Pastoral Council of his / her Eparchy and Ecclesiastical
District

4o. With due regard for his / her competence and expertise, the Major
Archbishop-Catholicos may commit functions of representing the Church
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in ecclesiastical bodies where members of the Laity are represented.

5o. In the event of his / her death he / she is to be accorded a burial with
ecclesiastical honour. The Major Archbishop-Catholicos or his delegate
leads the liturgy of his / her funeral.

6o. He / she is obliged to participate in common liturgical services of the
Church with his / her special dress and the insignia.

7o. He / she should work diligently for the well-being of the Church.

8o. He / she has the obligation to continue to lead an exemplary Christian
life after the reception of the title of honour and appreciation. The Major
Archbishop-Catholicos can suppress the title of honour and appreciation
if his / her life becomes a cause of scandal.

12. The following are the rights and obligations of the holder of the Eparchial
Ecclesiastical Title of honour and appreciation:

1o. He / she has the privilege of using the insignia proper to the title bestowed
on him / her within the territorial boundaries of his / her own Eparchy.

2o. With due regard for the titles of honour conferred by the Roman Pontiff,
and the Major Archbishop-Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church he / she enjoys the first place of dignity among the Laity of the
Eparchy according to the order in which he / she was bestowed with the
title.

3o. He / she is to be convoked to the Pastoral Council of his / her Eparchy
and Ecclesiastical District

4o. With due regard for his / her competence and expertise, the Eparchial
Bishop may commit functions of representing the Eparchy in
ecclesiastical bodies where members of the Laity are represented.

5o. In the event of his / her death he / she is to be accorded a burial with
ecclesiastical honour. The Eparchial Bishop or his delegate leads the
liturgy of his / her funeral.

6o. He / she is obliged to participate in common liturgical services of the
Eparchy with his / her special dress and the insignia.

7o. He / she should work diligently for the well-being of the Church.

8o. He / she has the obligation to continue to lead an exemplary Christian
life after the reception of the title of honour and appreciation. The
Eparchial Bishop can suppress the title of honour and appreciation if
his/ her life becomes a cause of scandal.

13. This year it is not foreseen to confer the title of Malankara Sabhâ Ratnam
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and Bâr Îtho Brîro / Baz Îtho Brîrtho on any one. The Eparchial titles of
honour and appreciation can be conferred on persons of the Eparchy this
year according to the following numbers assigned to each Archieparchy /
Eparchy:

Major Archieparchy of Trivandrum 4
Archieparchy of Tiruvalla 3
Eparchy of Bathery 2
Eparchy of Marthandom 2
Eparchy of Muvattupuzha 2
Eparchy of Mavelikara 2
ETRI 3
USA 2

14. In each Archieparchy and Eparchy, at least one recipient shall be a woman.

15. The announcement of the recipients of the titles of honour and appreciation
shall be made during the 78th Reunion Day Celebrations at Ranny from 18-
20 September 2008. The titles shall be conferred by the respective Eparchial
Bishops or Apostolic Visitators at a meeting convened for the same at the
place designated by them.

Representation in the forthcoming FABC meeting

The representation of the Malankara Catholic Church in the forthcoming FABC
meeting to be held in Bangalore from 11 to 20 January 2009 was discussed.  Most
Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios and Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios were nominated to
attend the meeting.

The needs of our Church in Germany

The need of having a place as a centre of fellowship and worship for our Faithful in
Germany was discussed. Various options were suggested. The Synod Fathers
suggested that Rev. Fr. Santhosh Koickal, who is now in Germany as the chaplain of
the Malankarites could explore the possibilities for the same.

Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod

DECISIONS

FIRST SESSION
 (5 – 7 March 2008)

The Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod that was convoked from 5 to 7 March
2008 and from 15 to 17 July 2008 took the following decisions.

I. On the Code of Particular Law of the SMCC
1. The Holy Episcopal Synod-in-session shall have another session (second session)

to approve the final draft of the Code of Particular Law, from 4 p.m. on 15 July
to 17 July 2008.  Thereafter, the acts of the codification shall be sent to the Holy
See.

II. On the Extraterritorial Regions of the SMCC in India
2. Each Eparchy shall promote vocations to priesthood in view of serving the ETRI

and the candidates could be formed in the respective Eparchial minor seminaries.
3. For the effective deployment of priests, the priests from the Eparchies working

in the Extraterritorial Regions shall be entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator.  The
Apostolic Visitator could transfer them to other personal parishes or mission
centres giving prior information to their respective Eparchial Metropolitan.

4.  The names of the properties that are entrusted to the Apostolic Visitator by the
Eparchies and their places shall be spelt out clearly.

III. To Invite the Major Superiors to a Meeting with the Holy Episcopal Synod
5. In order to promote co-operation in apostolic activities and to discuss canonical

matters in the organisation of the ecclesial life, both within and without the
territorium proprium of the Church, a meeting of the Major Superiors (Superiors
General and Provincial Superiors) of Bethany Ashram, Bethany Convent and
the DM Sisters shall be organised, as per CCEO c 102 §3, at 4.30 p.m. on
Thursday, 20 November 2008 on the sidelines of the Seventh Ordinary Holy
Episcopal Synod to be convoked from 18 to 21 November 2008 at the Catholicate
Centre, Pattom, Trivandrum.

IV. On the Extraterritorial Regions of the SMCC outside India
6. To constitute a committee consisting of Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos and

Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom to study the canonical and financial status
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of our Church in America and to propose solutions for a stable ecclesial
organisation of our Church there.

V. On St. Mary’s Malankara Seminary and Staff-Fixation for the Academic
Year 2008-’09

7.  The Seminary Commission shall be expanded with two Vice-Chairmen - Most
Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios and Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios - along
with His Beatitude, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos, the Chairman of
the Commission.

8.  In view of appointing him to the Historical Commission for the Cause of
Canonisation of the Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios, Rev. Fr. Jose
Mariadas Padipurackal OIC shall be relieved from his office as Dean of the
Faculty of Philosophy. He will continue as Resident Professor in the Faculty.
Rev. Fr. Daniel Mangalath shall be appointed the new Dean.

9.   Rev. Fr. Placid Thompiladimuriyil OIC and Rev. Fr. Vincent from the Eparchy of
Marthandom be appointed Resident Staff of the Seminary after due consultation
with their Provincial Superior and Eparchial Bishop respectively.

10. The statutes of the Seminary shall be revised.  In the mean time it is decided that
the Staff of the Seminary shall obtain the prior permission from His Beatitude
the Catholicos and the respective Eparchial Metropolitan to go on leave for
more than two weeks.

VI. On Common Collections
11. The Seminary Day shall be in the month of May, not on Maundy Thursday as is

now observed.  The day shall be fixed by his Beatitude, the Catholicos.  On that
day a collection in favour of the seminaries of our Church shall be taken in all
parishes and mission centres. Half of the amount shall be set apart for the Minor
Seminary of the respective Eparchy and half the amount for the Major Seminary.
The amount that accrues to the Major Seminary shall be sent to the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia.

12. The total collection from each Eparchy and the Extraterritoral Regions on the
Catholicos’ Day in February shall be given over to the Major Archiepiscopal
Curia.  As a custom, this shall be brought by the respective Eparchial Bishop or
Apostolic Visitator at the convocation of the HES that falls after the Catholicos’
Day and personally handed over to the Catholicos.  The money will be utilised
for the expenses of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

13. The Youth Day and Laity Day collections are for the activities of the Youth and
the Laity of the respective Eparchies and ETR.

14. The Mission Sunday collection and the Holy Land Collection are sent directly
by each Eparchy and ETR to the Apostolic Nunciature.
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VII. On Liturgical texts
15. The institution narrative of St. Jacob’s Anaphora which could be used in all

other Anaphoras be printed in a separate card, laminated and circulated for easy
reference and use along with the Takso.

VIII. On Permanent Diaconate
16. The modalities for the reinstitution of Permanent Diaconate in the Malankara

Catholic Church as decided already by the Holy Episcopal Synod shall be studied
by Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios and Most Rev. Abraham Mar Julios. They
shall submit the proposals to the next HES.

IX. Alienation of two properties of the Eparchy of Bathery
17. To grant permission to Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Diavannios, the Metropolitan

of Bathery, to alienate two properties - 10 acres of land at Arattuthara and 54
acres of the estate at Edakon, Kannur District - of the Eparchy of Bathery, in
order to clear the debts of the Eparchy.  His Beatitude, the Catholicos is requested
to give in writing the permission for the same.

X. Minor Basilica status for the Church of St. Mary Queen of Peace
18. To request the Holy See to raise the Church of St. Mary Queen of Peace, Palayam,

Trivandrum, Kerala to the status of a Minor Basilica, so that it would be a
Platinum Jubilee memorial for the entire Church, taking into consideration the
historical and ecclesial importance of the church of St. Mary Queen of Peace
and the pastoral and spiritual benefit of the Faithful.

SECOND SESSION
(15 – 17 July 2008)

XI. On the Particular Law of the SMCC
19. the collection of the Particular Law of the SMCC shall be called THE CODE

OF PARTICULAR CANONS OF THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC
CHURCH

20. the changes suggested by the Synod Fathers shall be incorporated into the draft
and a new draft be prepared by the Expert Committee and submitted to the Seventh
Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod convoked in November 2008.

XII.The titles of honour and appreciation to be bestowed on the Laity
The Holy Synod laid down the following norms for the conferral of the title of
honour and appreciation on the members of the Laity.

1. that the titles of Corepiscopo and Ramban are conferred on Presbyters by the
Major Archbishop Catholicos only according to the norm of CCEO c 89 §3

2. that titles of honour and appreciation in recognition of the meritorious service
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rendered by the Laity in the building-up of the Church be instituted in the
Church and conferred on the Laity

3. that Malankara Sabhâ Ratnam shall be the highest title of honour and
appreciation for the laity in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  This title is
conferred only by the Major Archbishop Catholicos.

4. That Bâr Îtho Brîro / Baz Îtho Brîrtho,  the
Faithful Son / Daughter of the Church shall be the higher title of honour and
appreciation in the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  Those engaged in building
up of the Church inspired by the Spirit of God will be given a medal in which
is engraved the symbol of the Holy Spirit together with the special dress of
honour. This title is conferred by the Major Archbishop Catholicos.

5. That Bâr Îtho Sarîro / Baz Îtho Sarîrtho   the
Good Son/Daughter of the Church is the highest honorary title of appreciation
in an Eparchy of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church.  This title is conferred
by the Eparchial Bishop. The recipient is given a medal in which is engraved
the icon of the Mother of God along with the special dress of honour.

6. That Bâr Îtho Kâsîro /Baz  Îtho Kâsîrtho  the
Diligent Son / Daughter of the Church is a higher title of honour and appreciation
in an Eparchy of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. This title is conferred
by the Eparchial Bishop. The recipient is given a medal in which is engraved
the icon of St. Thomas the Apostle along with the dress of honour.

7. For a Lay Faithful to be considered to be invested with a title of honour and
appreciations, he or she should:
1o. have completed fifty years of age
2o be outstanding in solid Catholic faith, good morals, piety, zeal for ecclesial

life and prudence
3o. be faithful to the liturgical, theological, spiritual and disciplinary patrimony

of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church
4o. enjoy good reputation in the society at large
5o. have completed the twelve-year catechetical formation of the Syro-

Malankara Catholic Church
6o. have been a member of the MCYM
7o. be presently active in parish life, Idavaka Pothuyogam,  Prarthana

Yogangal, MCA and other pious associations of our Church
8o. have to his / her credit notable achievement in and for the service of the

Syro-Malankara Catholic Church
8. The Major Archbishop Catholicos after due consultation with the Holy

Episcopal Synod confers the Malankara Ecclesial Titles on the Clerics and
Laity according to the norm of CCEO c 89 §3.

9. The Eparchial Bishop after due consultation with the Presbyteral Council and

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the Proto-Presbyter and the Parish Priest of the Lay Faithful on whom the title
is to be bestowed confers the Eparchial title of honour and appreciations.

10. On conferring certain honorary titles, the competent authority can, in
consideration of the circumstances and the state of the person considered, can
exempt the person from any of the above-mentioned requirements.

11. The following are the rights and obligations of the holder of the Ecclesial
Titles of Malankara Sabharatnam and Bâr Îtho Brîro / Barz Îtho Brîrtho
1o. He / she has the privilege of using the insignia proper to the title bestowed

on him / her within the territorial boundaries of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church.

2o. With due regard for the titles of honour conferred by the Roman Pontiff,
he / she enjoys the first place of dignity among the Laity of the Syro-
Malankara Church according to the order in which he / she was bestowed
with the title.

3o. He / she is to be convoked to the Major Archiepiscopal Assembly of our
Church and to the Pastoral Council of his / her Eparchy and Ecclesiastical
District

4o. With due regard for his / her competence and expertise, the Major
Archbishop-Catholicos may commit functions of representing the Church
in ecclesiastical bodies where members of the Laity are represented.

5o. In the event of his / her death he / she is to be accorded a burial with
ecclesiastical honour. The Major Archbishop-Catholicos or his delegate
leads the liturgy of his / her funeral.

6o. He / she is obliged to participate in common liturgical services of the
Church with his / her special dress and the insignia.

7o. He / she should work diligently for the well-being of the Church.

life after the reception of the title of honour and appreciation. The Major
Archbishop-Catholicos can suppress the title of honour and appreciation
if his / her life becomes a cause of scandal.

7o. He / she should work diligently for the well-being of the Church.

life after the reception of the title of honour and appreciation. The
Eparchial Bishop can suppress the title of honour and appreciation if
his / her life becomes a cause of scandal.

13. This year it is not foreseen to confer the title of Malankara Sahba Ratnam and
Bâr Îtho Brîro / Baz Îtho Brîrtho on any one. The Eparchial titles of honour
and appreciation can be conferred on persons of the Eparchy this year according
to the following numbers assigned to each Archieparchy / Eparchy:

14. In each Archieparchy and Eparchy, at least one recipient shall be a woman.
15. The announcement of the recipients of the titles of honour and appreciation

shall be made during the 78th Reunion Day Celebrations at Ranny from 18-
20 September 2008. The titles shall be conferred by the respective Eparchial
Bishops or Apostolic Visitators at a meeting convened for the same at place
designated by them.

Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod

GUIDELINES

The Sixth Ordinary Holy Episcopal Synod of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church in its first session from 5 to 7 March 2008 issued the following
guidelines for the Codification of the Particular Law of this Church.

a. The proposed Code being a Code of the Particular Law of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church, it should confine itself to the codification
of the Particular Law as required by the CCEO.  The Code shall not
repeat what is already treated in the CCEO.  For, this may create
confusions

b. Wherever necessary the Oriental characteristics, Antiochene traditions
and the Malankara disciplinary patrimony should emerge.

c. Legislation of “more particular laws” should be left to the Eparchies.

d. The canonical status and legal effects of priests who leave priesthood
should be clarified in the Code of Particular Law.  In the context of the
Universal Church and the particular context of our Church, the canonical
status of married clergy and how married men could be promoted to
priesthood should be dealt with.

e. Norms for promotion candidates to Permanent Diaconate should be
codified.

f. Laws on salary and maintenance of priests and the legal ownership of
their assets after their death should be treated in the Particular Law.

g. In the section on “Religious”, special mention should be made on the
status and role of the Bethany Ashram in the Church.  The role and
functions of other religious congregations working in the Malankara
Catholic Church should be delineated in the Code.
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h. In the realm of liturgy and interritual matters, care should be taken to
give effective guidelines and clarifications to those who have obtained
biritual faculties how they should use it. Similarly the use of Episcopal
and other insignia should be regulated.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos and the team of experts shall revise the draft
according to these principles.  Thereafter, after plenary meeting of the
Commission for Codification of the Particular Law of the MCC, it shall be
presented before the HES for approval.

It was decided that the Holy Episcopal Synod-in-session shall have an
extended session (second session) to approve the final draft of the Code of
Particular Law, from 4 p.m. on 15 July to 17 July 2008.  Thereafter, the acts of
the codification shall be sent to the Holy See.

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THE VALEDICTORY MESSAGE
OF HIS BEATITUDE, THE CATHOLICOS

AT THE SIXTH ORDINARY HOLY EPISCOPAL SYNOD
OF THE SYRO-MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH

Venerable Synod Fathers,

This Holy Episcopal Synod is nearing its completion. We had met twice in
two sessions.  I thank you for your active participation in the deliberations of
the Holy Synod.

The Holy Episcopal Synod spent the greater part of the time to study the
draft of the proposed Code of Particular Canons of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church.  The updating of the disciplinary patrimony of our Church in accordance
with the time, the place and the circumstance of the Faithful of the Church
needs quite an amount of research and discernment.  The redactors of the draft
deserve compliments.  The draft we have now prepared should be made
available to the different expert and representative groups and sections of our
Church, so that there is a wider consultation with and participation of the entire
Clergy and the Faithful of our Church, in an important matter like this. I entrust
this task to the expert committee.

The decision to honour the Lay Christian Faithful of our Church conferring
on them ecclesiastical titles is a very important step we have taken. We should
in every way promote the role of the Laity in our Church in accordance with
our ancient tradition. Similarly, the empowerment of women in the Church
and society, the topic of discussion of the last assembly of the Catholic Bishops’
Conference of India, should obtain importance in our Church.  According to
our Particular Law, there is nothing that stands in the way of their participation
in the life and activities of the Church. It is noteworthy that we decided to
confer ecclesiastical titles on the women of our Church recognizing their part
in building up of the Malankara Catholic Church through the Reunion
Movement.

Already at the end of the fist session of this Holy Episcopal Synod, we had
expressed our concern on the attempt of the government to subvert the

educational system of our state introducing irreligious and atheistic Philosophy
in the curriculum of our schools. To respond effectively to this, we support
initiatives taken by the Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council. Likewise, I express
our deep concern at the growing tendency of the political parties to politicize
and divide the Indian society according to the caste and religion of the people.
The Church should be a corrective force in the society in this matter.

I thank our Lord Jesus Christ for his presence with us during these days,
guiding us with the enlightenment of the Holy Spirit.  I thank you, brother
Bishops, for taking time out of your busy schedule and for being in this synodal
communion.  It has really strengthened us.  The members of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia and the domestic staff of the Catholicate Centre did their
best for the good conduct of the Holy Synod.  Our thanks are their due.

I wish and pray that this Lenten season that ends up with the
commemoration of the Paschal Mystery of our Saviour Jesus Christ be a great
blessing for all of us.  I declare this Holy Episcopal Synod closed.

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The Malankara Catholic Church is anxions
about the tendencies detrimental to religious harmony

Thiruvananthapuram: The Synod of  the Malankara Catholic Church expressed its
anxiety over the activities and statements which destroy religious harmony in Kerala.
It is in a statement issued after  three-days-meeting of the Synod at Catholicate
center, Pattom, Trivandrum that this is made clear. The Synod will support the
decisions taken by the Kerala Catholic Bishops' Council regarding  matters related
to the educational reforms. The synod expressed its anxiety over the denial of justice
to the poor in the present developmental programmes and the Government Policy on
the use of  alcohol  which makes complete prohibition impossible.

The Synod exhorted the members of the Church that it would be safe for the
youngsters to undergo HIV test before marriage. The Synod discussed the matters
on the empowerment of women.  The Synod made it clear that it will accelerate the
activities that would encourage women to participate creatively in the various
apostolates of the Church.

As a further progress in the canonization of the Servant of God Mar Ivanios,
the Synod appointed three commissions. Bishop Dr. Abraham Mar Julios is appointed
chairman of the commission for Theology, which is under the authority of the Synod.

The Bishops visited earlier the  venue of’Satyagraha where the Kerala
Catholic Youth Movement was holding protest against ‘the eviction of  Moolampally’
and expressed the support of the Church to the fight for justice conducted by youth
movements of the Church.

Archbishop Thomas Mar Koorilos, Bishops Geevarghese Mar Divannasios,
Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Joshua Mar Ignathios, Abraham mar Julios, Geevarghese
Timotheos, Joseph Mar Thomas and Jacob Mar Barnabas participated in the Synod
which was presided over by His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos,
Major Archbishop of  the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. The Synod discussed
about the codification of the Church's ParticularLaw, the construction of the
Catholicate Centre, the working of the Malankara Major Seminary and the revision
of the Liturgical Texts.

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REPORT OF THE ASSEMBLY
OF THE SYNODAL COMMISSIONS

In accordance with  the decision of the Fifth Holy Episcopal Synod of our
Church convoked from 9 to 12 October 2007, an assembly of all the Secretaries,
Members and Consultors of the Synodal Commissions of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church and the office-bearers of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia was held
on 5 March 2008.  The purpose of the meeting was to conscientise the members   on
the scope and activities of the Commissions. All the Bishops of the Church were
present at the assembly.  Out of 300 invitees 280 were present.

At 8.30 a.m. the members arrived at the Catholicate Centre. After introduction
and refreshment, the participants registered their names and  received their file.

Inauguration

The inauguration was at 9 a.m.  It began with the Bible Reading. Most Rev.
Joshua Mar Ignathios said the opening prayer. Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, the
Secretary of the Holy Episcopal Synod, welcomed all the members.  He expressed
his desire that the gathering be another pentecostal experience to the Syro- Malankara
Catholic Church as all the participants have assembled here with the sole intention
of the building up the Church.At the very out set, His Grace felicitated His Beatitude
Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos, on the first anniversary of his enthronement
as the Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara CatholicChurch. He said that
although our  Church counts comparitively small  number of faithful on her roles,she
has been by the grace of God, held conspicuous in the Universal Church over since
her inception. Today God has raised our new Catholicos, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis
as a prophetic leader.  On behalf of the gathering, he welcomed His Beatitude to the
Assembly.  Similarly, in the name of the assembly, His Grace welcomed His
Excellency Abraham Mar Julios, the new Metropolitan of Muvattupuzha, in whom
the Church sees an able leader and pastor.  He welcomed Most Rev. Mar George
Alanchery, Bishopof Thuckklai who loves and supports the SMCC and who had
come to give the orientation talk to the Assembly.

His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis, the Father and Head of the
SMCC, expressed his immence happiness over the assembly, the first of its kind in
the SMCC.  He expressed the hope that such gatherings of the members of our
Church would strengthen our Church, the Apostolic Church of Malankara founded
by St. Thomas and brought in communion with the Universal Church by God through
the Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios of happy memory.  He wished that the
Assembly be empowered by the Holy Spirit to bring forth a new vigour and vision in
the mission of our Church.  He inaugurated the Assembly lighting the lamp and
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praying for the presence of Jesus, the light of the world, to illumine the assembly in
its deliberations and reflections.

The Orientation talk

His Excellency Mar George Alanchery, Bishop of Thuckalai, delivered the
orientation talk.  First of all he conveyed the greetings of the Syro-Malabar Church
to His Beatitude the Catholicos, the Bishops, Priests, Sisters and the Lay Faithful,
who have come from the various parts of India and abroad to participate in the
Assembly of the members and consultors of the Synodal Commissions.  He pointed
out the bases common to the Syro-Malabar and Syro-Malankara Churches with regard
to the mission of the Oriental Churches.  The mission of a Church is to be ascertained
from the spiritual, liturgical, theological and disciplinary patrimony of that Church.
He highlighted the characteristics, particularities and mission of the Oriental Churches
in the Universal Church. In the disciplinary patrimony of an Oriental Church the
Holy Synod has a particular role.  For, it is the communion of the successors of the
Apostles chosen by God.  The Church was entrusted in the hands of the Apostles.
Their successors gathered in Holy Synod to carry on the same service of administering
the Church.  The commitment of the members of the Synodal Commissions who are
gathered here, is to God, but it is exercised through the Holy Synod.  This would be
the right understanding of the role of the Synodal Commissions and their members
in the SMCC.

The Church is a family.  This assembly is to foster this family-spirit in the
Church.  The Bishops, Clergy, Religious and Laity are the ministers who unite the
SMCC into a communion.  The members of the Synodal Commission shall function
united with the hierarchy of leadership in the Church.  They are also the links that
unite the Christian Faithful with the Holy Synod.  They should not become a hindrance
to this communion.  They should inspire the people to think with the Holy Synod
and to stay united with it in synodal communion. The Curia shall:

1. endeavour to foster relationship among the spiritual, liturgical, theological
and disciplinary patrimony of the Church.

2. undertake evangelisation as its official mission
3. foster ecumenical unity among churches
4. foster Church’s social commitment.  Their members should be united

with the people and work in unison with the authority of the Church.

Most Rev. Mar George Alanchery concluded his talk with a call to imbibe the spirit
of communion of Churches for which the Servant of God Archbishop Mar Ivanios
dedicated his life through the Reunion Movement.  He wished every success to the
members of the Synodal Commissions of the SMCC to fulfil their mission in the
Church.
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Rev. Fr. John Kochuthundil, the Vice-Chancellor of the Major Archiepiscopal
Curia thanked His Excellency Most Rev. George Alanchery for his inspiring and
throught-provoking orientation. It was time for interval and refreshment.

The Group Discussion

After the coffee-break, all the members gathered in their respective Synodal
Commission groups for group discussion on the theme presented.  The purpose of
the group-discussion was to identify the objective, nature and scope of each of the
Synodal Commissions.  The group had to define and formulate a plan of action for
the respective Synodal Commission on the basis of the in-put session.

The participants said the noon-prayers in their respective groups and dispersed for
lunch break.

The Assembly and the common sharing

The noon session started at 2 p.m. in the conference hall.  It was the assembly
of all the participants to present the reports of their discussions.  Each commission
was allotted five minutes for the presentation.  Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas was
the moderator of the session.  The sharing of the aims and objectives and action-plan
of each Synodal Commission led to a common discussion.

The questions focussed on the participation of the Laity and other Christian
Faithful in the daily life, administration and mission of the Church.  The assembly
also focussed its attention on the impact of the new civil law demanding the
registration of Christian marriages in the civil forum.  Opinions were also shared
that the Church shall ask the partners in the proposed marriage to produce a certificate
of HIV-AIDS test at the time of the prenuptial enquiry.

Conclusion

To conclude the assembly, the Most Rev. Bishops gave a short sharing and
message, in which they highlighted the spirit of co-operation of the Christian Faithful
of our Church in the day to day life and mission of the SMCC.  The Assembly could
further inspire the participants in this spirit.

Rev. Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia and the organiser of the Assembly, thanked the participants.
At 4.30 p.m. Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos said the concluding prayer
and together with all the Bishops imparted the apostolic blessing.

The Assembly dispersed after tea and snacks.

A joint-meeting of the Office-Bearers of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia
and the Secretaries of the Synodal Commissions (SCs) was convened at the
Catholicate Centre at 10.00 a.m., on 18 June 2008. It was presided over by His
Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos. The following persons
were present:

as they were either out of India or because of unavoidable circumstances.
The meeting started with the prayer of His Beatitude.  Fr. Antony

Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor welcomed everyone to the meeting. Quoting
from the letter of invitation to the Secretaries, he also introduced the agenda,
namely, “The purpose of the meeting is to study and suggest ways to revamp
the Synodal Commissions taking into account the suggestions of the Assembly
of the members of the Commissions held on 5 March 2008 and to submit the
proposal to the forthcoming Holy Episcopal Synod for approval”. The next
and the Seventh Ordinary Episcopal Synod of our Church is to be convoked
from 18 to 21 November 2008.

His Beatitude, Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis Catholicos in his
presidential address pointed out that the role of the Synodal Commissions is to
be understood in the context of the Synodal government of our Church.  These
are the wings of the Holy Episcopal Synod to assist it in its ecclesial leadership
and to confirm authenticity to its decisions as they are taken after prolonged
study and research in the Church guided by the Spirit of the Lord.  The Holy
Synod takes a final decision on a given matter as a result of the reflections that
have taken place in the Church.  Further, the Synodal Commissions are the
executive organs of the Holy Episcopal Synod.  They execute and translate
into the daily life of the Church the decisions of the Synod taken under the
guidance of the Spirit of God. Hence in all respects, active Synodal
Commissions are the means and testimony of the continuous flow of divine
life and grace into the ecclesial community.  According to the Malankara
traditions, these are the organs that guarantee the participation of all the Christian
Faithful of the Church in the daily life and ministry of our Church.

His Beatitude continued,"It is true that we lack full-time working
members and office-bearers for the Commissions.  But still we have to see that
the Synodal Commissions are functioning and 'enlivening' the inner and external
life of the Church.  It is to be noted that a lot has to be done in each Synodal
Commission and thereby in that apostolate of the Church, at the initiative of
the Secretaries working in collaboration with the Episcopal Chairman of the
Commission. Hence, formulate an action-plan to be submitted at the next Synod
in November. If any of the present Secretaries of the Commissions finds it
impossible to continue with the responsibility, he shall make necessary
arrangements with the respective Chairman of the Commission.  Concerning

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the functional structure of the Synodal Commission also, it would be advisable
to have a stable arrangement''.

After the orientation talk of His Beatitude, there was the sharing of
experiences on the present functioning of the SCs.  A few stressed the need to
enunciate clearly the aims and objectives of each Synodal Commission.  Though
it was accepted in principle, it was pointed out that the already existing handout
on the matter gives a fairly good guideline for the same and that it is something
that should evolve from actual practice.

The Synodal commission can have only a leadership and supervisory
role, while the executive role, in fact, rests with the commissions that are to be
formed at the level of the Eparchies and the ETR. Hence, it was pointed out
that it should become mandatory for the Eparchial Bishops and the Apostolic
Administrators to constitute commissions in their respective Eparchy or Region,
parallel to the Synodal Commissions.

Regarding the members or consultors of the SCs it was not clear how
ex-officio persons are inducted into the SCs. It was pointed out that new
elections, transfers and appointments should be notified to the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia. The Chancellor should then inform this to the respective
Chairmen of the SCs and the person has to be duly appointed.

In the light of the discussions it was stressed that a core group of persons
consisting of the Chairman and the Secretary of the Commissions should be
formed.  As an initiated step towards realising the aims and objectives of the
SCs, it was suggested by the majority of the members that an action-plan for
the next one year be drawn up and submitted for the necessary approval and
action.

As the discussion was drawing to close, the Chancellor of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia proposed to the Secretaries of the SCs to open their offices
under available conveniences of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

The Chancellor formulated the decisions / proposals of the meeting
and read them out as follows:
1. In Each Eparchy and in the ETR (to the extent possible) there shall be an

Eparchial commission parallel to each Synodal Commission.  At present
there are heads of departments or apostolates in the Eparchies.  They can
be appointed as Secretaries of the Eparchial Commissions. The Eparchial
Bishops shall constitute these commissions and inform the Chancellor of
the Major Archiepiscopal Curia on or before 15 August 2008. Wherever it
is difficult to have separate commissions, those apostolates that could be
clubbed together shall have a common Eparchial Commission. The
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Secretaries of the Eparchial Commissions shall be ex-officio consultors of
the SCs

2. The Major Archbishop-Catholicos may ask the Eparchial Bishops and
Apostolic Administrators to communicate to the Chancellor of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia the changes of offices and new appointments of the
Eparchial Curia sending a copy of the letter of appointment or transfer or
relieving. This is important to update the records of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia and to effect the changes that occur in the ex-officio
membership of Synodal Commissions, as well as to publish it through our
official website.

3. The Secretaries shall meet the Chairmen of the Synodal Commissions and
appraise them of the decisions of this meeting.  They shall call together a
meeting of each commission and chalk out an action-plan for at least the
next one year and present it in the forthcoming Ordinary Holy Episcopal
Synod to be convoked from 18 to 21 November 2008.

4. The meeting thus convened shall form a working-cell of the Synodal
Commission with the Chairman and the Secretary and three other members,
of which one is a Lay Christian Faithful. The other members of the Synodal
Commission shall be known as “Consultors”. The “Working Cell” of the
commission is responsible for carrying out the daily activities of the
Commission and for the execution of the “working plan” chalked out in
the plenary meetings of the Commission and approved by the Holy
Episcopal Synod.

5. In case, any of the Secretaries of the Synodal Commissions is impeded
from attending to the work of the commission due to ill-health or due to
workload of other offices he holds in the Church, he may resign from the
post, after the aforesaid meeting, in consultation with the Chairman of the
Commission and after the Chairman having accepted the resignation and
a new appointment having been made.

His Beatitude the Catholicos, the President of the meeting and all the members
present unanimously approved the decisions / proposals.

The meeting also took note of the social and political consequences of
the policies of the present Government of Kerala led by the Communists.  The
undue interference in the fundamental minority rights, redrafting of the Kerala
Education Rules, the interference of the State Commission for Women in the
affairs of the admission of the Religious Sisters to their respective Orders and
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Congregations and filling the school text books with distorted history and
communist ideology and statement promoting hatred towards religion and the
belief which reveal the hidden communist agenda of the politicians and the
government.  The meeting expressed its deep concern over these matters and
called upon everyone to discern the evil embodied in these policies and to
conscientise the Faithful in this regard.

The meeting ended at 1.30 p.m. with the prayers of the Sixth and Ninth
Hour and the Apostolic Blessing imparted by His Beatitude, Moran Mor
Baselios Cleemis, the Catholicos. All gathered at the refectory of the Catholicate
Centre for lunch and dispersed afterwards.

Most Rev. Metropolitan Archbishop, Metropolitans, Rev. Priests, Deacons,
dear Religious and beloved Faithful in Christ!

Prayerful Greetings of the liturgical season of the Pentecost!
During this blessed period, we commemorated liturgically the Paschal

Mystery of Jesus Christ, his passion, death and resurrection. Through his
resurrection, Jesus saved and formed his Church. The people, whom he
sustained through his Word, Body and Blood, was established as the Church
on the day of Pentecost by sending the Holy Spirit, as continuation of the
Kingdom of God.

In order that the Good News of the Kingdom of God might be preached
through the Church to all the creatures, he gave to his Apostles all authority in
heaven and on earth. “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptising
them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit and
teaching them to obey everything that I have commanded you. And remember,
I am with you always to the end of the age” (Mt 28: 19-20). Just as our Lord
suggested, the Apostles went to the four corners of the earth and fulfilled their
mission. This mission is being carried out incessantly through all Christians,
who have received the light of the Gospel from the successors of the Apostles.
By the very fact that we are Christians, we are sharers in this mission, wherever
we are.

It is a great blessing of the Indian Church that she received the Gospel
from St. Thomas, the Apostle of Christ and that God deigned that she be
established on the apostolic patrimony. The Malankara Church, founded by
St. Thomas, the Apostle ever takes pride in her apostolic patrimony. It is a sad
historical fact that in her ardent endeavour to protect this patrimony, she had to
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go away from communion with the Universal Church. It is in order to heal this
wound inflicted in the body of the Malankara Church and to regain the lost
communion with the Universal Church, without forfeiting her own Church-
traditions that the Servant of God, Archbishop Mar Ivanios of happy memory,
unmindful of everything he had, had entered into the communion with the
Catholic Church and marked the beginning of the Reunion Movement. Even
though our Fathers had to undergo very many sacrifices in their life, the hands
of God were with them as they were for the fulfilment of the prayer of the Son
of God, “That they may all be one” ( Jon. 17 : 21). God blessed the Reunion
Movement. The Malankara Catholic Church grew very fast in the Universal
Communion. She is recognized as a Church sui iuris (autonomous). Let us
praise God for his providence. Let us take pride in being the children of the
Malankara Catholic Church. Let us still continue our efforts for the communion
of the Malankara Church-communities with the Universal Church. Since this
is our God-given mission, wherever we are on the earth, let us specially be
solicitous to fulfill this mission.

Many Malankara Catholics live outside the territories of the Malankara
Eparchies, spread out in various parts of the world. In several places, our Faithful
work as zealous missionaries. So also, in several places, they give leadership
to form our communities. In some such places, before the service of our Priests
was made available, our lay brethren, under their own leadership have utilised
their spare time to search out the children of the Malankara Church and to
form our communities. In the formation of parishes and other Church-
communities outside and territories of the Malankara Catholic Church, our
Laity has borne a great share. I remember this with great delight.

We are now forming our Church communities and establishing them
canonically all over India, the American continents, other regions of Asia,
Europe and Australia. All of us are very happy to know that our Church-
communities are being strengthened under the leadership of Most Rev. Joseph
Mar Thomas, as Apostolic Visitator in the regions of America and Europe. In
India, after Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas took up pastoral work as Apostolic
Visitator for the Malankara Catholics in India residing outside the proper
territory of our Church, the Church has attained obvious divine vitality and
ecclesial order in these places. We hope that more canonical arrangements
shall be introduced soon in these places. I recall to mind with immense gratitude
all our Most Rev. Prelates, Rev. Priests, Religious and Lay Faithful, who are
earnestly engaged in the apostolic work of the Church with zeal throughout
these regions.
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The children of the Malankara Church, wherever they are, should earnestly
try to keep up their ecclesial traditions and to enhance ecclesial life. They
should seek means of establishing our own units wherever possible. We will
soon make necessary arrangements in those places where such arrangements
are not yet made. And where such arrangements are made, we should shine as
models in the Universal Church, strengthening our ecclesial life.

Let me bring certain facts to the notice of every one. In several places
where the service of our Priests was not available, our Faithful lived in
cooperation with the other ecclesial communities for their spiritual needs. Many
of them stand in the row of leadership in those places and communities. They
have also rendered considerable services and generously contributed towards
their growth. They must have identified themselves with these communities.
In their places of origin, they are practising Malankara Catholics and outside,
they are members of other churches. They should be ready to come back to our
own community when proper arrangements are made by our Church for the
same. This is their God-given obligation and it is their duty as children of the
Malankara Catholic Church. The fact that they may lose the place of honor
they enjoy or that they will have to lose membership of a big community and
become members of a smaller community, should not stand in their way for
becoming members of the Malankara Catholic Church. An ecclesial life,
founded on true faith, is what is most desirable. Hence these children of the
Malankara Church should, as early as possible, return happily to our communion
and fulfill their God-given mission. They should, besides, try to bring others
too to our community. Let us try to ensure that the children of the Malankara
Catholic Church, wherever they are, get the pastoral service they need. In the
places where Malankara Catholic parishes or missions are not yet established,
the children of our Church should, for their spiritual and pastoral needs approach
the Apostolic Visitators and should fulfil their obligations  according to their
direction.

Herewith, I am sending a list of places, and the addresses of parishes and
the Parish Priests together with their telephone numbers, where we have at
present canonical provision for rendering spiritual service to our Faithful. In
case, any Faithful from our parish shift residence to any other place outside the
proper territory of our Church, Parish Priest should write a letter of introduction
addressed to the Parish Priest of the particular place or to the Priests who have
charge over the Faithful of that place. He should also give the address of the
Parish Priest of the place to the Faithful concerned. This will enable the
migrating individual and his family to get necessary help when they reach the
new place and to get easily integrated within our community. This will also
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provide convenience for our Faithful to grow as Malankara Catholic Faithful,
wherever they are placed in the world.

When a Faithful returns to his/her original parish, after living outside the
proper territory of our Church for more than a period of six months and requests
the Parish Priest for administration of Sacraments, like Baptism, Confirmation,
First Holy Communion, Matrimony, etc., and if he/she has no letter of
recommendation of the Parish Priest of the place where he/she was living during
that period, the home parish priest should demand the Faithful to produce a
letter of recommendation from either his Eparchial Bishop or from the Apostolic
Visitator, stating that there is no canonical impediment for the required
sacraments to be administered. Both the Parish Priest and the Faithful should
accept this arrangement with open hearts. In case any occurrence is reported
against this arrangement the Parish Priest will be obliged to show the reasons
for his conduct. The following excuses, such as, 'they regularly remit
contributions in the mother church, that the other members of their family
belong to the mother church (parish), that they visit every year the mother
church, etc.', shall not be accepted as valid reasons in this regard. The Faithful
staying in parishes or missions outside the territories of our Eparchies are those
who are members of the afore-said units and who pay their dues there. When
such people go to their native place on holidays or for administration of some
sacraments with proper letters of recommendation from their local Parish Priests
or other Priests-in-charge, they should not be compelled to pay any subscriptions
in their mother parish. As children of our Church, when they approach the
home Parish Priest for such favours with proper recommendations, they should
readily be obliged. If they voluntarily donate any money, that could be accepted,
but there should be no compulsion of any kind.

When one of the Faithful living outside the boundaries of our Church
returns to his/her home parish for permanent stay with the letter of the local
Parish Priest, he/she should be accepted as a member of the parish and rendered
pastoral service form the day of his/her enrolment.

The Reverend Priests and Religious serving the Church in the different
parts of the world are in a special way witnesses to the presence and mission of
the Malankara Catholic Church. All those who are entrusted with the pastoral
care of the Faithful living outside the territorial limits of the Eparchies and
those who are domiciled there permanently and the reverend Priests who visit
the members of our Church-communities there for purposes of spiritual and
pastoral needs, are subject to the Apostolic Visitators.  The visitors and the
permanently domiciled shall obtain the necessary permissions from the
Apostolic Visitator of the respective place to exercise pastoral ministry over
the Malankara Catholics. They shall make use of this permission in cooperation
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with the local Priests-in-charge of the parish or mission. We have a common
obligation towards building up our Church in these regions.

Our Faithful, who live in the different parts of the world, wherever they
are, should offer their resources such as, influence, wealth, capabilities,
knowledge, etc., for the growth of our Church. We are not isolated individuals;
on the other hand we should consider that we are members of our Church in
the providence of God. Each member of the Church should take an oath that,
as far as within his/her capacity, he/she will strive for the advancement of his/
her Church and for the fulfilment of the mission entrusted to the Church in the
world. Prompted by the Word of God, let each individual set apart a certain
percentage of his/her resources and that of his/her family members for the
service of the Church and for its charitable works.

Wherever we are, we ought to remember that we have the obligation to
work as Apostles by God’s design for the growth of our Church. Those who
live away from the main stream of the Church should not think that they have
gone there solely in search of some job. They are, by God’s design, the
messengers of the Word of God. The vision of the children of the Church,
living within the canonical territory of the Church in India, should be earnest
to promote the ecclesial life of those who live outside the canonical territories
of the Church also. “All who believed were together and had all things in
common… Day by day, as they spent much time together in the temple, they
broke bread at home and ate their food with glad and generous hearts, praising
God and having the good will of all people” (Act 2: 44 - 47). Like those first
Christian communities, let us stand firm as Church communities in the main
stream of the Malankara Catholic Church within and without her boundaries.
Thus let us shine all over the world as the “Light of the world" and be ''the salt
of the earth” (Mt.5:13-14) and as a “Little flock” (Lk.12:32).

May all these be fulfilled through the prayers of the Blessed Virgin Mary,
the Mother of God and all the Saints, especially of our Father and Apostle St.
Thomas and the College of Apostles. Amen.

We make certain most important commemorations in our ecclesial and
liturgical life in the second half of the Season of Pentecost. We recall to mind
the Apostles and the Fathers of the Church in a special manner in the Church,
which is established through the mission God  entrusted to the Apostles, namely,
the preaching of the Good News of Salvation to all nations (Mt 28:20).

Besides these, during this season, the Malankara
Catholic Church blessed through the observance of the memorial of Cheppattu
Philipose Remban and Pulikkottil Joseph Remban,  chief protagonists of the
Reunion Movement and of Mar Theophilos of happy memory, the co-founder
of the  Reunion Movement we commemorate the Servant of God Metropolitan
Archbishop Mar Ivanios, the architect of the Reunion Movement and the second
Apostle of the Malankara Church.

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  "In preaching the Gospel they were to communicate the gifts of God to
all men. This Gospel was to be the source of all saving truth and moral discipline.
This was faithfully done: it was done by the apostles who handed on, by the
spoken word of their preaching, by the example they gave, by the institutions
they established, what they themselves had received - whether from the lips of
Christ, from His way of life and His works, or whether they had learned it at
the prompting of the Holy Spirit; it was done by those apostles and other men
associated with the apostles who, under the inspiration of the same Holy Spirit,
committed the message of salvation to writing" (Vat II, Divine Revelation No.
7). For this very reason, we pray thus in the Holy Qurbono: “Give us the grace
O Lord, to follow the footsteps of the Holy Fathers and the Teachers who held
the true faith. May we never alter their true teaching through deceit or
misinterpretation. Rather, give us the grace to continue in your straight paths
with innocence and purity that is pleasing to you" (Anaphora of the Apostles,
the  invocation after the fifth intercessory prayer).

This year, we are celebrating the 55th Feast of Commemoration of the
Servant of God Mar Ivanios, who was sent by God to lead the Malanakara
Catholic Church with innocence and purity of mind, pleasing to God, at a time
when the true teachings were altered in the history of the Malankara  Church.
This blessed Memorial Feast, which the Malankara Catholic Church observes
every year, helps us to walk through the right path of Christian faith and grow
in spiritual vigour.

As the Malankara  Catholic Church advances in her life-growth, God has
blessed our Church through the Servant of God Mar Ivanios that she may
remain as a model in ecclesial building-up, in the fields of her mission of
service and the service of the unity of the humanity. His Grace was a man of
action who accomplished dedicated service firmly anchored in Indian culture
and vision founded on the sacred scripture. This ascetic, who lived to acquire
God, fostered the love of God and love of neighbour in ecclesial life. The self-
sacrificing mentality of His Grace to discern the truth and to bring the faithful
of the Church to its realization is praise worthy.

As part of the canonical procedure for the canonisation of His Grace as a
Saint, he has been proclaimed ‘Servant of God’. Let us earnestly pray for further
progress in the cause of canonisation. As further steps in the process for
canonisation, we have to constitute the Theological Commission, the Historical
Commission and the Tribunal to record the testimony of the contemperory
witnesses of the life of Mar Ivanios to study the heroic love of God and the
virtues that the Servant of God had practised. I hope, I will be able to inform
the faithful in this regard without further delay.  Along with this, I will publish
the canonical petition of the Postulator for the cause of canonisation. Besides,
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arrangements are being made to inform the Holy See of Rome regarding the
Cause. I know that all our faithful enthusiastically share in the cause of the
canonisation. I heartily congratulate all of you  and express my gratitude to
you for the same.

By now, all our faithful might have come to know of the extension-work
of the chapel, wherein are entombed the mortal remains of the Servant of God
Mar Ivanios and those who were the heads of our Church, His Grace Benedict
Mar Gregorios and the first Catholicos of our Church, His Beatitude Moran
Mor Cyril Baselios. This will provide a calm and prayerful atmosphere for the
numerous faithful, who come on pilgrimage to the tomb of the Servant of God
Mar Ivanios. I sincerely hope and pray that this arrangement would be helpful
to enhance our personal and ecclesial spiritual growth. It is my earnest prayer
that God may abundantly bless all those who cooperated in this work with the
love of God and relaying on the intercession of the Servant of God.

As in the previous years, the services of preparation for the Feast of
Commemoration will be held in St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom, at 5.30 p.m.
from 1 to 14 July 2008.  The ‘Padayatra’ held every year from Ranni-Perunad
and other centres of our Church will commence on 10 July 2008. The pilgrims
will be received at the entrance of the Cathedral church at 8.30 a.m. on 15 July,
the day of the Feast of Commemoration and thereafter the Holy Qurbono and
Memorial services will begin. I cordially invite all the faithful of the Church to
be blessed by participating in all the services of the Feast. On the Sunday
following 15 July , the Prayer of Incense shall be offered for the Servant of
God in all the churches and places of worship of our Church. It is highly
desirable to place a decorated picture of His Grace in our churches on that day.

" Remember your leaders, those who spoke the word of God to you;
consider the outcome of their way of life, and imitate their faith. Jesus Christ
is the same yesterday and today and forever'' (Heb 13:7-8). May this Word of
God be fulfilled in us through this Feast of Commemoration! May all these be
fulfilled through the prayers of the Blessed Virgin Mary, the Mother of God and
all the Saints, especially of our Father and Apostle St. Thomas and the College
of Apostles. Amen.

of the Commission of the Synod for the Laity,
in Connection with the Laity Day, 2008

The Malankara Church is observing the Laity Day this year on 4th of May.
I wish to offer my hearty felicitations to all the faithful of the Church on this
occasion. I also avail this opportunity to recall to mind the laity of the Malankara
Church, who render yeoman service for the growth of the Church.

We are living in an era in which the Malankara Catholic Church has by far
advanced in her life and growth. God has blessed our Church to be a sigh of
human solidarity and service in her ecclesial structure and in the execution of
her mission of service. Along with that, our Church through divine strength
has overcome several challenges.

Christian Churches in general and the Catholic Church in particular, are
encountering today various challenges in the socio - political spheres. The
Malankara Catholic Church, on account of her special mission, ought to face
these challenges in a special manner. It is under this special circumstance that
this year’s Laity Day is approaching us. Christian influence in the field of
education has become a cause for disturbance for many. The crisis that crops
up in the field of education, such as wiping out of minority rights, presenting
educational institutions as profit-making enterprises, reforming KER with
vested interests, defective changes that are being carried out in the syllabus
etc., cannot be seen as silly.

For that very reason, let us earnestly try to involve
ourselves, during this Year of the Word, in the life of the Church based on
liturgy and thereby strengthening our spiritual life.

The culture of India is one, which gives prime importance to a life based
on the Vedas. We can see in every sphere of life the influence of the Vedas.
Indian community gives great importance to the reading of the Vedas and to its
study. The tradition of setting apart time for the reading of the Vedas every
year through the observance of the month of Ramayana is an example for the
same. Reading of the Vedas is an exercise held devoutly, being seated at a
prescribed place, after having cleaned the body by taking bath in the morning.
It is commendable that, to a certain extent, the Indian style of reading of the
Vedas is being practiced in our families too. We don’t consider the Holy
Scripture as a mere reference book. The mode of misinterpreting the Holy
Scripture is also not desirable. The tradition of placing the Holy Scripture
devoutly in the prayer room, taking it reverently and reading the same
meditatively is to be continued. We should foster the attitude that God is
speaking to us through the reading of the Holy Scripture. We should be able to
find time for reading meditatively the Holy Scripture with the aim of devoutly
listening to God daily.

The mode of imparting the Word of God to the younger generation through
telling stories is another specialty, which we have adopted from Indian culture.
This mode helps us to impress the stories, events and good advices of the
Scripture in the tender minds of children. But today these means are slowly
disappearing   from many families. We should able to explain Scripture –
stories in an acceptable to the younger generation. We should reinstate these
ancient means. It would be highly desirable, if necessary, to make use of modern

media for such telling of stories. The leadership of the laity should try to
introduce necessary devices in families in order to rouse interest for the Holy
Scripture in the minds of children.  The India tradition of making Vedic stories
themes for fine- arts also should attract our special attention. Art programs,
extending for days, held in connection with Hindu religious festivals, were
woven out of stories taken from Puranas and Epics. Christians too were greatly
interested to prepare dramas and other artistic compositions basing on Scripture
– stories. It would be more expedient that our lay brethren, who are engaged in
the fields of art and literature, are more enthusiastic in such matters. We ought
to promote means for encouraging those who work in such fields.

Reading and study of the Holy Scripture should influence our very life.
The seed of the Word is sown in the field of our heart. It becomes fruitful
through our life based on the Word. Hence in this Year of the Word, we should
be able to lead a life founded on Christian values. The fact that the Catholic
Bishop’ Conference of India has set apart this year for the strengthening of
women, also should attract our special attention. His Grace Mar Ivanios, our
Father, is a noble person, who worked aiming at the prosperity of women,
from 1910. Indian culture, in general, has allotted a high status to the
womenfolk. But the awareness of the modern times of increasing attacks against
women and the inequality the women suffer has prompted the Bishops
Conference for such a decision. The respect, regard and acceptance accorded
to women in our Church should be made a topic for our special consideration.
I wish to avail this opportunity to remind the leadership of the laity that it
should give due importance to women in the realms of family, parish, eparchy
and the Church.

I wish that this year’s celebration of the Laity Day may enable the MCA
and the other Lay Associations of Malankara, shine as mouth–piece of a life
founded on noble values. Let the life- pattern of St. Joseph, the heavenly patron
of the MCA help us to realize the same.

As usual, this year also, the offerings of May 4 shall be collected as offering
of the Laity Day and shall be sent over to the Finance ministers of   the respective
eparchies for the activities of the MCA and the other Lay Association.

And that, through the prayers of the Blessed Virgin Mary, mother of God
the college of the Apostles, especially that of St. Thomas, our father and that
of St. Joseph, the patron of the laity. Amen.
