GOD GIVES SHEPHERDS
TO THE MALANKARA CATHOLIC CHURCH

On Thursday, 18 January 2007 at 6.15 p.m., His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril
Baselios, the first Major Archbishop-Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church passed away.  It occurred at an unexpected time although His Beatitude
was sick for quite some time.  For, it was only on the previous day, he celebrated
the liturgical ceremony of conferring the ranks of “Remban” and “Corepiscopo”
to some of the chosen priests of the Church.  His demise has plunged the
Church and the people far and near into a state of mourning.  The media and
the public at large mourned the death of their beloved, holy Catholicos.

The contemporary history of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church with two
thousand years of apostolic faith-tradition and life, is but the history of its
illustrious and God-given venerable Prelates.  The Church sprouted and grew
up fast under the leadership of Archbishop Geevarghese Mar Ivanios, the
prophet and herald of the ecclesial communion movement among the St.
Thomas Christians of the Malankara Church.  He also gave a dynamic leadership
to the people of his time in Kerala, who lived in  different strata of the society.
His social vision enhanced the position of women and Dalits within the Church
and society.  For him, education was the means for social changes and
renovations.  When Archbishop Mar Ivanios passed away on 15 July 1953, he
had become a symbol of unity in the Church and society. He handed over the
reigns of the Malankara Catholic Church into the able hands of Archbishop
Benedict Mar Gregorios.

Archbishop Mar Gregorios undertook the leadership of the Malankara
Church confiding himself fully in divine providence for fulfilling the mission
of the Church to the humankind.  He consolidated the growth and expansion
of the Church.  His fortyone years of Episcopal ministry united the people of
Kerala as one society transcending the barriers of caste, religion and political
affiliations.  He was a living testimony of the mission of the Malankara Catholic
Church.  He carried the torch of love and unity to the opposing parties in times
of social unrest caused by confrontations of caste, religion and political interests
in order to bring about peace and social harmony.  Thus the Malankara Catholic
Church served as the salt and leaven of the socio-ecclesial and spiritual realms
of the Indian society.
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When Archbishop Mar Gregorios went for his eternal reward in 1994, the
Holy See entrusted the leadership of the Church in the hands of Metropolitan-
Archbishop Cyril Mar Baselios.  God had destined Archbishop Mar Baselios
to lead this Church to further glory.  During his life, he combined the spirit of
the Syriac tradition, with the Indian culture and the Christian faith.  Under his
leadership, the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church was elevated from the status
of a Metropolitan Church to that of a Major Archiepiscopal Church.  He was
appointed Major Archbishop by Pope John Paul II of venerable memory and
he assumed the title “Catholicos” according to the Antiochene tradition.  This
was the fulfillment of the centuries-old expectations of the St. Thomas
Christians.  His vision of the Church was that the Church does not exist for her
own sake but exists for the sake of the human society.  He used to solve social
problems with proper vision and wisdom.  He firmly believed that the unity of
the pluralistic cultural, religious and spiritual heritage of India could be realized
only through dialogue and did whatever he could for national integration.

In consultation with the members of the Synod, Most Rev. Geevarghese
Mar Divannasios, who assumed office as the Synodal Administrator of the
Church as per canon 127 of the Code of Canons of the Eastern Churches, gave
leadership to the funeral ceremonies of the deceased Catholicos with full state
honour.  The Srâdhaperunal (Memorial Service) of His Beatitude Moran Mor
Cyril Baselios was held on 7 February 2007.  Thereafter, all the Bishops of the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, the members of the Synod, assembled for
the Synod of Election.  On Saturday, 10 February 2007 at 4.30 p.m., the Synodal
Administrator of the Malankara Catholic Church announced: “We have a new
Major Archbishop Catholicos – Isaac Mar Cleemis Thottunkal.”  He also
announced that the new Catholicos will be known as BASELIOS CLEEMIS.

The Synod of Election was a glorious event in the life of the Syro-Malankara
Catholic Church.  It is the first time that the Church, through its Synod, exercised
the fullness of its power of governance, vested in it.  This is the event which
witnessed to all concerned what it means to be a sui iuris Church in communion
with the Universal Catholic Church presided over by the Supreme Pontiff, the
Bishop of Rome, the successor of Peter, the chief of the Apostles.  Through the
Election, according to the words of the Synodal Administrator Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, God has glorified our Church as a model for
other Churches sui iuris.  It was indeed a moment that went down in the annals
of the history of the Church in golden letters (Pastoral Letter Prot. No. ADM
2/2007). About the conduct of the Synod, the Synodal Administrator writes,
“An order of events, like that of the election of Mathias by the College of

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Apostles, immersed in prayer along with the Blessed Virgin Mary! The Holy
Spirit led the Synod Fathers to the subsequent procedure. The Holy Synod, at
which all the members were present, was declared canonical as per Holy Canons
of the Church… Thereafter, the Synod Fathers spent the time in prayer before
the Blessed Sacrament till 3.00 p.m., when the second session of the Synod
started. This session clearly showed the operation of the Spirit of God with
regard to whom God calls for this superior Episcopal ministry. Thus, His Grace,
Isaac Mar Cleemis, Metropolitan-Archbishop of Tiruvalla, was unanimously
elected Catholicos. The Fathers of the Synod glorified God and they approved
and accepted the election… The experience of the members of the Synod in
electing a new Catholicos remains in the Church as that of a new Pentecost…”
(Pastoral Letter Prot. No. ADM 2/2007).

Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis, the newly elected Major Archbishop-
Catholicos, who succeeds Mar Ivanios the prophet, Mar Gregorios the great
and Mar Baselios the glorious, is called to lead the Malankara Catholic Church
and assumed his office in Trivandrum.  The Malankara Church believes that
the new Catholicos became worthy to the new assignment as he proved his
efficiency, in a short period of time, in the horizons of the Malankara Catholic
Church, in Kerala, in India and in the different parts of the world.  Like his
great predecessors, he is chosen to lead the Malankara Catholic Church in the
world and in the Church.  He has already declared that he is convinced that he
is called to proclaim to the world through the Malankara Catholic Church, the
truth that “God is love”.   On many an occasion, he declared that he is ready
and willing to work hand in hand with any religious, social or political
movement that strives towards the good of the human race.  He is convinced
that he is called to foster divine life in the world and to proclaim the glory of
life.

Another significant event of this period was the appointment of Very Rev.
Fr. Chacko Aerath OIC as Apostolic Visitator with Episcopal character for the
Malankara Catholics in India residing outside the territorium proprium of the
Church by the Holy Father Pope Benedict XVI.  The announcement was made
in Rome and in Trivandrum alike at 4.30 IST on 7 February 2007.  Again, God
has given a shepherd for the Malankara Church. It is a long cherished dream of
the Malankarites living in Diaspora in the various parts of the country to be
organized as an Eparchy.  This canonical provision by the Holy See is a step
towards a resolution of the hierarchical jurisdictional problems of the Church
in India.  Very Rev. Fr. Chacko Aerath was elevated to the rank of Remban on
7 March 2007 at Ranni, his own native place and ordained Bishop by the

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Major Archbishop-Catholicos Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis on 10 March 2007
in Trivandrum with a new name JACOB MAR BARNABAS.  In the person of
Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas, the Church and its hierarchy have another
pastor and High Priest, glorious like Moses to lead the Malankarites from
Diaspora to the promised land of an Eparchy.

The demise of His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios Catholicos, the
Major Archbishop and the events that took place in the Church thereafter,
convince every Malankarite that the Malankara Church is blessed by her God-
chosen pastors.  “I will give you shepherds after my own heart, who will feed
you with knowledge and understanding” (Jer 3:15).  “I will raise up shepherds
over them who will shepherd them, and they shall not fear any longer, or be
dismayed, nor shall any be missing, says the Lord” (Jer 23:4).  Yes, God fulfills
his promise in his Church!  He has fulfilled this promise in the Malankara
Catholic Church.  The Synodal election of the “Father and Head” of the Church
has strengthened her; ‘for it seemed good to the Holy Spirit and to the Synod
Fathers’ (Acts 15:28). The inspiring guidance of the Church by the Synodal
Administrator Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios during the vacancy
of the Major Archiepiscopal See has set another precious precedence in the
Church on such matters.  Indeed! Another sign that God gives shepherds to the
Malankara Church after his own heart.

This issue of MALANKARA brings forth all reports and documentations
of the above-mentioned historical events of the Church.  Along with them, it
also reports all canonical procedures and documentations when the See of the
Major Archbishop-Catholicos is vacant.

We, the Editors, share the grief of the entire Church in the passing away of
the first beloved Major Archbishop-Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church.  God, who gives pastors to her People has blessed us with a new High
Priest, ‘a wise and reputable individual and installed as leader over us’ because,
‘the plan we have proposed is a good one’ (Deut 1:16-17).  Blessed be the
name of the Lord for ever!

HIS BEATITUDE MORAN MOR
CYRIL BASELIOS CATHOLICOS EXPIRED

Thiruvananthapuram,  Thursday 18 Jan. 2007: Cyril Baselios, the Major Arch-
bishop-Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church expired in a private hos-
pital here today .

He was admitted in the hospital on Wednesday on kidney-related medical prob-
lems. In the evening on Thursday he experienced a heart attack. The hospital authori-
ties declared his death at 6.45 p.m. Bishop Joseph Mar Thomas his Auxiliary and
some members of the Catholicos’ household and his family were present when His
Beatitude breathed his last. Thousands of people thronged to the hospital on hearing
his death.

At 9.00 O’clock the mortal remains dressed in the insignia of the Catholicos was
brought to his residence ‘Thirusannidhi’, Pattom and was kept in the Chapel where a
large number of mourners payed tearful homage to the departed Catholicos. The
body will be soon taken to St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom, where people could pay
their last respects to their beloved departed.

Cyril Baselios Catholicos was the President of the Catholic Bishops’ Conference
of India twice. Presently he is the President of the Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council.
He was ordained priest in 1960 after his priestly formation in Pontifical Athaneum,
Pune.  He was ordained Bishop of Bathery on 28 December, 1978. He was appointed
Metropolitan Archbishop of Trivandrum in the year 1995. In 2005 he was elevated to
the rank of Major Archbishop-Catholicos by Pope John Paul II. He was a member of
Bethany Ashram and was born at Ullannoor, Pandalam,  as the son of Mr. Mathai
Malancharuvil and Aleyamma on 16 August 1935.

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FUNERAL ORATION

ARCHBISHOP MOST REV. MARIA CALIST SOOSAI PAKIAM
AT THE FUNERAL SERVICE OF

MORAN MOR CYRIL BASELIOS CATHOLICOS

Most Rev. Pedro Lopez Quintana, the Apostolic Nuncio of India, Most Rev.
Oswald Gracias, Mar Divannasios, who has taken up the responsibilities of the
Malankara Catholic Church, Most Rev. Bishops, Rev. Fathers, dear Rev. Sisters and
my beloved Brothers and Sisters,

When I stand before you now, I feel as if history is being repeated. I remember
the occasion 11 years ago when I stood here on this same stage and delivered a
speech before the mortal remains of His Grace Mar Gregorios. I never thought of
being here again to pay homage to his successor so soon.  We all knew for quite
some time that the health of His Beatitude was deteriorating. But unmindful of his
illness, he engaged himself actively in every affair of the Church. Even on last
Wednesday he has officiated at a long liturgical service. Hence we all hoped that he
would be with us for some more time. But the will of God was otherwise. He left us
all suddenly and went to the presence of God.

The passing away of His Beatitude has created a wide cleavage not only in the
life of the Malankara Catholic Church but also in the the Church in Kerala and India
and in the Universal Church at large. I know how much the members of the Malankara
Catholic Church are deeply grieved at his departure. Beloved brethren, first of all,
may I take this opportunity to share your pain and to express my sincere condolences.

During the past few days the media have attributed to him quite a number of
qualifications. Dear brethren, I was thinking what best compliment could he be given
to him? Whatever we would like to qualify him with, are perhaps, the essential
factors of the one thing he most desired.

At a decisive stage of his life he thought and prayerfully pondered over about
what his future life should be. He chose the priestly ministry. He dedicated himself
as a priest. I would like to compliment him that he was a good priest. God, who was
pleased with his priestly ministry, raised him to the rank of a High Priest.

My dear brethren! People in general desire to relate themselves with God and be
filled with His blessings. A priest is one who is acceptable to God. He is the link that
unites human beings with God. All the good works which a priest does are the
blessings, which God, who is pleased with his holy life, showers upon the people. In
order to realize this, first of all the priest should be a man acceptable to God. He
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should be holy both internally and externally, because God sees the inner most
recesses of man’s mind. Secondly a priest should be one who is able to choose and
offer acceptable scarifies to God.

My dear brethren!  In this respect, Baselios Catholicos was above all a priest. He
was a High Priest. What are the offerings which a priest chooses to please God?
Recently I happened to read a prayer of Jalaludeen Rumy, a Sufi sage in a weekly,
who lived in the middle ages. It reads thus, “O God! Do You know to what all places
I searched for an offering acceptable to you? Whatever I found did not seem the
right one.  Will anyone bring gold to be offered to a gold mine? What is the meaning
in giving a few drops of water as gift to an ocean!   Even the most valuable thing of
the world is nothing before you. It is like bringing a little perfume to the East which
is full of aromatic spices. Finally, I chose a mirror as a gift for you. You who are the
most holy of holies and the perfect, be pleased with us and bless us seeing your own
image reflected in the mirror”. It was indeed a meaningful prayer!

Jesus calls his priests not to bring merely a mirror that reflects the image of God
but he calls them to be transformed into mirrors that reflect God’s image. Jesus the
eternal high priest was a mirror before the Father. It is in Jesus, the image of God,
undefiled by sin and invisible, is reflected fully. Seeing this image in Jesus, the
Father says, “You are my beloved son; in you I am well pleased”. As a result of this,
God pours forth the blessings of the Holy Spirit on His people as in river Jordan. A
priest is called to participate in this eternal priesthood of Jesus and to become a
mirror that reflects the image of the invisible God: thereby manifesting God who is
love itself, making the people hear Him and making them experience Him. His
Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios has been discharging this priestly ministry in a most
praiseworthy manner all through his life. As far as I can see, this is the greatest glory
of his life as he is bidding farewell to us.

Beloved brethren! Many honours and positions were conferred upon Mar Baselios.
He never went in search of them. On the other hand positions and honors went after
him. As a priest, he had fulfilled very many responsibilities. He was the Bishop of
the Eparchy of Bathery. Then he was raised as a Metropolitan. Twice he became the
President of the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India. He was able to give effective
leadership to the Church in Kerala also. Finally he was elevated Major Archbishop,
the supreme head of the Malankara Catholic Church. These were not things he desired;
for he never desired these. But these positions sought after him. Because of these
positions of honor there were occasions for very many misunderstandings. As I
understand, he has suffered a lot on account of these.

One day, on our journey to Banglore, I was openly discussing these matters with
him. I was free to approach him always as a friend, as a father and as a colleague. I
could ask anything to him. During our journey he was speaking about the unity of
the Malankara Churches. The unity of all the Malankara Churches was a great dream
for him. I openly asked him, “Don’t you think that these positions and honours you
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have received divide the Church?” His answer was,  “I don’t want any position or
honor. One of the factors that stood against the unity of the Malankara Churches,
was the fear whether the individuality and autonomy of the Malankara Churches
would be recognised in the universal Church. When the Malankara Catholic Church
was elevated to the rank of a Majaor Archiepiscopal Church, we could prove that
such fears were out of place. It is my desire that all should be united and the prayer
of Jesus should come true. When such an occasion arises, I am ready to abandon not
only my positions but anything of mine for the union of this Church”.

Yes, a High Priest is one who forfeits everything for the glory of God so that the
Church of Jesus may shine forth as a witness in the whole world. This was the dream
of Mar Baselios until the present. In this realm he was very much misunderstood.
But he has never considered these criticisms of the people seriously. On the contrary
his gaze was always directed on the face of Jesus, on the face of God. He always
attended to his goal alone. “Who am I before God?” This was most important
concerning him.

He desired but one thing; to please God. His prayer could be summarized in the
words of the Psalmist: “Lord, I entreat you but one thing, only one thing I seek. I
desire to dwell in your temple all through my life to relish the sweetness of the Lord
and to know His will in the holy abode of the Lord.”

Yes, this High Priest is going to the presence of God, in union with Jesus, as a
priest participating in the priesthood of Jesus, appropriating the qualities of Jesus
and reflecting those qualities before the people, dedicating his life to manifest and
to make them hear and experience the love of God as in a mirror. Let us bid him
farewell with love! Let his life be always an inspiration to us!

Let us pray that the soul of His Beatitude be filled with joy, peace and eternal rest
which he hoped for throughout his life. Amen!

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REPORT OF THE FUNERAL SERVICE
OF HIS BEATITUDE

MORAN MOR CYRIL BASELIOS CATHOLICOS

‘Zel Baslomo, Moran Baselios’

On Thursday, 18 January 2007 the sun was slowly ebbing away. It was 6.45 in
the evening. The daylight gradually faded. All on a sudden, the shocking news came
out from the KIMS hospital Trivandrum, that Moran Mor Cyril Baselios, the Major
Archbishop Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church has just passed away.
All what the people in general knew was that His Beatitude was suffering from
some ailment which was neither fatal nor even detrimental to the execution of his
daily duties. Hence, no one was prepared to accept the message of the untimely
demise of His Beatitude, the Major Archbishop. His Beatitude was running on 72
when death took him away from us. Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, the Auxillary
Bishop of Trivandrum Major Archieparchy, was by the bedside of His Beatitude on
a routine visit. While sharing some light moments of life, His Beatitude said that he
felt slight chest pain. So saying, he slowly sunk into the bed.  At once the doctors
were summoned. Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas said the prayers and gave the last
blessing while His Beatitude entrusted his soul into the hands of the Lord. Dr. Roy
Varghese and Dr. Sahadulla (Chairman, KIMS) tried all possible means to reanimate
His Beatitude. As there was no response they pronounced his demise at 6.45 p.m.
Fr. Varghese Kaithon (Procurator), Fr. Santhosh Thomas Koickal (Correspondent of
Schools), Fr.Varghese Kalayilvadakkethil (Secretary), Sr. Helena SIC, Sr. Berchmans
SIC (His Beatitude’s sisters), Sr. Celia SIC, Rajesh (Personal Assistant), Suresh
(Staff Secretary), and Reny (Personal Assistant and Driver) were witnesses to the
scene.

Meanwhile, Rev. Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia, Rev. Fr. Geevarghese Nediyath, Parish Priest of St. Mary’s
Cathedral and Rev. Fr. Daniel Kuzhithadathil reached the hospital. Upon the medical
confirmation of the death of His Beatitude, Rev. Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC returned
to Thirusannidhi and sealed the office and the living room of the Catholicos.
Immediately he informed all the Malankara Catholic Bishops and the various officials
of the Holy See and other ecclesiastical and political dignitaries about the passing
away of His Beatitude.

The untimely demise of His Beatitude was a great shock to all. The body of His
Beatitude was dressed with Episcopal vestments and embellished with the insignia
of the Catholicos and brought to the Major Archbishop’s House, Pattom at 8.30.p.m.
A large number of ecclesiastical dignitaries and political leaders in and around the
city had gathered there to receive the mortal remains and to pay respects to the
beloved Catholicos whose gracious presence had always filled their hearts and minds
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with blessings and fervour. All the Bishops of the Malankara Church except Most
Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios (Bishop of Bathery) and Most Rev. Geevarghese
Mar Timotheos (Bishop Emeritus) had arrived.

After an hour, the body was taken to St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom accompanied
by a large number of people arrayed in procession with lighted candles in their
hands and there it was kept for public homage.

Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, the senior most Eparchial Bishop of
the Permanent Synod was already on his way to Trivandrum. He instructed Most
Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos over the phone to convene a meeting of the Bishops
present to chalk out the funeral programme. Taking into consideration the various
circumstances, it was proposed that the funeral shall be held on Saturday, 20 January
2007.  Before fixing up the date, the brothers and sisters of His Beatitude were also
consulted.

In the presence of the Bishops, a meeting of the priests, religious and lay leaders
present in Trivandrum, was held to plan the details of the funeral service.  Different
committees were formed for its efficient execution.

On 19 January, hundreds of thousands of people from all walks of life paid their
homage to the Bava Thirumeni.  Representatives of various Churches, Christian
denominations and political leaders paid their respects chanting their special prayers
for the deceased.  The Chief Dignitaries were, His Beatitude Cardinal Varkey
Vithayathil, the Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malabar Church, Sri V. S.
Achuthanandan (the Chief Minister of Kerala), Sri Oomen Chandy (Opposition
Leader), Smt Lizy Jacob (Chief Secretary), C. Divakaran (Minister of Civil Supplies),
Sri. Pannyan Raveendran MP, Smt. Lida Jacob IAS, Sri. K. Padmakumar (City Police
Commissioner), Smt. P.K. Sreemathi Teacher (Health-Social Welfare Minister), Sri
Kodiyeri Balakrishnan (Home Minister), Sri. K. Radhakrishnan (Speaker), Sri. Pinarai
Vijayan, Sri. Raman Sri Vastava IPS (Kerala DGP), etc.

At 7 a.m. on 20 January, all the Bishops concelebrated the solemn Holy Eucharistic
Liturgy. At 8.30 a.m. the mortal remains of the Catholicos was taken to St. Mary’s
Pro-Cathedral, Palayam and laid in state on a specially prepared platform for the
public to pay homage. His Grace Most Rev. Pedro Lopez Quintana, the Apostolic
Nuncio in India, representing the Holy Father, arrived at the Pro-Cathedral to
participate in the funeral service. State government’s Cabinet Ministers, other
dignitaries, and the municipal administrators paid their homage. The State
Government police-guards stood in attendance and the other civil and ecclesiastical
dignitaries also paid homage. Most Rev. Dr. Soosa Pakiyam, Latin Catholic
Archbishop of Trivandrum, made the funeral oration.

Thereafter, the Nagarikânikkal (public procession) started from St. Mary’s Pro-
Cathedral, Palayam to St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom. Thousands of people participated
in the procession.  As the body of the Bâva was brought back in St. Mary’s Cathedral,
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Pattom, the chief service of the burial started.  It was officiated by Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, the Synodal Administrator of the Church.  During
the liturgical prayers, His Grace Most Rev. Pedro Lopez Quintana, the Apostolic
Nuncio for India, read out the condolence message of the Holy Father Pope Benedict
XVI. He also expressed his own condolence and conveyed the message of the
Secretariat of the State of Vatican.  Considering the great contribution of this religious
leader and lover of humankind, most of the politicians of the State of Kerala and
some from the Central Government were also present for the service. After the
liturgical service of burial in the Church, the body was brought down to the Crypt in
procession to be entombed by the side of his great predecessors.  At the entrance of
the Crypt, the State of Kerala gave its official honour to the departed soul with the
salute of the armed police.

After the funeral services, a meeting of condolence of the public was held at the
Cathedral premises. Various socio-political and religious leaders spoke on the
occasion. Among them Sri. Oscar Fernandes (Union Minister of India), Sri. Oommen
Chandy (Opposition Leader), Sri M.Vijayakumar (Minister of Law, Kerala) Sri.
K.M. Mani (MLA), Sri. P.J. Joseph (MLA) Sri. Pannyan Raveendran (MP), Sri.
Jayan Babu (Mayor of Trivandrum), and Sri. Palode Ravi (Ex-MLA) and Sri. V.
Rajagopal (Former Union Minister) deserve special mention ………..  Several
thousands of people attended the funeral and the condolence meeting in order to bid
tearful farewell to their beloved Bava.

Just as the Holy Father Pope Benedict XVI urged in his condolence message, let
us give thanks to Almighty God for the gift of life of our Beloved Abûna who dedicated
himself relentlessly for the good of the Church, not only of Kerala and India but also
of the Universal Church and of the entire society. May Almighty God grant eternal
rest to this noble soul!

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THE OPENING MESSAGE BY THE ADMINISTRATOR
MOST REV. GEEVARGHESE MAR DIVANNASIOS

AT THE FIRST SYNOD OF ELECTION

A cordial Welcome to all Brother Bishops!
We are at an auspicious occasion.  We are at a historical moment.  This event is to

be recorded not only in the annals of the Malankara Church and the Indian Church
but also in the annals of the Universal Church.  Sure! This will be written in the
history of the Malankara Church in golden letters.  This may appear to be simple for
us. But we have to understand that this is not an ordinary meeting, but an auspicious
moment in which we elect the Head of our Church.  Though we are a small community,
we have to bear witness before the world that we are capable of leading the destinies
of our Church.  I believe that the orientation talk by His Grace Most Rev. Mar
Powathal, our reflections on it and our prayers have helped us to enkindle in us a
clear understanding.  We, united in prayer, will enhance our strength and experience
of communion.  What we perform today is the same thing that the Apostles did to fill
up the vacancy caused by death of Judas.  Surely, the Holy Spirit will lead us!

This election should be made under divine inspiration.  It is not we, as human
beings, who do this.  As we read in Heb. 5:4, “And one does not presume to take this
honour, but takes it only when called by God, just as Aaron was”.  Hence this is a
God-inspired action.  It is indeed a burden-some responsibility for the one who
takes up this position.  To be the successor of three illustrious Prelates of the
Archieparchy of Trivandrum demands great courage and dedication.  On realizing
its significance, His Grace Mar Powathil found it a difficult mission to give an
orientation talk for this election.  If so, how great will be the anxiety of the one who
would be called to shoulder this responsibility!  This is no doubt a big cross.  No one
shall willingly be inclined to take this up.  But, I believe that whoever is invited by
God should not refuse it, but should accept it. This is a new experience.  We are
creating a tradition for other Churches like us; should be a model for them.  As the
Administrator, I consider this as a divine commission. It is difficult to be in command
of it.  But I firmly believe that our prayers and our communion will strengthen me
and the Laws of the Church will help us to clear our doubts.
The mode of election

As we know, all of us, seven Bishops have the right to vote.  But as Canon Law
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prescribes, Most Rev. Mar Timotheos, Bishop Emeritus, cannot be a candidate for
the post.  All the other six Bishops are eligible the same.  For being elected, one
should have two-third of the total votes.  The two-third of seven is five.  It means
that one who is elected Head of the Church should be acceptable to the great majority.
As His Grace Mar Powathil said, it would be so much the great if the election is
unanimous.  If the votes are split in the first round of balloting, it can be repeated in
many rounds.  But if the election is not brought to a completion within fifteen days,
it will devolve to the Roman Pontiff.

Beloved Brother Bishops!  The Holy Spirit who is always active in the Malankara
Catholic Church will be with us.  The prayers of our Holy Predicessors, especially
of the virtuous Archbishop Mar Ivanios, will be a stronghold to us.

With these words, I declare open this First Holy Episcopal Synod of Election.

THE FIRST HOLY EPISCOPAL SYNOD OF ELECTION
 (7 – 10 February 2007)

REPORT

Through the demise of His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios, the first Major
Archbishop-Catholicos on 18 January 2007 the Major Archiepiscopal See of
Trivandrum became vacant. The first Holy Episcopal Synod of Election of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church, was convoked by Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar
Divannasios, the Adminstrator of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church, through a
letter dated 22 January 2007 and handed over to each of the members. The Synod
was convoked on 7 February 2007 at the Major Archiepiscopal Curia in the
Catholicate Centre, Pattom, Trivandrum.  The Administrator, through a common
Pastoral Letter, had informed the entire Church about the convocation of the Synod
of Election and requested the prayers of the Faithful for the success of the same.
Besides suggesting the prayer "Jnangalude Karthavaya Yesumisiha..." to be recited
daily after the Holy Qurbono, Thursday, 8 February, the day of the election, was
recommended as a day of fasting for the special assistance of the Holy Spirit in the
Synod.

On the forenoon of 7 February 2007, the Church observed the Srâdhaperunal of
His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios. On the same day at 4.30 p.m., the
appointment of Very Rev. Fr. Chacko Aerath OIC as Apostolic Visitator with Episcopal
character, to the Malankara Catholics outside the territorium proprium by Pope
Benedict XVI, was announced at St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom, Trivandrum.

After the afore-said functions in the Cathedral, at 5.30 p.m., all the members of
the Holy Synod, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, Most Rev. Isaac Mar
Cleemis, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Secretary of the Synod), Most Rev.
Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom, Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos, Most Rev.
Joshua Mar Ignathios and Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, assembled at the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia in the Catholicate Centre. The Synod-Fathers spent a day in
recollection in preparation for the Synod of Election.

Most Rev. Mar Joseph Powathil, the Archbishop of Changanacherry, gave the
orientation talk to the Synod-Fathers. They spent the night in vigil before the Holy
Eucharist.
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On the next morning (Thursday, 8 February), after the canonical prayers,
meditation concelebrated Holy Qurbono and with due preperation they started the
Synod of Election at 11 a.m., 8 February 2007. The Bishops assembled in the Synod
Hall. After the introductory prayer, a hymn invoking the presence of the Holy Spirit
was sung.  Most Rev. Isaac Mar Cleemis read the scriptural passage from the Acts of
the Apostles (1:12-26). This prayer session was concluded with a spontaneous prayer.

After the prayer, the Administrator sought the opinion of the Synod Fathers in
availing the services of Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of the Major
Archiepiscopal Curia, as Teller of the election and to record the acts of the Synod.
The Synod-Fathers consented to the proposal and he was sworn in.

All the members of the Synod were present and the Administrator declared the
Synod canonical. Then the Administrator addressed the Synod. In his opening
message, he highlighted the significance of the Synod and explained the canonical
procedures of the election after which he declared the Synod open.

The balloting formalities were discussed in a brief session. It was decided that
sufficient interval for personal prayer and reflection should be granted if no one gets
the required two-third majority in the first balloting. It was also decided that there
shall not be more than three balloting a day, namely, at 10 a.m., at 3 p.m. and at 6
p.m.  The Synod co-opted Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom as an additional
Teller.

The Synod-Fathers took the oath of fidelity and secrecy.
Thereafter, the Synod unanimously elected Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos as

President of the Synod of Election. The President took over the post and invited the
members for the first balloting.

Ballot papers were distributed.  On the Thrônôs (altar) candles were lighted.  A
chalice was placed on it to deposit the votes. Each Bishop went to the place allotted
to register the name of the candidate and deposited the vote in the chalice. The order
of seniority was followed in casting the vote.

When the balloting was over, Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom went up to
the Thrônôs, collected the votes from the chalice. The votes were counted and
ascertained that they tally with the number of voters. Having checked the votes, the
President declared the result.

As no one obtained the two-third majority, it was decided that the Bishops shall
gather in the Synod Hall at 3 p.m. for the second balloting. In the meantime they
spent the time in prayer.

At 2.45 p.m. the Synod-Fathers assembled in the Hall. They recited a decade of
the glorious mystery of the Holy Rosary, the mystery of the descent of the Holy
Spirit upon the Apostles.

The second session commenced at 3 p.m.  Ballot papers were distributed by the
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President. The Synod Fathers voted. The Election was unanimous. The President
declared that Most Rev. Isaac Mar Cleemis is the Major Archbishop-Catholicos-
Elect. The Synod-Fathers welcomed the declaration with applause.

Soon after the declaration was made, the senior most Bishop of our Church,
Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos asked whether the Catholicos-Elect  accepts
the post and Most Rev. Isaac Mar Cleemis accepted the same.

The Synodal letter and the hand-written letter of the Major Archbishop-Catholicos-
Elect, requesting the Roman Pontiff to confirm the election, were prepared.

The result of the election was then informed to the Apostolic Nuncio over the
phone.  The Synodal letters were sent by fax message. The original of the letters
were sent by courier to the Nunciature to be forwarded to the Holy See.

The Synod Fathers continued to spend the time in prayer and sharing- sessions.
At 19.16 hours a fax message was received indicating that the Congregation for

the Oriental Churches received the Synodal letters. The Prefect of the Congregation
Cardinal Moussa Daoud congratulated the Major Archbishop-Catholicos-Elect, Most
Rev. Isaac Mar Cleemis.

Friday 9 February was a day of prayerful expectation of the confirmation of the
election from the Roman Pontiff.

On Saturday, 10 February 2007 at 8.12 a.m., the Administrator Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasios received the message of confirmation of the election
by Pope Benedict XVI, the Roman Pontiff, communicated by Archbishop Pedro
Lopez Quintana, the Apostolic Nuncio in India, as the Synod Fathers came out of
the Chapel after the Holy Qurbono.

The Synod Fathers assembled at 9.45 a.m., and decided that the canonical
proclamation of the Catholicos should be made at 4.30 p.m. in St. Mary’s Cathedral,
Pattom, Trivandrum.

The Major Archbishop-Catholicos-Elect and the other Synod Fathers came before
the Thrônôs in the Synod Hall. They prayed the Kaumo and the Jnangalude
Karthavaya Yesumisiha…Thereafter, the Major Archbishop-Catholicos-Elect made
the profession of faith and promise to fulfil his office faithfully before the Synod.
The Synod-Fathers exchanged the kiss of peace with the Catholicos-Elect. Thereafter,
the Major Archbishop-Catholicos was seated and the Synod Fathers expressed honour
and respect (obsequium) to the new Father and Head of the Church. The ceremony
ended with the Kukkilion to the Blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God and the prayers
of commemoration of the departed prelates of our Church.

After that the Synod-in-session felicitated the Major Archbishop-Elect. Each
Synodal Father, according to seniority, delineated his expectations and aspirations
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on behalf of the Church. Each one concluded his speech pledging obedience, love
and respect to the new Catholicos.

The Catholicos-Elect praised God for the extraordinary Pentecostal experience
of these days. The whole-hearted sharing of the Brother Bishops highlighted the
obligations which the new Catholicos is entrusted with. His mission is to lead the
Syro-Malankara Catholic Church in the world. The Universal Church, through the
Popes, has given the SMCC a “Welcome, big welcome”. He also extolled the warm
relationship the Church enjoys with His Eminence Cardinal Moussa Daoud, the
Prefect of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches and with His Grace Archbishop
Pedro Lopez Quintana, the Apostolic Nuncio in India. He thanked them for their
prompt, generous service in all the affairs of our Church.

Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, the President of the Synod of Election, on
behalf of the Church, thanked the Synodal Administrator, Most Rev. Geevarghese
Mar Divannasios for his inspiring leadership in the conduct of the Synod. He also
thanked the Teller, Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC.  Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar
Chrysostom thanked Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos for his meticulous preparations
and for presiding over the Synod of Election efficiently.

The Synod made the concluding prayers and recited the prayers of the sixth hour.
The President announced the details of the Proclamation ceremony, that is, to go

in procession to the tomb of the venerable Predecessors of the Catholicos-Elect,
spend sometime in silent prayer, after which all shall enter into the Sanctuary where
the Administrator shall make the solemn Canonical Proclamation reading out the
letter of confirmation of the election of the new Major Archbishop-Catholicos from
the Roman Pontiff, Pope Benedict XVI. The Secretary of the Holy Episcopal Synod
of our Church, Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos, was asked to address the people
and felicitate the new Catholicos on behalf of the Synod as well as the faithful.

The proceedings and the acts of the First Holy Episcopal Synod of Election was
read out by the Chancellor, Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC and confirmed by the
Synodal-Fathers. The acts were signed by all the Synod Fathers and they will be
preserved in the secret archives of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

With the prayer of the Psalmist, “Do not let those who hope in you be put to
shame because of me, O Lord God of hosts; do not let those who seek you be
dishonored because of me, O God of Israel” (Psalms 69:6) held close to their hearts,
the Most Rev. Bishops who assembled together with the responsibility entrusted to
them by the Church, after the Srâdhaperunâl of our late beloved Catholicos, we
could take a very important decision. Before you and this holy mad’baha (sanctuary),
I am very happy to say, that we have fulfilled the divine responsibility entrusted to
us by God, with great fervour and in an atmosphere of prayer and in the fullness of
the Holy Spirit.

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THE ENTHRONEMENT
OF MORAN MOR BASELIOS CLEEMIS CATHOLICOS

A BRIEF REPORT OF THE LITURGICAL SERVICE

Since His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios, the first Major Archbishop
Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church has passed away, naturally the
question arises as to who would be the next Major Archbishop-Catholicos? In this
context, the words of our Lord “I will not leave you alone” echoed through Mar
Divannasios, the Synodal Administrator, were a great consolation. He recommended
the Church to prayer and fasting for the success of the first Holy Episcopal Synod of
Election to be held on 7 February 2007 through a common pastoral letter.

After the Sradhaperunal of his Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios and after
the announcement of the appointment of Very Rev. Fr. Chacko Aerath OIC as
Apostolic Administrator with Episcopal Character for the Malankarites in India living
outside the territorium proprium of the Church, the members of the First Holy
Episcopal Synod of Election assembled at the Major Archiepiscopal Curia in the
Catholicate Centre. After a day of spiritual preparation, at 11 a.m. on 8 February
2007, the process for election began. The balloting formalities were over by 3 o’clock
and Most Rev. Isaac Mar Cleemis, the Archbishop of Tiruvalla, was elected as the
Major Archbishop Catholicos of the Malankara Church. After receiving the message
of confirmation from Pope Benedict XVI, the Synod Fathers and the Chancellor of
the Curia went in procession to the Crypt of the Cathedral and prayed at the tombs
of the deceased Prelates of the Church and then they entered into the sanctuary of
the Church.  The solemn canonical proclamation was at 4.30 p.m. in St. Mary’s
Cathedral Pattom, Trivandrum by the Synodal Administrator, His Excellency Most
Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios.  He read out the letter of the Apostolic Nuncio
in India, His Grace Most Rev. Pedro Lopez Quintana, conveying the confirmation
of the election by the Roman Pontiff, Pope Benedict XVI. The people gathered in
the Cathedral greeted the announcement with a standing ovation to the Major
Archbishop-Catholicos Elect, whose new name was also announced, Moran Mor
Baselios Cleemis.  The Secretary of the Holy Episcopal Synod Most Rev. Thomas
Mar Koorilos addressed the gathering and felicitated the new Catholicos on behalf
of the Synod and the Church.

The Catholicos-Elect addressed the Brother Bishops and People of God and
imparted his blessing. As the Synod had decided, it was announced that the Installation
of the new Catholicos would be held on 5 March 2007.

On Monday 5 March 2007, the liturgy of the installation of the new Major
Archbishop-Catholicos started at 8.30 am with a solemn procession from the entrance
of St. Mary’s Catheral, Pattom, Trivandrum. The Major Archbishop-Elect was
escorted to the Cathedral by all the Bishops of the Malankara Church, good many
priests, religious and thousands of faithful from Kerala and from the Diaspora of the
Church. The dignitaries were accorded a warm welcome with various floats and
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displays by the students and staff of the St. Mary’s Higher Secondary School, Pattom.
At the main door of the Cathedral, the Prelates were given a liturgical reception

under the leadership of Rev. Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of the
Curia and Rev. Father Geevarghese Nediyath, the Vicar of the Cathedral parish.

The Apostolic Administrator, the chief celebrant, intoned the canonical prayer of
the Third Hour and then the prelates proceeded to the sanctuary and put on the
sacred vestments. Then the solemn liturgy of the Holy Qurbono began. The main
celebrant was the apostolic administrator His Excellency Most Rev. Geevarghese
Mar Divannasios (Bathery). Bishops Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom
(Marthandom), Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos (Muvattupuzha) Most Rev. Joshua
Mar Ignathios (Mavelikara), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos (Bishop
Emeritus of Tiruvalla), Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, Apostolic Visitator to Europe
and America) and Msgr. Chacko Aerath the Apostolic Visitator and Bishop-Elect for
the Extraterritorial regions of the Church in India, were the concelebrants. After the
reading of the Gospel, His Grace Mar Joseph Powathil, the Archbishop of
Changanassery, gave the key note message of the ceremony.

 The Service of the enthronement started after the kukkilion (hymn of intercession)
in honour of the Blessed Virgin Mary and of the Saints. There were four services for
the Enthronement; namely, The Service of the Divine Call; The Service of the
Enthronement; The Service of the Handing over of the Crosier and the Service of
the imparting of the Apostolic Blessing.

The chief celebrant Mar Divannasios pronounced the Divine Call. He announced:
“The Holy Spirit calls you to become the Catholicos, the Head of the Malankara
Major Archiepiscopal Catholic Church and of her Bishops.” To this announcement,
the Major Archbishop-elect responded: “I agree and accept.” Following the
pronouncement, the liturgical prayers of the enthronement of the Catholicos began.
After a series of prayers both loud and secret, was the naming ceremony. The new
Major Archbishop -  Catholicos was given the name Mar Baselios Cleemis.

Then the main celebrant placing his right hand on the head of the candidate said:
“You are ordained in the Holy Church of God” and as to its response a prelate
responded: “Baselios Cleemis as Catholicos of the Apostolic See of St. Thomas of
the Malankara Syrian Catholic Church” and the celebrant proclaimed; “Baselios
Cleemis is installed and nominated as Catholicos of the holy Church of the true
faith” and then in the name of the Triune God, the main celebrant blessed the
candidate.

Then, the Catholicos was seated on a throne facing the congregation and he was
raised by priests singing thrice Oksios which means “Moran Mor Baselios is deserving
and worthy of this post’. Then the congregation said thrice: oksios meaning “he is
worthy”. During the oksios the new Major Archbishop - Catholicos blessed the faithful
three times with the hand-cross. Following the oksios and the thanksgiving prayer,
the Catholicos being seated on a raised throne read the Gospel passage from St.
John Chapter 10:1-10. Then the throne is lowered and one of the prelates recited the
“Litany’.

The main celebrant then said the thanksgiving prayer secretly.  Again the chief
celebrant helped the new Catholicos to stand up holding on his right hand. Then he
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held on the top of the crosier and the other Prelates held on it below according to
their seniority and last of all the Catholicos. The main celebrant sang the Psalm:

“May the Lord give to you the strong staff from Sinai-Halleluiah o
Halleluiah.
And you reign supreme over your enemies forever.”
Then the Pelates left their hold, one by one and finally the crosier was left in the

hand of the Catholicos.
This was followed by the prayer of Felicitation and the Litany, the congregation

invoked the Apostolic Blessing of the Catholicos. “Stretch forth your right hand
which is full of mercy and bless us all.” The Catholicos imparted with the Crosier
the apostolic blessing to the whole congregation and with that, the Service of the
enthronement came to an end. After the service the new Major Archbishop Catholicos
continued the Eucharistic liturgy and completed it with the Holy Communion.

The Service of the Enthronement was followed by a public meeting presided
over by Sri V.S. Achuthandan, the Honourable Chief Minister of Kerala. His
Excellency Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasios welcomed the chief guests
and all those who were present at the meeting. His Eminence Cardinal Telesphore
Topo, the President of CBCI gave the Benedictory address. His Eminence Cardinal
Varkey Vithayathil inaugurated the public meeting. Msgr. Maurizio Malvestiti,
Secretary to Cardinal Moussa Daoud, and Rev. Dr. Johnson Kaimalayil an official
represented the Congregation for the Oriental Churches, Rome. Dignitories and public
persons Sri. Ommen Chandy, (Leader of the Opposition), Smt. Lizy Jacob IAS (Kerala
Chief Secretary), Sri. Vayalar Ravi, (Minister of Emigration), Sri Jayan Babu, (Hon.
Mayor of Trivandrum), Sri. M. Vijayakumar, (Minister of Law) Hafis P. Hamsa
Maulavi Farukki, (Imam Palayam Mosque), Sri. P.K. Narayana Panicker (NSS),
Swami Prakasananda (Sivagiri), Sri. K.M. Mani MLA, Sri. P.J. Joseph MLA, Sri.
Ramesh Chennithala (KPCC President), Sri.O. Raja Gopal, Sri. Pannyan Raveendran
MP, Sri. T.M. Jacob, and Sri. John Mathai IAS were present at the function.  The
new Major Archbishop Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis replied to the messages of
felicitation. His Excellency Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas the apostolic visitator of
Europe and America proposed the vote of thanks to all.

There were a lot of dignitaries, public officials, well-wishers and friends from
inside and outside Kerala and India for the celebration. The press and other media
gave a good coverage in the national and international media net works. The ceremony
bore the mark of a major historical event in the ecclesiastical history of the Malankara
Catholic Church.

The solemn celebration was wound up with a delicious lunch served to all the
participants.

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Address of the Apostolic Nuncio
at the Public Meeting to felicitate Mar Chacko Aereth OIC
and His Beatitude Major Archbishop Baselios Mar Cleemis,

New Delhi, March 22, 2007

Your Beatitude Baselios Mar Cleemis, Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara
Church, Rt. Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas OIC, Tit. Bishop of Bapara and Apostolic
Visitator for the Syro-Malankaras in India outside the “territorium proprium”, My
Lord Archbishops, Bishops, Rev. Fathers, Sisters, Brothers, distinguished guests
and my dear people,

This is indeed an occasion of great joy for all of us gathered here to felicitate the
newly elected Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara Church, His Beatitude
Baselios Mar Cleemis, and to welcome the new Bishop, His Lordship Jacob Mar
Barnabas, appointed by the Holy See as Apostolic Visitator for the Syro-Malankaras
in India outside the “territorium proprium”. Joining with us in prayer and spiritual
communion is the Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, whose best wishes and regards
I am privileged to convey to all of you, as well as his Apostolic Blessing for the
occasion.

Delhi is not a strange land to the Syro-Malankarites. The faithful of the Syro-
Malankara tradition have been very active here for more than 25 years, mainly through
the Malankara Association, keeping alive the Malankara tradition and customs,
especially the liturgical traditions. Like Delhi there are also other cities and towns in
India and abroad, which the Malankara Catholics have made their adopted homes,
ushering in a time of accelerated and vigorous growth for the Church. So much so
that Pope John Paul II, in his address to the Syro-Malankara Hierarchy during their
last ad limina visit to him said: “You have become one of the fastest growing Catholic
communities in the world, boosting large numbers of vocations to the priesthood
and religious life, and your pusillus grex (little flock) is home to many educational
and welfare institutions. The new Law of Christ which compels us to go beyond the
boundaries of family, race, tribe or nation is concretely manifested in your generosity
to others”. It became clear that this “little flock”, so zealous and enthusiastic in the
preservation and growth of their ancient traditions, required coordination and pastoral
support. That, precisely, is what is expected of the newly appointed Bishop Mar
Barnabas. As Apostolic Visitator, under the direct dependence of the Major
Archbishop, Bishop Barnabas it is true that he is not the Malankara Bishop of Delhi
or the Malankara Bishop of North India; nevertheless he is a Bishop with a very
particular mission, that is: (a) to ‘visit’ those areas of India where there is no Syro-
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Malankara jurisdiction; (b) to interact constructively with the Latin hierarchy relatives
to these areas; (c) to observe and thereby identify the diverse needs of the Syro-
Malankara faithful in terms of pastoral care; (d) to evaluate what is necessary by
way of devising necessary canonical and other structures, with counsel about the
manner in which these should be implemented; (e) to report  accordingly to the
Major Archbishop and pertinent Synodal Committee.

Therefore through this public function here today, my dear Syro-Malankaras,
you express joy at this appointment, and your whole hearted support to the new
Bishop and Apostolic Visitator. I am sure that your brothers and sisters, scattered
throughout India and abroad, also feel similar sentiments and are with you in spiritual
communion on this occasion.

This function today has also another very important purpose: to welcome and
felicitate the newly elected Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara Church, His
Beatitude Baselios Mar Cleemis.

Your Beatitude, you inherit a very important See, the Archieparchy of Trivandrum,
the Mother Church of the Syro-Malankara Rite, the See that made history by launching
what is now known as the Reunion Movement; the See that, in the words of Pope
John Paul II, “has been indelibly marked by the luminous figure of Archbishop Mar
Ivanios, who found wisdom and sensitivity to the cause of Christian unity in my
predecessor Pius XI, to whom he made a historic visit in 1932”, and which gave
birth to the Syro-Malankara Hierarchy. You are heir to a heritage that goes back to
almost 2000 years, to the times of St. Thomas the Apostole himself. You are custodian
and protector of a very ancient liturgical tradition, which had its origin in Antioch,
where the followers of Jesus were first called ‘Christians’, as we recall from the
Acts of the Apostles, (11:16). For more than 16 centuries your community that
received its faith from the Apostle Thomas remained in unbroken communion with
the See of Peter. At that point, a series of difficulties, mostly of a political nature,
intervened, that interrupted that communion. But God never gives up the call to
unity. He raised many generous and courageous souls who listened to this call. The
Reunion Movement that started in 1930 with Mar Ivanios, the architect of Christian
unity, never looked back. Since then the history of this Church has been a story of
steady growth and vigorous Christian life, beautifully and effectively blending fidelity
to its Oriental tradition with a vigorous commitment to the apostolate. Today the
Syro-Malankara Church has around 450000 faithful divided in two Metropolitan
sees and four eparchies and served by 632 priests, of whom 511 are eparchial and
121 religious. A total of 643 seminarians study in five seminaries, and there are over
2030 female religious in 17 communities The Church also 22 ecclesiastical
institutions, 449 educational centers (schools, universities, etc.), and 466 charitable
institutes.
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My dear Catholic Malankaras, today as we celebrate these two important events
in the history of your Church, we give thanks together for the principal landmarks in
your ecclesial life, mindful especially of the multiple blessings that have been
bestowed on your Church in a relatively short time. I recall with great emotion that
golden day in the history of your Church when, on February 10, 2005, at St. Mary’s
Metropolitan Cathedral in Trivandrum, I had the privilege of reading out the official
declaration by which the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church was raised to the status
of a Major Archiepiscopal Church. It was also my privilege to be  present on the 14th

May of the same year when, His Beatitude Cyril Mar Baselios, the Major Archbishop,
was enthroned as the Father and Head of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. Nor
can I forget my participation in the historic moment of the Platinum Jubilee of the
Reunion Movement celebrated in Mavelikara in September of the same year.

These are but a few of the latest instances of a long chain of blessings that the
Lord has showered upon your Church and your people. Not least among these is
your strong and vibrant spirituality, which at the root of your undaunted commitment
to Christian love, so clearly discernable in your communities wherever they are.
This is a unique and precious Christian spirituality truly incarnated in the Indian
soil, allowing the Church, as is said in Ecclesia in Asia (n.6) “to communicate the
Gospel in a way which is faithful both to her own traditions and to the Asian soul”,
nor must we forget the abundant vocations to the priesthood and religious life which
the Lord continues to raise up in your families and communities, necessitating the
setting up of a Major Seminary of your own, which incidentally is on the threshold
of its Silver Jubilee.

This meeting here therefore, my dear people, offers us an occasion to look back
in gratitude to the marvelous deeds the Lord has done for your people guiding it
throughout its eventful march in history. We also express our gratitude to the
Archdiocese of Delhi, as also the other Archdioceses and Dioceses, in India and
abroad, which have wholeheartedly welcomed your communities into their territories.
Delhi alone, I understand, has at present three full-fledged Malankara Personal
Parishes, with more than 16 Mass Centers and Prayer Groups. I am particularly
happy to see that in these developments the lay people take up very active and
committed initiatives.

My dear Malankarites, with a heart filled with gratitude for the opportunity to be
with you on this day, I once again extend my heartfelt congratulations to the newly
elected Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara Church, His Beatitude Baselios
Mar Cleemis, and to the new Bishop, His Lordship Jacob Mar Barnabas, Apostolic
Visitator for the Malankaras in India. I entrust them to the powerful intercession of
Mary, Queen of the Church, and St. Thomas, the Apostle of India.

Apostolic Bull
of Apointment of Mar Jacob Bernabas as Apostolic Visitator

(Translation)

Benedict Bishop, Servant of the Servants of God impart to our beloved son,
Jacob Aerath, belonging to the Congregation of the Imitation of Christ and at
present Master of the Novices of the same congregation, who is appointed
Apostolic Visitator for the Syro-Malankara faithful residing in India, outside
the proper territories of the Church, who is at the same time elected titular
Bishop of Bapara, greetings and Apostolic benediction.

His Beatitude Cyril Baselios Malancharuvil OIC of happy memory, the then
Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara Church had asked for an Apostolic
Visitator with Episcopal character for the spiritual welfare of the faithful of
the same Church residing in India outside its proper territories. We, however,
being placed to look after the spiritual care of the entire sheepfold of the Lord,
having consulted with the venerable Brother Cardinal Prefect of the
Congregation for the Oriental Churches, have reckoned to comply with the
petition sent to us. Hence you, dear son, equipped with the necessary qualities
and skilful in sacred matters, we find you suitable to carryout this office and
by the power that is vested in us, we constitute you Apostolic Visitator for the
Malankara faithful residing in India, outside the proper territories of the Church.
We also assign you as the Titular Bishop of Bepara with all the duties and
privileges connected with the Episcopal dignity and annexed to such office.

Pertaining to your ordination, profession of faith and to your promising
obedience to us and to our successors, you shall observe the laws of the Code
of Canons for the Oriental Churches. Finally dear son, you should promote
communion with your Major Archbishop of the Syro-Malankara Church and
shall strive after to fulfill the duties of your service with your whole strength.
Besides, you should trust in God fully, having always his word as a lamp to
your heel and a light to your path. (Rfr. Ps.119: 105).

Let the mother of God, Virgin Mary be with you and be kind to you and
most dear to all our faithful for whom you are sent as Apostolic Visitator.

Given at Rome from the quarters of St. Peter on the seventh day of February
in the Lord’s year 2007, in the second year of our Pontificate.

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EPISCOPAL ORDINATION
OF MOST REV. JACOB MAR BARNABAS,

THE APOSTOLIC VISITATOR
FOR THE EXTRA-TERRITORIAL REGIONS IN INDIA

A BRIEF REPORT OF THE LITURGICAL SERVICE

On Wednesday 7 February 2007 a long-cherished dream of the Syro-
Malankara Catholic Church has come true. On that day it was announced at St.
Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom, that the Holy Father Pope Benedict XVI had
appointed Very Rev. Dr. Chacko Aerath of the Order of the Imitation of Christ
as Apostolic Visitator with Episcopal character for the Malankarites residing
in the Extraterritorial Regions within India. This papal document was publicized
simultaneously at 12 noon in Rome and at 4.30 p.m. at the St. Mary’s Cathedral,
Pattom Trivandrum by His Beatitude Baselios Cleemis the Major Archbishop-
Catholicos of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church. A large number of our
people who had gathered in the Church greeted the announcement with
acclamation thanking and praising God for his marvellous deeds rendered to
the Malankara Church.

The celebration of the Episcopal consecration of the Apostolic Visitator
started at 8.30 a.m on Saturday 10th March 2007 at St. Mary’s Catheral, Pattom,
Trivandrum with a solemn procession. The Apostolic Visitator whose face
was covered with a long Satin veil (sosappa), was escorted to the Cathedral by
all the Bishops of the Malankara Church, good number of priests, religious
and thousands of faithful from Kerala and outside its territorial boundary.

At the entrance of the Metropolitan Church, the Prelates were given a
liturgical reception by Very Rev. Father Geevarghese Nediath the Vicar of the
Church and were lead into the church.

His Beatitude Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis, the chief celebrant, intoned
the canonical prayer of the III Hour and then he and the other prelates proceeded
to the sanctuary to wear the sacred vestments. As directed by the Catholicos,
Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Divannasisos and Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar
Chrysostom brought the bishop-elect before the Catholicos. His Excellency
Most Rev. Thomas Mar Koorilos,  the Secretary of the Synod of Bishops of
the MCC, read out the Papal Bull of Appointment. Then the chief celebrant
knelt before the candidate and proclaimed: “The Holy Spirit calls you to become
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the Episcopa of Bepara.”  To this, the candidate responded “I agree and accept.”
 Thereafter the solemn liturgy of the Holy Qurbono began. His Beatitude

Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis-Catholicos, the Father and Head of the Malankara
Catholic Church, led the Eucharistic Liturgy. Their Graces Most Rev.
Geevarghese Mar Divannasisos (Bathery) Most Rev. Youhanon Mar
Chrysostom (Marthandom). Most Rev.Thomas Mar Koorilos (Muvattupuzha)
Most Rev. Joshua Mar Ignathios (Mavelikara), Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar
Thimotheos (Bishop Emeritus of Thiruvalla), Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas
(Apostolic Visitator of Europe and America) were concelebrants.

The presence of Archbishop Most Rev. Dr. Soosai Pakiam (Latin
Archdiocese of Marthandom), Most Rev. Stanley Roman (Kollam) Most Rev.
Vincent Samuel (Neyyattinkara), Archbishop Most Rev. Moolakkattil
(Kottayam) Most Rev. George Alancherry (Thakkala) added solemnity to the
liturgy.

Following the Gospel reading, His Excellency Most Rev. George Alencherry
spoke about the Episcopal consecration. He exhorted Msgr. Dr. Chacko Aerath
to bring up the sons and daughters of the Malankara Church outside her
territorial boundary in faith and love.

The proper service of the consecration started after the Kukkilion (hymn of
intercession) in honour of the Blessed Virgin Mary and the Saints. After a
series of prayers, both loud and secret, was the naming ceremony. The bishop
elect was blessed and was given the name Yakob Barnabas. After the naming
ceremony there was the service of the investiture of the Bishop. Then the newly
consecrated Episcopa was seated on a Cathedra (throne) and some priests
raised him with the Cathedra (throne) singing thrice Oksios, which means “he
is worthy”. During the singing the new bishop blessed the faithful thrice with
the hand cross. Following the Oksios and the thanksgiving prayer, the Catholicos
helped the new Bishop to stand up holding on his right hand. Then he held on
top of the crosier with his hand and the other Prelates held it below according
to their seniority and last of all the newly consecrated one. The main celebrant
sang the Psalm:

“May the Lord give you the strong staff from Sinai-Halleluiah o Halleluiah
And you reign supreme over your enemies forever.”
Then the Prelates left their hold, one after another and finally the crosier

was left in the hand of Bishop Barnabas.
After the service of the consecration, the Eucharistic liturgy was officiated

by the newly consecrated bishop. When the ceremonies got over, a public
meeting was held to felicitate the new Bishop, which was presided over by His
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Beatitude the Catholicos. His Excellency Mar Koorilos welcomed the chief
guests and all those who were present at the meeting.  Honourable Minister T.
U Kuruvila, the minister of public works (Kerala Government), inaugurated
the function. The benedictory speech was delivered by Most Rev. Yoohanon
Mar Chrysostom. The speakers of the meeting were Rt. Rev. Mannikarott
Corepiscopo, V. Rev. Dr. George Thomas Kallunkal OIC, V. Rev. Dr. John
Berchmans OIC. Rev. Heinz Christi (Germany) Rev. Fr. John Nedumcherril,
Mother Benjamin SIC, Mother Francina DM, Rev. Bro. Dennis
Thekkeparambil, Smt. Sara Mani Kuriakose, Sri. John Theverath, and Sri.
Jose Mathai. His Excellency Dr. Jacob Mar Barnabas made his thanksgiving
speech. The vote of thanks was proposed by Very Rev. Dr. Antony Valiyavilayil,
Chancellor of the Major Archiepiscopal Curia.

A large number of faithful attended the function. There were good many
dignatories from within and without Kerala, officials, well-wishers and friends
etc. The press and other media of communication gave a good coverage in the
national and international network. The ceremony bore the mark of a major
historical event in the ecclesiastical life of the Malankara Catholic Church.

The solemn celebration was wound up with a delicious lunch served to all
the participants.

Congregations and my dear Faithful in the Lord!

The unexpected demise of Moran Mor Baselios-Catholicos, the beloved Father and
Head of the Malankara Catholic Church, founded on the apostolic faith-tradition of St.
Thomas, the Apostle, has immersed us all in deep grief. His Beatitude, the Catholicos
submitted his soul in to the hands of God at 6.45 p.m., 18 January 2007 in the KIMS
hospital, while Most Rev. Joseph Mar Thomas, several priests and the brothers and
sisters of His Beatitude were praying. Immediately, the body was dressed in sacred
vestments, brought and placed in the Major Archbishp’s House for public veneration
and prayer. Thereafter the body of His Beatitude was carried to the St. Mary’s cathedral
church, Pattom, accompanied by a large crowed of people and placed there for the
public to pay their respects, by about 11.00 at night. On Saturday, January 20, at 10.00
a.m. the body was placed in front of St. Mary’s pro-cathedral church, Palyam and
afterwards it was taken back in procession to the cathedral church, Pattom. The mortal
remains of His Beatitude was laid to rest in an atmosphere of devout prayer and with
State-honour in the presence of all the Metropolitans of the Malankara Catholic Church,
Most Rev. Archbishop Pedro Lopez Quintano, the Papal Delegate in India and a number
of Bishops, Priests, Religious, People's Representatives and a large crowd of Faithful.
Thousands of people, including Religious heads, social and Political Leaders and those
belonging to the higher strata of the society paid homage of tears at the feet of the
demised prelate. Let us express our unbounded gratitude to them through our prayers
before the Almighty.

James was born on 16 August 1935 as the son of Mr. Mathai and Mrs. Aleyamma
Mathai Malancharuvil, belonging to the renowned family of Pakalomattom in the village
of Ullannur of the district of Pathanamthitta. After his school education he joined the
Bethany Ashram with the blessings of the late Archbishop Mar Ivanios. Having
completed his priestly formation in the famous Papal Athaneum, Poona, he was ordained

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priest on 4 October 1960. Fr. Cyril studied in the Gregorian University, Rome from
1961 to 1965 and took Doctorate in Canon Law and later, he continued his studies from
1970 to 1972 in St. John’s University, USA and took degree in Psychology. He spent
his life in the most praise-worthy manner in various spheres as Seminary Professor,
Superior General of the Bethany Ashram, Retreat Preacher, Spiritual Director, Exemplary
Religious, Authentic Priest, Promotor of Church Unity, Prophet of Religious Tolerance,
Dedicated Pastor, Shepherd, who set apart his life for the uplift of the poor and the
marginalized etc. The contributions, which His Beatitude, the Catholicos rendered for
Religious Tolerence, Dialogues and for the prosperity of the Nation at large, are esteemed
in the National as well as International levels. His Beatitude will live in the hearts of
the thousands who have closely come to know the nobility of his personality, social
visions and kindness.

The Malankara Syrian community that reunited with the universal Catholic Church
in 1930 grew up rapidly. It preserved its ancient ecclesial patrimony and faith. The
Holy See, having clearly understood and esteemed its luminous state, raised the Church
as a Sui-juris Major Archiepiscopal Church with the rights and obligations envisaged
in the Code of Canons for the Oriental Churches on 10 February 2005. His Beatitude
Moran Mor Cyril Baselios Catholicos was the dazzling star of this Church, raised to
this celebrity. Having carried out meritorious divine service in our Church as Bishop of
Bathery from 1978 to 1995, as Administrator of the Malankara Catholic Church for an
year from 1994-1995, as Archbishop of the Malankara Catholic Church from 1995-
2005 and as the First Major Archbishop-Catholicos of the Church from 10 February
2005 to 18 January 2007, he has now joined the company of the Fathers of venerable
memory.

His Beatitude was twice the Chairman of the Kerala Catholic Bishops’ Council
during the periods from 1996-1999 and 2004-2007. Again, His Beatitude was elected
twice the President of the Catholic Bishops’ Conference of India during the period
from 1999-2004. As permanent member of the Congregation for the Oriental Churches
of  the Apostolic See, His Beatitude fared well as the spokesman of the Oriental Churches
in the Universal Church. The rank of the Major Archiepiscopate, which the Malankara
Catholic Church acquired, is but the reflection of the comprehensive view of His
Beatitude, which led the Malankara Catholic Church to the top row of the Universal
Catholic Church. As the First Major Archbishop and Catholicos of the Malankara
Catholic Church, His Beatitude raised the prestige of the Church by being Syrian in
tradition, Indian in culture and Christian in faith. His Beatitude’s commendable tenet
was that the Church is not for its own sake, but it is for the sake of the human community.
His Beatitude, as the supreme head of the Holy Synod had the far-sightedness to lead
the Church towards steady growth. The growth of the Eparchy of Bathery, the spread of
the Malankara Catholic Church beyond the canonical boundaries within India and in
foreign Countries, the erection of the Eparchies of Marthandom, Moovattupuzha and
Mavelikara, the raising of Tiruvalla as an Archieparchy, the reinstating of the ranks of
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service in the Church, such as Remban and Corepiscopo and the honouring of some of
the Rev. Priests of the Church by conferring on them these ranks are some of the
contributions His Beatitude rendered for the growth of the Church. It is again His
Beatitude who raised all the Most Rev. Metropolitans of the present-day Church to the
Episcopate except the senior most Metropolitan of the Malankara Catholic Church,
Most Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timotheos.

His Beatitude proved himself as a worthy successor to the Most Rev. Metropolitans,
Mar Ivanios and Mar Gregorios, sages who appropriated the vigour of Indian asceticism.
We, who have inherited his visions, still continue our journey towards the Kingdom of
God, relying on divine grace, without any hesitation. The Church has already started
making arrangements for this onward march with unity of heart and mind.

After the demise of His Beatitude, as the senior most Eparchial Bishop of the
permanent synod, I have assumed the post of the administrator of the Church in
compliance with Canon 127 of the Code of Canons for the Oriental Churches. The
Eparchial Synod was soon convened and after due deliberations about the order of
procedure regarding the governance of the Church and about the funeral services of His
Beatitude, the desceased Catholicos, decisions were arrived at and instructions given
for their execution. We had declared an observance of seven days’ mourning in the
Church, banning all public celebrations. All parish churches have observed Sunday,
January 21, as Prayer day and have offered Holy Qurbono for the repose of the soul of
His Beatitude. According to our ecclesiastical tradition, the entire Church observes 41
days’ prayerful mourning over the dead. During these days we should make the ideals
and visions of His Beatitude for our deliberation and prayer. It is desirable to form
prayer groups and conduct memorial services in order to perpetuate the life-visions of
His Beatitude, taking into account the specialties and needs of the places, institutions,
religious houses and parishes. In view of the election of the New Catholicos as per
prescriptions of the Canon Law and the forthcoming Lent, we celebrate the Feast of
Commemoration of His Beatitude on 2007 February 7,  i.e., on the 21st day of his
demise.

The Feast of Commemoration begins with the Evening Prayer at 6.30 p.m. on 2007
February 6, at the cathedral church, Trivandrum. On the following day, there will be the
Morning Prayers, Solemn Concelebrated Holy Qurbono, Commemorative Meeting and
the Prayer of Incensing at the tomb. After that, there will be the agape. I cordially invite
all to participate in the Memorial Service and receive God’s blessings.

On the very eve of the day after the Feast of the Commemoration, the members of
the Holy Synod of the Church shall enter into prayer. Having spent a day in prayer, they
shall sit in session of the Holy Synod for electing the new Major Archbishop-Catholicos,
the Head and Father of the Malankara Catholic Church.

The Church, in unison, shall pray for the help of the Holy Spirit to elect a competent
shepherd, who shall lead our Church, discerning the signs of the times. The Prayer of

the III Hour, namely, “O Lord Jesus Christ… “ is to be recited daily in our Ashrams,
Convents and in all churches after the celebration of the Holy Qurbono from February
1, until the declaration of new Catholicos. Besides, I invite all to observe February 8, as
a day of fast for the afore-mentioned intention.

As the See of the Catholicos is vacant, I, hereby inform that the observance of the
‘Catholicos Day’, fixed for February 4, 2007 is postponed to a later date.

May the grace of the Almighty God be with you all, forever.
The same, through the prayers of the Holy Mother of God, St. Thomas, the apostle

of India and of all the Saints. Amen.

Most Rev. Metropolitans, Venerable Priests, Deacons, Religious and my dear Faithful!
The Malankara Catholic Church is passing through many decisive moments. Our

first Major Archbishop Moran Mor Cyril Baselios Catholicos has entered into eternity.
We observed the period of mourning of his demise and the day of commemoration
in a blessed manner. Holy Father Pope Benedict XVI has graciously appointed a
Chief Priest as Apostolic Visitator to cater to the pastoral and liturgical needs of the
faithful of the Malankara Catholic Church in India, residing outside its canonical
territories. The Holy Synod’s election of His Grace, Isaac Mar Cleemis, Archbishop
of Tiruvalla as the Father and Head of the Church, its approval by the Holy Father,
Pope Benedict XVI and the subsequent official announcement of the same, are events
that are to be recorded in golden letters in the annals of the Syro-Malankara Catholic
Church. Along with these, we are preparing ourselves for the solemn inauguration
of the Eparchy of Mavelikara and for the installation of His Grace Joshua Mar
Ignathios, as its Metropolitan.

“Happy are you O Israel! Who is like you, a people saved by the Lord, the shield
of your help and the sword of your triumph” (Deut. 33:29). The profound grief,
which the unexpected demise of His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios-Catholicos,
the beloved Father and Head of the Malankara Catholic Church, had inflicted in us,
has led us to such hope. Yes, our Church is indeed blessed by God. His Beatitude,
the Catholicos, who like Moses, has departed for his eternal reward after having
fulfilled his mission of raising the Malankara Catholic Church to the summit of her
ecclesial life. Thus, he imparts to each and every one of us hope and divine blessing.

We, as a whole, have been earnestly praying that we may be enabled to elect a
worthy Chief Priest as successor to his Beatitude, in order to guide the Church.
Inspired by the Holy Spirit and “filled with the Spirit of wisdom” (Deut. 34:9), the
Prelates of the Malankara Catholic Church entered into the Holy Synod at 6.00 p.m.
on 7 February 2007 with the intention of electing one, acceptable to God, for the
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highest rank of service to the Church. It was His Grace, Most Rev. Mar Joseph
Powathil, Metropolitan of the Archieparchy of Changanacherry, who helped to fill
the Synod- Fathers with the word of God. They spent the night in adoration before
the Holy Eucharist. In the morning of 8 February they offered the Holy Qurbono
together and received the divine strength. Once again, the preacher strengthened the
retreatants with the word of God. After that, the members entered into the first session
of the Synod by about 11.00 a.m. as envisaged earlier.

Noble moments indeed, which are to be recorded in golden letters in the annals
of the Malankara Catholic Church! An order of events, like that of the election of
Mathias by the college of Apostles, immersed in prayer along with the Blessed Virgin
Mary! The Holy Spirit led the Prelates to the subsequent procedure. The Holy Synod,
at which all the members were present, was declared canonical as per Holy Canons
of the Church. Then, the Bishops unanimously elected Most Rev. Thomas Mar
Koorilos as the president of the Synod. Most Rev. Yoohanon Mar Chrysostom and
Rev. Fr. Antony Valiyavilayil OIC, the Chancellor of the Curia of the Malankara
Catholic Church, were appointed, under oath, to assist the proceedings of the Synod.
After that all the Synod-Fathers took oath that they shall elect only the most suitable
person before God, in accordance with their conscience, for the glory of God and
for the good of the Church and that they shall observe strict secrecy regarding matters
that concern the voting, either directly or indirectly. Immersed in prayer, the Synod-
Fathers then received ballot paper from the president, went to the places allotted to
them and having duly filled in, put them in the chalice kept on the thronos (altar).
The first round of voting indicated the person whom the Spirit of God calls for this
noble rank. Thereafter, the Synod- Fathers spent time in prayer before the Blessed
Sacrament till 3.00 p.m., when the second session of the Synod started. This session
clearely showed the operation of the Spirit of God with regard to who is called by
God for this noble service. Thus, His Grace, Isaac Mar Cleemis, Metropolitan of
Tiruvalla was unanimously elected Catholicos. The Fathers of the Synod glorified
God and they approved of and accepted the election. The senior most member, Most
Rev. Geevarghese Mar Timothios, on behalf of the Synod, asked Isaac Mar Cleemis,
“Do you accept this election”? He replied, “I accept this election for the glory of
God and for the good of the Church”. Immediately the Roman Pontiff was informed
of the election through a synodal letter signed by all the Fathers of the Synod and
through a letter written in his own hand and signed by the Catholicos-elect and
requested the confirmation of the election by the Holy Father.

These documents were sent to the Apostolic Nuncio, Papal Delegate in India, at
4.12 p.m. His Grace, the Apostolic Nuncio forwarded the same to the Congregation
for the Oriental Churches in Rome. We received intimation of the receipt of these
documents from the Congregation at 7.15 p.m. The Synod-Fathers spent the
subsequent period of waiting for the sanction of the Holy Father in prayer,
contemplation and exchange of ideas.

The Synod- Fathers received on 10 February at 8.15 a.m. from the Apostolic
Nunciature, Delhi, the Fax message informing that the Pope has approved the election.
Soon after receiving the message of approval, His Grace Isaac Mar Cleemis, who
was elected Major Archbishop Catholicos, made the Profession of Faith and promised
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to fulfill his service faithfully before the Fathers of the Synod. On that very evening
at 4.30, the announcement of his new office was proclaimed at the St. Mary’s
Cathedral in the presence of thousands who gathered there. In accordance with the
tradition of the Church, His Grace Most Rev. Isaac Mar Cleemis, elected as the new
Head and Father of the Malankara Catholic Church, chose the name Moran Mor
Baselios Cleemis, Major Archbishop Catholicos.

Just as I have stated earlier, we are at present bearing witness to the blessed
events in the history of our Church. We, comparatively a small sheep fold, have
always had the experience of being carried in the hands of God. He will never leave
us orphans. The experience of the members of the Synod in electing a new Catholicos
remains in the Church as that of a new Pentecost. Being inspired by the Spirit of
God, the fact that we, the Bishops, who are weak servants of the Lord, could in a
short while, elect the new Catholicos, shows that God, in a special manner, has
glorified our Church within the Christian Community and in the world. Let us express
our gratitude to God, who has glorified our Church as a model for other Churches
like ours. May God, who has given us a Catholicos, who is brilliant like Elijah and
austere like John, be glorified. May the word of God, “Joshua, son of Nun, was full
of the spirit of wisdom, because Moses has laid his hands upon him, and the Israelites
obeyed him, doing as the Lord has commanded Moses” (Deut, 34:9), be fulfilled in
the new Catholicos.

May we, on this occasion, express our gratitude to all the children of the Church,
who strengthened us through fasting and prayer, while we, the weak servants, were
engaged in fulfilling this service. The news about this service, which was fulfilled
under the sole inspiration of the Spirit of God, was made available to us through all
the audio-visual media of communication. We express our gratitude to all those who
have helped us in this matter. But we ought to discern certain facts as false, which
were publicized based on mere gossips and inferences derived from them. We, “The
High Priests, chosen from among people, for the people” (Heb. 5:1), were performing
these divine things for the children of the Malankara Catholic Church. That is why
we share the acts of the Synod with you in detail. It is indisputable that this event
will ever remain as a Pentecostal experience in our ecclesial life and it will strengthen
us.

Let us accept the new Catholicos with a spirit of obedience and respect in
conformity with our ecclesial tradition. Besides praying for the Catholicos during
Holy Qurbono at the intercessory prayers and at other times, I invite you to specially
remember His Beatitude in your personal prayers as well and intercede for him. The
installation ceremony of Moran Mor Baselios Cleemis will take place on Monday, 5
March 2007 at the Cathedral church, Pattom, Trivandrum. In the service that begins
with the morning prayers at 8.30, several eminent personalities including the Papal
representative will attend. I cordially invite all the children of the Church to participate
in this service and be blessed.

will be ordained Bishop on Saturday 10 March 2007 in St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom,
Trivandrum, at 8.30 a.m. He will undertake the official service as Apostolic Visitator
on Thursday 22 March in the presence of Archbishop Most Rev. Pedro Lopezs
Quintano, the Apostolic Nuncio for India, during the concelebrated Holy Qurbono
that will be offered by our Catholicos and all other Bishops of the Church.

Let these profound moments of the life of our Church impart added strength to

us. All those who share in the service of the Church are enthusiastic in the building
up of the Church. Why God especially calls and sets apart the Malankara Catholic
Church and blesses her, is to enable her children to sanctify the entire world through
her. From the day the See of the Catholicos became vacant, as per tradition of our
Church, my humble self was engaged in the service as Administrator of the Church.

I, hereby, inform you all that this, my service will terminate on 5 March 2007
when the new Catholicos assumes office.

We have published a renewed text of the ‘Order of the Holy Qurbono’ together
with the prayers of Qyomto and those of the Season of Sleebo as per the decision of
the 4th Holy Synod of our Church, held from 31 October to 3 November 2005. Copies
of the text are available from the Eparchial centres. We begin the Holy Lent from 18

enter into the Paschal Mysteries of our Lord Jesus Christ, by renewing our life through
repentance and acts of penance. May this Season of Lent make us all blessed.

We are passing through the Lenten Season, the most blessed period of the Liturgical
Year of the Church. During this period we are striving to unite ourselves with the
salutary passion, death and resurrection of Jesus the Messiah. We observe this blessed
season of the Liturgical Year with special fast, prayer and penance as a community.
Each one of us perfects these days with the intention of participating individually in
the prayers that the Church, the bride of Christ, offers before her beloved, observing
fast. This Season of Fast ends with our Lord’s resurrection, the centre of the salvific
mystery.

You know already that this blessed season of the Liturgical Year was a special
period in the history of the Malankara Catholic Church. Our Church, after being
raised as a Major Archi-episcopal Church, Moran Mor Cyril Baselios-Catholicos,
who served us in God’s grace, has passed away for his heavenly reward. During the
period when the See of the Catholicate was vacant, His Grace Most Rev. Geevarghese
Mar Divannasios led the Church and convened its Holy Synod and made necessary
arrangements for the election of the new Catholicos. This Holy Synod, convened in
immense love of God the Father, in the salutary grace of God the Son and in the
inspiration of the Holy Spirit, was the experience of a new Pentecost to the children
of the Church. This Holy Synod chose me, a humble servant of the Lord’s Church,
as the father and head of the Malankara Catholic Church. This legacy of service
which is bestowed upon me was published in the Church as soon as this election of
the Holy Synod was sanctioned by the Pope of Rome, the supreme head of the
Church. On March 5, 2007, I have officially taken charge as Major Archbishop-
Catholicos, the father and head of the Malankara Catholic Church, amidst the
prayerful solicitude of the children of the Church.

The fact that as one who is destined to serve the Malankara Catholic Church,
established on the Apostolic tradition of St. Thomas, our Father, that I am the inheritor
and successor of a noble tradition, compels me to be more dedicated in my service.
I am aware that I am called to fulfill and continue the message of the Church, treading
the foot-steps of the holy and prophetic Mar Ivanios, who led the Malankara Church
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to communion with the Universal Catholic Church; of the renowned Mar Gregorios,
Metropolitan who led the Church through the path of its growth and of the luminous
and illustrious Moran Mor Cyril Baselios, who graciously led the Church towards
the 21st Century. Your prayers are very valuable to me in order that the Holy Spirit of
God may strengthen me, so that I may fulfil this service together with our Chief
Priests, Priests, Religious and all the faithful. The fact that the Malankara Catholic
Church was able to elect its second Catholicos under the inspiration of the Spirit of
God, ever since it has been raised as an autonomous Church, having the perfect right
of self-governance with the synodal system, has become a great witness to all those
who keenly observed the Reunion Movement and our Church. What has now been
verified in the Church is the fulfilment of the dream of the ancients that the Malankara
Catholic Church should exist and grow in communion with the Universal Cathiolic
Church as an autonomous Church, having the right of self-governance. Humble as I
am, I shall be earnest in my mission of service to further this Church in its faith-life,
liturgical life and in its service for the communion of Churches. I cordially accept
the following as prime objectives of my service, namely; service for the communuion
of the Malankara Churches, communion with the various Christian Church
Communities, witness of living communion of the Holy Catholic Church in India,
agent for a loving dialogue with the various Religions, dedication to the growth of
our country, concern for the building up of the wide human society etc. Let us together
pray and try to make these objectives a reality.

Dearly Beloved in the Lord,
I avail this opportunity to announce the profound gratitude of the Church to His

Grace Geevarghese Mar Divannasios, who gave commendable leadership as Synodal
Administrator, when the See of the Catholicate of the Malankara Catholic Church
was vacant and to the Holy Synod of the Church. Let me express my heart-felt
gratitude to all, especially to the Metropolitans, Episcopoi and to the children of
God, who have spared no pains to make the Service of my Enthronement most blessed.
Let me thank immensely all the faithful of the Archi-eparchies of Trivandrum and
Tiruvalla and those belonging to the rest of the Eparchies and Mission Centres for
their love and regard. The august presence of the political, communal and religious
leaders of India and especially of Kerala in the service, could be considered as an
acceptance and acknowledgement of our ecclesial service. Let me express to them
the gratitude of the Church.

All the Roman Pontifs, from Pope Pius XI, who embraced Mar Ivanios in Vatican
in the year 1932 exclaiming “Welcome, big Welcome”, have recognized and
encouraged the Malankara Catholic Church with an open heart and have promoted
its growth. It is the Malankara Catholic Church, which has experienced its communion
with the Universal Church, which has loved, respected and acknowledged the Eastern
Churches in line with the teachings of Vat II. The Holy See, in 2001, appointed an
Apostolic Visitator for the faithful of the Malankara Church outside India, who reside
in North America and Europe. The appointment of yet another Apostolic Visitator
for the Malankarites, who reside in India, but outside the territories of our 6 Eparchies,
on 7 February 2007, marks a mile-stone in the growth of our Church. On behalf of

Praise be to the Triune God,
self-existent, almighty, eternal and consubstantial!

Most Rev. Metropolitans, Venerable Priests, Deacons, Religious and my dear Faithful!
The ecclesial growth of the Malankarites, who reside in the extra-territorial regions

of the Syro-Malankara Catholic Church outside the boundaries of the Eparchies of
our Church within India, is the ardent desire of the entire Church. In a decisive stage
of the Church, the Holy See, having considered our request most sympathetically,
has appointed and given us His Excellency, Most Rev. Dr. Jacob Mar Barnabas as
Apostolic Visitator in order that we unify our missionary activities in India.  Humble
as I am, I consecrated His Excellency as Bishop at St. Mary’s Cathedral, Pattom,
Trivandrum on 10 March 2007 together with our brother Metroplitans as
concelebrants.  His Excellency Mar Barnabas initiated his Episcopal ministry at our
Malankara Catholic Centre in Delhi on 22 March 2007, in the presence of Most Rev.
Pedro Lopez Qunitana, the Apostolic Nuncio in Inida, His Grace Vincent Concessao,
Archbishop of Delhi, all our Metropolitans, some Bishops of our Sister Churches,
Reverend Priests, Religious and a large community of our Faithful.  Let us express
our gratitude to the merciful God for his immense love and concern.  Let us also
recall with profound gratitude His Beatitude Moran Mor Cyril Baselios of happy
memory, who has given strong leadership for all these things throughout these years.

On behalf of the Church, I congratulate Rev. Fr. John Berchmans OIC, who offered
his service as Co-ordinator for the activities of our mission field from the year 1977.
I wish to express the gratitude of the Malankara Catholic Church to the Reverend
Father for his dedicated service.
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The fact that a Shepherd is appointed for us is a mile-stone in the history of the
Malankara Catholic Church.  This new arrangement should make it possible to revive
the ecclesial life beyond the boundary of the Eparchies of our Church.  This should
bring out a new impetus in our faith-life.  This should reflect in the realms of our
family, parish and in the realm of the Church in general.  It should ensure that our
little children grow in the tradition and culture of our Church; our youth should be
more enthusiastic in matters related to the Church and be active.  Our MCA should
be strengthened and the good that emerges from it should shine forth before the
other Church communities.  We ought to continue our service until the desire of our
Lord “that there may be one Shepherd and one fold” is realized.  Our cordial
relationship with the other Church communities should be strengthened.

We, who reside in the different parts of India, should be able to maintain a very
cordial relationship with those belonging to the other religions too.  With a firm
conviction that arises from living our faith, we should advance in co-existence with
them in all realms, we could cooperate.  Through this way of mingling with people,
we will be able to give leadership for the growth of the community of a particular
locality and through becoming servers of the people who work for the common
good of the society, we should transform ourselves as evangelizers, preaching Christ.

In these things, all should unite with the leadership of our Most Rev. Jacob Mar
Barnabas.  We should be able to march forward united.  Each one should think what
one could do for the growth of the Church.  When we grow standing united with the
Church, God will make everything blessed.  All should know that we will be able to
go forward as a great force.

We need a lot of Priests and Religious in order to render service to the Church in
different places in India.  We should specially concentrate to promote divine vocation.
We should understand that there is no better fortune we could attain than to dedicate
ourselves for the service of God.  Each parent should desire and pray that either a
son or a daughter should go for serving God from his or her home.  Till now, the
local Church-communities tried to grow in accordance with the needs and
circumstances of the particular place.  With the new arrangement, our existence has
acquired a new dimension.  Hence, each one should be interested in the common
growth of our Church and about the growth of the Church elsewhere.

When Most Rev. Jacob Mar Barnabas begins his apostolic service centred in
Delhi, the children of our Church should take special interest in the affairs of His
Excellency.  There should be the generous cooperation of the children of the Church
in all his endeavors.  You know that a large amount is needed to meet the expenses
connected with the establishment of His Excellency’s office and other basic
requirements.  Each family should set apart Rs. 15/- per mensem for the expenses of
His Excellency.  The Reverend Vicars should collect these amounts and send the
same to the office of His Excellency together with the names of the families and
